Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve the Advance Payment Notice to Dean Steel Buildings, Inc., in the amount of $96,371.00 for the construction of a 12-unit T-Hangar “C” at the Suwannee County Airport.
Agenda Item No. 3 was for the appointment of Robert Ford, as replacement for Earl Carter, to the Live Oak/Suwannee County Recreation Board, effective October 1, 2007.  
Agenda Item No. 4 was for authorization for expenditure of funds to provide the annual Thanksgiving luncheon for County employees on Wednesday, November 21, 2007.
Commissioner Udell asked that Agenda Item No. 4 be pulled for further discussion.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 - 3.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Udell inquired about the amount of funds requested for the Thanksgiving luncheon as there was no amount expressed in the Agenda Item.

Commissioner Caruthers stated the amount for previous years had been set at a maximum of $1,500.00 but that much was not usually spent.

Chairman Hatch reiterated the maximum of $1,500.00 with only $800.00 to $900.00 being the customary figure expended.
Commissioner Udell moved to authorize the expenditure of a maximum of $1,500.00 to provide the annual Thanksgiving luncheon for County employees on Wednesday, November 21, 2007.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:
Agenda Item No. 5 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider a request for the waiver of fees for the use of Exhibition II by senior citizens for square dancing on a weekly basis.  (Current fee is $30.00 for dance groups.)

Mr. Paul Fortner approached the podium and explained the senior citizens were just a group that met on Thursday nights from 7:00 p.m. - 9:00 p.m. for recreational square dancing.  Mr. Fortner pointed out that the group was non-profit and not organized.  He requested a waiver of fees for the use of Exhibition II.

Several of the Commissioners expressed positive comments and thought it was a good recreational opportunity for the community.
Commissioner Udell moved to waive the fees and deposit for the use of Exhibition II by the senior citizens for square dancing on a weekly basis.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 6 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to adopt a Resolution increasing the maximum appraised value on new and existing SHIP homes to $175,000.00.  

Matt Pearson, Suwannee River Economic Council, advised  that  the  construction cap

would stay at $150,000.00 but the increase would raise the total appraised property value maximum to $175,000.00.  Mr. Pearson explained that some clients were experiencing problems with the current appraised value of $150,000.00 being too low with the increase in local property values.  He added the clients who had purchased land when the values were lower, or those who had been given land by family, were finding homes hard to qualify for SHIP due to the extremely inflated land prices.
Chairman Hatch asked if house and land could be separated.  Mr. Pearson replied no, it was all packaged together.

Commissioner Udell asked how the program recuperated a loss if the property went to foreclosure.  Mr. Pearson replied the program did not but there was a very low foreclosure history, only five in sixteen years.

Commissioner Caruthers expressed concern regarding the original conception of the program and to be careful of too much assistance.  He asked how many families this would help.  Mr. Pearson replied only two or three per year. 

Chairman Hatch also expressed his concern with this change diluting the program’s intentions as did Commissioner Fowler.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve adopting a Resolution increasing the maximum appraised value on new and existing SHIP homes to $175,000.00.  The motion died for lack of a second.

Agenda Item No. 7 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to approve one-year extension to complete the following subdivisions:  
A) Aspen Hills

B) Luraville Woods

C) Luraville Plantations

D) Luraville Oaks

E) Drew Acres

Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier & Associates, Inc., explained the above mentioned

subdivisions, for various reasons, had not been able to complete the road construction in their respective subdivisions and were asking for one-year extensions.

Commissioner Udell asked if the road signs were posted.  Mr. Alcorn stated they were supposed to be.  Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Alcorn to see that the signs are posted.   


Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, interjected that some of the road signs in two other subdivisions had been stolen.  

Commissioner Caruthers pointed out that the signs stating “not a County maintained road” should be erected on the private roads. Mr. Meeks replied he would also check on the signs.


Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve a one-time one-year extension for the aforementioned five subdivisions.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 9:40 a.m. Chairman Hatch recessed the meeting for a break.


