Chairman Hatch called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. Commissioner Fowler led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 3, in the amount of $21,343.32, to be paid with District 5 funds, to Hipp Construction Company for work performed on 208th Street (Brannon Road). 


Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 3, in the amount of $53,145.82, to be paid with Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) funds to Hipp Construction Company for work performed on 208th Street (Brannon Road).

Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve the adoption of a Resolution proclaiming October 30, 2007 as Weatherization Day.  (See Resolution No. 2008-04)

Agenda Item No. 5 was for approval of the construction plans for Armstrong Estates Unit 1 at Suwannee Landing.


Agenda Item No. 6 was for permission for the Chairman to sign the Exempt Document Security Form Agreement as required by FDOT.
Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve Consent Agenda Item No. 1 - 6.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  
TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:

Agenda Item No. 7 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for a presentation of a replacement U. S. Marine flag to Eva Smith.

Chairman Hatch addressed Mrs. Eva Smith, a local citizen who presented her plight at the last Board meeting, concerning the defacing of the U.S. Marine flag and the cruelty inflicted upon her dog on her property.  Chairman Hatch apologized again for the inhumane treatment of Mrs. Smith’s dog and her U.S. Marine flag.  He announced that her road is being patrolled now and that the Animal Control Officer is also involved.  Chairman Hatch announced he was personally offering a $100.00 reward to anyone with information concerning the incident.  Commissioner Caruthers and Commissioner Maxwell joined Chairman Hatch in offering an additional $100.00 reward each.


Chairman Hatch presented Mrs. Smith with a new U.S. Marine flag and a Marine Corp CD.  He commended Mrs. Smith for her sacrifice and her patriotism. 


Agenda Item No. 8 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for Bid Solicitation No. 2007-32 for Galvanized Corrugated Metal Pipe for the Public Works Department.  


T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, announced there were three bids received: Contech Construction Products, Inc.; Metal Culverts, Inc.; and Gulf Atlantic Culvert.  Mr. Sikes proceeded to open the bids and read the various pipe sizes and their respective prices. He advised the bids would be referred to the Bid Review Committee for their recommendation to the Board.


At 4:15 p.m. Chairman Hatch announced that since Mr. Mark Higby with The Haskell Company was here from Jacksonville, we would skip to Agenda Item No. 16 which was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for approval of a contract with The Haskell Company to proceed with the design of the Courthouse Addition. 


John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, mentioned that in the contract there was a provision for a termination of convenience which allowed for a 2% penalty if the contract was terminated. Mr. Wooley stated that if this was an issue with the Board, The Haskell Company would omit this from the contract with a modification agreement.  Mr. Wooley stated the contract had been reviewed by Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, and found to be in order. 


Discussion ensued and it was the consensus of the Board that the contract be amended to remove the clause regarding the 2% penalty for termination of the contract. 


Commissioner Caruthers emphasized the need to go forward on the financing plans in order for the monies to be set aside for the project.  Chairman Hatch agreed the Board needed to proceed with the Finance Office in establishing a plan for financing the Courthouse Addition.


Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the contract with The Haskell Company subject to The Haskell Company omitting the provision for termination of convenience allowing a 2% penalty for termination of the contract.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2008-04)

At 4:29 p.m. Chairman Hatch returned to Agenda Item No. 9 which was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for approval of the recommendation concerning the payment of overbid funds to Universal Asset Recovery Corp., agent for Debra Grace Miller, in the sale of Tax Deed Application No. 1383-1999-1346.  


Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated all of the issues regarding the above mentioned Tax Deed overbid funds had been resolved and he recommended payment.


Commissioner Fowler moved to approve payment of the overbid funds from the sale of Tax Deed Application No. 1383-1999-1346 to Universal Asset Recovery Corp., agent for Debra Grace Miller.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

Agenda Item No. 10 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider Change Order Request No. 001 with Billco Construction, Inc. for a decreased amount of $96,371.00, for the construction of a 12-unit T-Hangar “C” at the Suwannee County Airport.

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, reported this Change Order Request was for a decrease of $96,371.00 from the original contract amount due to the County directly purchasing the building materials which will save sales tax.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the Change Order Request No. 001 with Billco Construction, Inc. for a decrease amount of $96,371.00 for the construction of a 12-unit T-Hangar “C” at the Suwannee County Airport.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously,

Agenda Item No. 11 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for permission to advertise for bids for sixty-foot (60 ft.) electronic gates for Taxiway “C” at the Suwannee County Airport.  


Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated these gates are to the entrance of the subdivision. 