At 9:50 a.m. Chairman Hatch reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 8 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the approval of the preliminary plat of Armstrong Estates, Unit II, at Suwannee Landing in District 1.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, reported this preliminary plat totals 18.86 acres but contains only one lot consisting of 13.55 acres on which the clubhouse for the subdivision will be constructed.  Mr. Meeks stated the whole plat is for one lot but it was necessary in order to obtain permits. 
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the preliminary plat of Armstrong Estates, Unit II, at Suwannee Landing in District 1.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 9 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to adopt a Resolution proclaiming the week of October 7-13, 2007 as Suwannee County Fire Prevention Week.  

Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, read the proclamation in its entirety.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt the Resolution proclaiming the week of October 7-13, 2007 as Suwannee County Fire Prevention Week.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2008-02) 

Agenda Item No. 10 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, adjusting fees for Emergency Medical Services (EMS) in Suwannee County consistent with the Medicare Index, and approval to advertise to hold a public hearing for same.  

Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, reported that adjusting the fees to the Medicare Index will greatly increase revenue.  Mr. Racow added that permission to adjust fees each year to Medicare Index would prevent having to come back to the Board.  

Commissioner Caruthers asked if the patient was billed for any left-over amount that Medicare or insurance did not pay.  Mr. Racow replied yes, everybody is billed for the amount remaining after Medicare and/or insurance monies are collected.  Commissioner Caruthers expressed concern over citizens paying the balance when they are tax payers already.  He stated he felt all possible monies should be collected from insurance and Medicare and let that amount satisfy the total bill. 
Commissioner Fowler announced the revenue was up 28% and expressed his appreciation to Mr. Racow for his assistance in this endeavor. 

Commissioner Caruthers moved to advertise to hold a public hearing to consider adjusting the EMS fees in Suwannee County each year according to the Medicare Index.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 11 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, changing collection site attendants from Level 2 to Level 5 on the Support Staff Pay-Scale.  (No budget amendment necessary.)  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated this issue of raising the collection site attendants from Level 2 to Level 5 had been discussed in a previous budget workshop but no documentation could be found as to a final decision from the Board for the records of the Finance Department and Administrative Services. 
Chairman Hatch stated he remembered the discussion and the intention of the Board was to make the stated change.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to change the collection site attendants from Level 2 to Level 5 on the Support Staff Pay-Scale.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 12 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, the issue regarding the cul-de-sac on 79th Street (off Skeen Road).  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated this road is a County maintained dead- end road approximately one-half mile long.  Mr. Sikes stated the adjoining property owner had constructed a fence in the cul-de-sac.  He stated the cul-de-sac is the turn-around area for anyone entering the road and for the County equipment maintaining the road.
Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, reported that he had written the property owner a letter but the property owner did not recognize the cul-de-sac as County property because the cul-de-sac was not on the plat.  Mr. Airth stated that the Board’s recourse would be to take the property owner to court.
Commissioner Udell moved to instruct County Attorney Airth to proceed with legal action against the property owner concerning the fencing of the cul-de-sac on 79th Street (off Skeen Road).  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 13 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for the approval of an Agreement, in the amount of $21,000.00, with North Florida Regional Planning Council to provide Local Government Comprehensive Planning Services for FY 2008. 