Commissioner Caruthers asked why the County is paying for the gates.  Mr. Robinson replied the gates are on County property and there is a $1,000.00 annual gate fee due from each adjacent property owner accessing the Suwannee County Airport via the gates.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve advertising for bids for sixty-foot electronic gates for Taxiway “C” at the Suwannee County Airport.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 12 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the recommendation of the Bid Review Committee regarding the award of the paving of Taxiway “C” at the Suwannee County Airport, in the amount of $108,078.91, to James Wilkerson Construction.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2007-33)  (Bids were opened during the October 2, 2007 Board meeting.)  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, reported this contract was for paving Taxiway “C” and the ramp area.   

Commissioner Caruthers mentioned that there was a minor irregularity in the bid totals that amounted to less than $200.00.  Mr. Airth, County Attorney, replied that was an insignificant amount in the total scheme of the over one-hundred thousand dollar contract total.  
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve awarding the contract for paving Taxiway “C” at the Suwannee County Airport to James Wilkerson Construction in the amount of $108,078.91 and to waive the minor irregularity in the bid totals.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 13 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for the approval of the contract and issuance of the Notice to Proceed, in the amount of $108,078.91, with James Wilkerson Construction for the paving of Taxiway “C” at the Suwannee County Airport, and permission of a waiver of bid and security bonds.  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, advised the payment of the contract could be three equal installments, as was the other project with James Wilkerson Construction, in exchange for a waiver of bid and security bonds. 
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the contract and issuance of the Notice to Proceed with James Wilkerson Construction in the amount of $108,078.91 for the paving of Taxiway “C” at the Suwannee County Airport to be paid in three equal installments, for permission of a waiver of bid and security bonds, and to authorize the Chairman to sign the appropriate documents.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2008-05)

Agenda Item No. 14 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to adopt a Resolution requesting Suwannee County’s Legislative Delegation to introduce a bill designating the roadside park owned by the State of Florida in the Houston Community on U.S. 90 East of Live Oak as the “Harry T. Moore Memorial Roadside Park”, and authorizing the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) to fabricate, install and maintain an informational sign at the park recognizing Harry T. Moore.  


John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated that according to his research on the matter a Resolution had to be adopted first, then forwarded to the Legislature for approval and ultimately obtain the informational sign from FDOT.  Mr. Wooley suggested that Commissioner Udell could contact Mr. Moore’s family to arrange a ceremony when FDOT plans to erect the informational sign. 

Commissioner Udell moved to adopt the Resolution requesting Suwannee County’s Legislative Delegation to introduce a bill designating the roadside park owned by the State of Florida in the Houston Community on U.S. 90 East of Live Oak as the “Harry T. Moore Memorial Roadside Park”, and authorizing FDOT to fabricate, install and maintain an informational sign at the park recognizing Harry T. Moore.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution 2008-05)

Agenda Item No. 15 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, requesting the County Attorney to prepare an Ordinance to be considered at a public hearing designating English as the official language for Suwannee County.  


John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated Board needed to designate English as the official language to eliminate the possibility of having to use an interpreter in any legislative meetings. 

After a brief discussion, Commissioner Caruthers moved to request Hal Airth, County Attorney, to draft an Ordinance designating English as the official language for the Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners to conduct business.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 17 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss the administrative reduction of the County’s millage rate from 8.1583 to 7.9118 and readjusted  to 7.9096, based on the corrected DR422 from the Property Appraiser, necessitated by the additional increase in the Property Appraiser’s certified taxable value.  


Chairman Randy Hatch stated he was not aware that the Department of Revenue (DOR) had the authority to change the millage rate but after researching the issue found that DOR does have statutory authority to readjust the millage rate according to the Property Appraiser’s taxable value.

At 4:52 p.m. Chairman Hatch recessed the meeting for a break.


At 5:05 p.m. Chairman reconvened the meeting and skipped to Agenda Item No. 19 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any item that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 24, Emergency Agenda Items).


There were five items to consider. 

A.  Consider approval of a waiver of fees for the Key Club/Kiwanis Club to hold a

Haunted House at Exhibition II at the Suwannee County Coliseum from October 27, 2007 through November 1, 2007.  (Tim Alcorn)


This item was withdrawn because it was an issue that could be taken care of administratively by the County Coordinator and required no Board action. Therefore, there were only four items to consider as Emergency Agenda Items.

B. Discuss, with possible Board action, permission to purchase one (1) used bucket

truck, as a sole source, for Suwannee County Maintenance Department.  (Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director) 

C.  Discuss, with possible Board action, the fiscal impact of training current Fire

Rescue employees for dual certification.  (Scott Racow, Public Safety Director)

D. Discuss, with possible Board action, the fiscal impact of those employees once

dual certification has been completed.  (Scott Racow, Public Safety Director)

E. Discuss, with possible Board action, approval to hold a public hearing on

November 20, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. for the purpose of discussing the Stipulated Settlement Agreement from the Department of Community Affairs.  (John G. Wooley, County Coordinator)

Commissioner Udell moved to add the four above mentioned Emergency Items to the

Agenda.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


            Agenda Item No. 20 was to approve the minutes of the regular Board meeting held on October 2, 2007.