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this is an annual contract for $21,000.00 and there are no changes from last year.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the Agreement with North Florida Regional Planning Council in the amount of $21,000.00 to provide Local Government Comprehensive Planning Services for FY 2008.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2008-02)
Agenda Item No. 14 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for the approval of an Agreement with North Florida Regional Planning Council in the amount of $7,421.00 for the monitoring of hazardous waste generators located in Suwannee County.   
John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this is an annual contract for $7,421.00 which comes from the solid waste budget and is necessary to meet DEP standards.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the Agreement with North Florida Regional Planning Council in the amount of $7,421.00 for the monitoring of hazardous waste generators located in Suwannee County.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2008-01)
Agenda Item No. 15 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for the approval of a State Homeland Security Grant Program Agreement, in the amount of $6,702.00, with the State of Florida Division of Emergency Management, for planning, training and exercises for local and regional efforts.  
John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this is a grant for training purposes with no match.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the State Homeland Security Grant Program Agreement in the amount of $6,702.00 with the State of Florida Division of Emergency Management for planning, training and exercises for local and regional efforts.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Agreement No. 2008-Pending)
Agenda Item No. 16 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for the approval of an Amended Interlocal Agreement between the Board of County Commissioner, the Town of Branford, the City of Live Oak and the Suwannee County School Board for Public Schools Facility Planning.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated the Amended Interlocal Agreement regarding school concurrency had been reviewed and tentatively approved by all parties.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the Amended Interlocal Agreement between the Board of County Commissioners, the Town of Branford, the City of Live Oak, and the Suwannee County School Board for Public Schools Facility Planning.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Agreement No. 2008-Pending)
Agenda Item No. 17 was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can heard, to open bids for the paving of Taxiway “C” located at the Suwannee County Airport.
John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, announced there were five bids received.  Mr. Wooley proceeded to open the bids and the results were as follows:

Agenda Item No. 18 was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider the adoption of a Resolution re-imposing the schedule of fees charged by the Suwannee County Health Department for services rendered during FY 2007-08.  

Ms. Susie Cook, Suwannee County Health Department, announced the Health Department was re-imposing the schedule of fees.  Ms. Cook stated some of the fees were new and the Health Department would be updating the fees on an annual basis.

At 10:18 Chairman Hatch opened the floor to public comments. 

There were none and the floor was closed to public comments.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to adopt the Resolution re-imposing the schedule of fees charged by the Suwannee County Health Department for services rendered during FY 2007-08.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2008-03)
Agenda Item No. 19 was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider closing, abandoning and disclaiming all right or interest of Suwannee County, and the public, in and to a portion of 54th Street (Rixford Road) in District 1.  
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the property owner would bare all of the expense and the County will net six-tenths of an acre of additional right-of-way.  Mr. Sikes reported that the County has taken ownership of the new right-of-way.
At 10:20 a.m. Chairman Hatch opened the floor to public comments.

There were none and the floor was closed to public comments.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to close, abandon and disclaim all right or interest of Suwannee County and the public in and to the described portion of 54th Street (Rixford Road) in District 1.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution No. 2008-01)
GENERAL BUSINESS:



 

Agenda Item No. 20 was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any items that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 25, Emergency Agenda Items). 

There was one emergency item to consider.

A)  Approval of State and Federally-Funded Subgrant Agreement with the State of Florida, Division of Emergency Management in the amount of $102,959.00 for the enhancement of Suwannee County’s Emergency Management Program.  (John G. Wooley, County Coordinator)


Commissioner Maxwell moved to add the aforementioned emergency item to the Agenda.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 21 was for approval of the minutes of regular Board meeting and the Final Budget Hearing held on September 18, 2007.
Chairman Hatch noted a spelling correction on Page 16 of the regular Board meeting minutes held on September 18, 2007.  In the last paragraph the word “gipsy” should have read “gypsy”.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the minutes of the regular Board meeting and the Final Budget Hearing held on September 18, 2007 subject to the correction of the misspelled word on Page 16.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

After researching the word, it was noted, according to Webster’s Dictionary, that either spelling is considered correct. However, the Deputy Clerk made the cited correction and changed the spelling to “gypsy”.
            Agenda Item No. 22 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)

            Mrs. Eva Rubi Bey Smith approached the podium and displayed the United States Marine Corps flag.  Mrs. Smith explained that three members of her family, including her husband, were currently serving in the U. S. Marines.  She asked that everyone stand while she repeated the words to the U. S. Marine hymn. 
           Mrs. Smith explained that she lived on 20 acres in Suwannee County and flew the U. S. Marine flag in her yard.  She stated that one day recently when she was away from home someone defaced her U. S. Marine flag and viciously attacked one of her dogs on her property.  She reported the incident to the law but was appealing to the Board for any assistance in bringing these perpetrators to justice. 