             There were no corrections.

             Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the minutes of the regular Board meeting held on October 2, 2007 as written.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            Agenda Item No. 21 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to the podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)

             There were none.

            Agenda Item No. 20 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

            Kenneth Dasher, Clerk of the Circuit Court, stated he had distributed copies of the approved 2008 Budget Books to each Commissioner.

            Chairman Hatch expressed his appreciation for the easy-to-follow organization of the books.
            Agenda Item No. 21 was for Staff Reports.

A) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, reported that the Property Appraiser had a

new vehicle in his department.  Mr. Wooley stated he would like to use their old vehicle as a back-up for the County Offices if the Board had no objections.  He advised the vehicle is a 1996 Jeep Cherokee and is in good shape.  He stated the current Code Enforcement vehicle would be surplused and sold at the Sheriff’s auction.  


Mr. Wooley mentioned he had attended the Emergency Management meeting last week.  He pointed out that there are a lot of changes statewide under the new Governor, and Emergency Management is no longer a division of the Department of Community Affairs and is now directly under the Governor’s Office.

Mr. Wooley stated the Legislative appropriations hearing scheduled for October 23, 2007 had been canceled.
B) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reported the two SCRAP projects with

FDOT, 193rd Road (Clayland Road) and 89th Road, have to be awarded by December 31, 2007.  Mr. Sikes stated he would like to award both of these projects under the same contract if the Board has no objections.

Commissioner Caruthers expressed concern and inquired about this procedure restricting bidders.  Mr. Sikes replied he was not sure but it could possibly be more attractive to some bidders enabling them to bid on both jobs simultaneously. 


Commissioner Fowler asked Mr. Sikes to call various bidders to get a consensus of how they feel about bidding on both jobs at the same time.  Mr. Sikes replied he would make some contacts and decide which would be the best way to handle the issue.
C) Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, had no report. 

D) J. Danny Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, reported he had recently attended the

annual meeting of  the Northeast Florida Library Information Network (NEFLIN).  He distributed a handout and pointed out that Suwannee County was number one in the amount of money for services received.

Mr. Hales reported that the annual Book Sale with the Friends of the Library was completed and, although he had no report yet, he expected the proceeds to be about the same as last year.


Mr. Hales stated the State Aid looked good and there was no evidence that it was being tampered with in Tallahassee. 

E) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, reported he had delivered the Walker Street deeds

to Attorney Jim Prevatt but had not heard back from him.

F) Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, reported the tentative management

plan for Little River Springs Park had been completed.  Mr. Scott emphasized that the final plan needed to be in by next Friday.  


Chairman Hatch asked if he could leave a copy at the County Offices for the Commissioners to review.  Mr. Scott replied he would be glad to do that.


Mr. Scott mentioned that he would be meeting with the grant writer on Thursday.
 

Agenda Item No. 22 was for Emergency Agenda Items.

There were four items to hear as Item A was withdrawn.
B)  Discuss, with possible Board action, permission to purchase one (1) used bucket truck, as a sole source, for Suwannee County Maintenance Department. 

 Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, explained that $20,000.00 had been budgeted and he had been trying to find used trucks.  Mr. Sharpless stated he had found one but it was a sole source and required a sealed bid.  Mr. Sharpless stated he had a pick up truck to surplus so the number of trucks would stay the same. 
After some discussion, Commissioner Udell moved to approve the purchase of one (1) bucket truck as a sole source, authorizing Mr. Sharpless to submit a sealed bid not to exceed the budgeted amount.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

C)  Discuss, with possible Board action, the fiscal impact of training current Fire Rescue employees for dual certification.

Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, reported there were five employees left to obtain their dual certification.  Mr. Racow stated the total amount for their schooling would be $65,800.00.  He added there was $32,000.00 in this year’s budget.  He pointed out that their contracts will state they have to work for the County at least two years after they become certified.
Commissioner Caruthers stated the Board had agreed to pay for the dual certification.  He further stated the remainder of the funds would require a budget amendment.  
Commissioner Fowler stated the funds would have to come from general revenue.

Chairman Hatch asked Mr. Racow to contact Mrs. Leeta Bronson, Finance Director, regarding the amount needed to complete the dual training and to identify the revenue stream.

C.  Discuss, with possible Board action, the fiscal impact of those employees once dual certification has been completed.

Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, inquired about the raises these dual certified employees would receive upon completion of their certification.

Commissioner Fowler stated they would receive the customary 5% raise.

Chairman Hatch and Commissioner Caruthers reiterated the 5% raise that Commissioner Fowler had stated. 

D.  Discuss, with possible Board action, the approval to hold a public hearing on November 20, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. for the purpose of discussing the Stipulated Settlement Agreement from the Department of Community Affairs (DCA).