            Chairman Hatch stated he was appalled that anyone would do such a horrific thing. He stated that with the video of the meeting being aired on Cable TV, maybe someone would come forward with information concerning the attack.  Chairman Hatch and all the other Commissioners expressed their grave concern that such a horrendous incident would take place in Suwannee County.
             Commissioner Udell stated that Mrs. Smith had called him regarding the issue and he had asked her to come to the meeting today.

            Mr. Jim Ward approached the podium and expressed his concern regarding the lack of blue road signs in old subdivisions designating private roads.

             Discussion followed regarding a system for erecting private road signs and whether the Public Works Department handled the signs or 911 Addressing Department. 

             Commissioner Caruthers stated he thought it was a 911 Addressing issue.
            Mr. Ward stated there was no system in place that he was aware of.

            At 10:50 a.m. Chairman Hatch recessed the meeting for a break.

            At 11:00 a.m. Chairman Hatch reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 23 which was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

             There were none.

Agenda Item No. 24 was for Staff Reports.

A) Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, had submitted a written report and

was heard first.
Mr. Scott thanked the Board for appointing Mr. Robert Ford to replace Mr. Earl Carter on the Suwannee County Recreation Board.


Mr. Scott commended the Public Safety Department for the CPR and defibrillator training recently offered to County employees.
     
Mr. Scott reported the Recreation Department is working with the Fish and Game Commission doing repairs on the boat ramp at Dowling Park, and placing signs for closing zones of the river as opposed to closing the whole river during flood stages.
       
Mr. Scott stated they were working with the Wilderness Trail placing location signage along the route. 

B) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated there will be workshops on October

4, 2007 with Meridian Grant Consultants, followed by The Haskell Company, regarding the Courthouse addition, beginning at 1:00 p.m. at City Hall.


Mr. Wooley reported that the Legislature is in special session to deal with the State budget.


Commissioner Udell inquired about the Harry T. Moore monument at Houston.  Mr. Wooley replied he had talked with FDOT and it requires a Resolution through the State legislative process in order for FDOT to take action. He added that FDOT provides the monument.  Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Wooley if he would prepare the Resolution.  Mr. Wooley replied that he would.
C) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reported he had to make an emergency

replacement of an the engine in a tractor.  Mr. Sikes informed the Board that the best price he could find was $4,795.00 which exceeded the $3,500.00 purchasing policy authorized amount.  He stated he was advising the Board of the emergency action per County purchasing policy.

Mr. Sikes advised the County would be depleting the rock at the current rock mine site soon.  He stated he would like to enter into preliminary negotiations for a lease with Hatch Enterprises to mine underwater rock and secure the property to enable the County to continue in the rock mining business.


Chairman Hatch announced he would abstain from any discussion or decision on this issue because of a conflict of interest. 
D) Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, reported receiving the Certificate of Need

from the Department of Health regarding EMS operations. 

Commissioner Caruthers expressed concern regarding information he had received on a volunteer ambulance in the County.  Mr. Racow replied he had not seen the information and was not sure what was transpiring on this issue.

Discussion ensued of the pros and cons connected with a volunteer ambulance.  It was the consensus of the Board that much more information would be needed to evaluate the issue properly.


Commissioner Fowler asked about the status of the cross training.  Mr. Racow replied it was going real well and that all should be dual certified by next year.


Commissioner Caruthers stated they should be enrolled in school before asking for training extensions.  He suggested sending a letter from the Chairman of the Board to those in training reminding them that they have 90 days left to enroll in school.  

E) John D. Hales, Director of Libraries, was not present.
F) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, reported that he had received the legal on the

Walker Street property and the jail property and will get the property transferred this week.
Agenda Item No. 25 was for Emergency Agenda Items.

There was one item to hear.