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, requested a public hearing to discuss the aforementioned agreement concerning Comprehensive Plan amendments.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve holding a public hearing on November 20, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. for the purpose of discussing the Stipulated Settlement Agreement from DCA.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 6:05 p.m. Chairman Hatch recessed the meeting for a dinner break.


At 7:05 p.m. Chairman Hatch reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 18 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider the adoption of a Resolution approving the application for a Special Permit No. SP-07-09-01, Mining Operations by Styxnstones, LLC.  


Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, distributed a colored aerial map and an excerpt from the LDRs concerning the Special Permit.  Mr. Meeks stated the parties were mining lime rock and overburden and this permit would expand their operation.


Commissioner Udell asked about explosives being used.   Mr. Wayne Beaver replied they would be blasting underwater but had received no complaints from adjoining properties.  Commissioner Udell asked about reclamation after finishing and expressed his concern about safety issues on the property.  Mr. Beaver replied reclamation would be performed based on DEP requirements and the property is completely fenced in to protect against any trespass and safety issues.

At 7:17 p.m. Chairman Hatch opened the floor to public comments. 


Mr. William Martin approached the podium and was sworn in by County Attorney Hal Airth at 7:18 p.m.  Mr. Martin stated he was an adjoining property owner and was very concerned about his well water being affected.  He pointed out that his family had lived on this property since 1982 and he was concerned about the mine decreasing the value of the property.  Chairman Hatch replied that in his experience, mining had not negatively affected adjoining property values.


Mr. Beaver replied that the well water should not be affected but, if any neighbor’s water well was adversely affected by the mine, he would drill a deeper well for them. 

Chairman Hatch mentioned that he had been contacted ahead of time by adjoining property owners but had explained to them that this would be a quasi-judicial hearing and he could not communicate with them beforehand. 


Commissioner Udell asked if the proper signs had been posted.  Mr. Meeks replied that signs had been posted on the property.


At 7:38 p.m. Denver Napier approached the podium and was sworn in by County Attorney Airth.  Mr. Napier expressed concern about effects on his well water and asked about having a 100-foot setback with at least three rows of tree as a buffer between the Mine property and the adjoining residential property.  Mr. Napier stated the posted signs were in the weeds making them hard to see.  He also stated concern over truck traffic in and out of the mine area. 


At 7:40 p.m. Mr. Wayne Beaver and Mr. Randy Burnett, Styxnstones, LLC, were sworn in by County Attorney Airth.  Mr. Beaver stated the heavy trucks would use CR 49 only.  Mr. Beaver reiterated that if the water wells of any adjacent property owners were adversely affected he would drill deeper wells for them.


At 7:41 p.m. Mr. Jim Ward was sworn in by County Attorney Airth.  Mr. Ward stated he was speaking for a neighbor who owned property in this area with chicken houses but was not present tonight. He pointed out he was sure this neighbor had not seen the posted sign on the property but would be concerned over the same issues that were mentioned tonight.

At 7:49 p.m. Marilyn Napier was sworn in by County Attorney Airth.  Mrs. Napier stated she was on oxygen and was very concerned about the air quality around her home due to the dust caused by the mine.


At 7:55 p.m. Chairman Hatch closed the floor to public comments.


Commissioner Fowler stated Mr. Beaver had been mining there for years and had made concessions that he did not have to make.


Commissioner Udell stated he felt all of the public concerns had been addressed.


Chairman Hatch reiterated that the public concerns had been addressed and announced that the applicant, Mr. Beaver, had agreed upon the special conditions requested by the surrounding property owners.   


Commissioner Udell moved to adopt the Resolution approving the application for Special Permit No. SP-07-09-01, Mining Operations by Styxnstones, LLC subject to an Addendum with the following special conditions: a 100-foot setback of any property line that currently adjoins a residential home site with at least three rows of trees along the property lines as a buffer; the heavy truck traffic will not use 266th Street for ingress or egress; and if any water wells on the adjoining property are adversely affected Mr. Beaver will pay for deeper wells to be drilled.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2008-06)  

Agenda Item No. 23 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.

Commissioner Udell discussed indigent disposal policy of $725.00 for cremation only.  He stated the problem he was dealing with was in the case of an infant death.  He conveyed the feelings of mothers who lose their infants and the difficulty they have with the idea of cremation.  He suggested changing the policy to read infant burials and cremation for adults but not to supplement the burial bill.


Chairman Hatch asked County Attorney Airth to draft the indigent disposal policy changing it to use the $725.00 for infant burial or adult cremation but not as a supplement to a burial/funeral bill. 


Chairman Hatch mentioned the NACO prescription card and that it had already saved the citizens over $21,000.00.  He added that an additional 10,000 cards have arrived and to spread the word to the citizens.   

Chairman Hatch stated the Legislature was back in session and home rule was still under attack. 
Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
