The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a regular session, and the following were present: Chairman Douglas Udell, Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Ivie Fowler; Commissioner Billy Maxwell; Commissioner Randy Hatch; and Dean Papapetrou, Chief Deputy Clerk, Mike Tyson, Betty Carver, and Richard Ring, Deputy Clerks.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present.   

Chairman Udell called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. Commissioner Maxwell led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

Agenda Item No. 1 was to approve the payment of invoices.

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Chairman Udell announced he would abstain from voting on this item due to a conflict on interest regarding an invoice concerning an indigent transport. 

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve Consent Agenda Item No. 1.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried 4-0 with Chairman Udell abstaining.

Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 688 in the amount of $36,026.30 to James Wilkerson Company, Inc., for the first draw on funds for the construction of Taxiway “C” at the Suwannee County Airport. 
           Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve payment request No. 4 in the amount of $90,117.00 to Billco Construction for T-Hangar “C” at the Suwannee County Airport.
            Agenda Item No. 5 was to approve the Release of Lien for Ms. Cathleen E. Morgan, SHIP client.

Agenda Item No. 6 was to approve payment for the purchase of a 2000 Ford, One-Man Bucket Truck (VIN # 1FDAF56F8YED67749) in the amount of $11,556.56 for the Maintenance Department.

Commissioner Maxwell asked that Agenda Item No. 4 be pulled from the Consent Agenda for further discussion.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 2, 3, 5, and 6.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

           At 4:08 p.m. Chairman Udell returned to Agenda Item No. 4 which was to approve the annual Agreement with Suwannee Valley Community Coordinated Child Care, Inc. (4 C’s) for the grant in the amount of $5,000.00 for services for FY 2007-08.
Commissioner Maxwell stated he was not present at an earlier budget meeting when this budget request was discussed.  He expressed his opposition stating that the Government gives this organization money and then pushes the County to obligate additional funds for their operation.  He asked if this was a multi-year contract.


Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk, interjected the contract will continue as long as both parties desire such, and that this organization must make an annual budget request.  Mr. Tyson added that the Board had already budgeted $5,000.00 for FY 2007-08 but could elect not to fund this organization in future County budget years.


Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the annual Agreement with Suwannee Valley 4 C’s for the grant in the amount of $5,000.00 for FY 2007-08.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Maxwell opposed.
(See Agreement 2008-08)

At 4:10 p.m. Chairman Udell continued with Agenda Item No. 7 under TIME 
SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to request authorization to purchase one (1) Kubota L2800 DT 4wd Tractor with a Kubota LA 463 Loader on State Contract FL Bid 7-3450 in the amount of $13,350.00. 
Greg Scott, Parks and Recreation Director, reported the funds for the purchase are in the budget.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the purchase of one (1) Kubota L2800 DT 4wd Tractor with a Kubota LA 463 Loader on State Contract FL Bid 7-3450 in the amount of $13,350.00.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
  
Agenda Item No. 8 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold the second/final public hearing, to consider applying to the Florida Department of Community Affairs (DCA) for a FY 2007 Small Cities Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) of up to $750,000.00.  

Ms. Lisa Blair, Meridian Community Services Group, Inc., stressed this is the second and final public hearing for applying to the DCA for an Economic Development CDBG grant in an amount up to $750,000.00 to benefit low to moderate income persons.  Ms. Blair stated the intended water tower project at the property located at Highway 129 and I-10 would encourage business development in that area thus creating additional jobs in the community.
Ms. Blair announced she had attended the Citizen Task Force meeting today and their recommendation was to move forward with the application.

Commissioner Hatch asked if there were any restrictions on the type of business established.  Ms. Blair replied no, but that a company would need to submit information regarding their business operation.  She added a qualified business would have two years to complete construction.

Chairman Udell asked what would happen if the business did not comply with the two-year window.  Ms. Blair replied there would be no jeopardy to the County and that the business would have to refund any incentive monies obtained from the County or State. 
At 4:22 p.m. Chairman Udell opened the floor to public comments.

There were none and the floor was closed to public comments.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve applying to DCA for a FY 2007 Small Cities CDBG grant of up to $750,000.00 as amended with updated County policies described below in Agenda Item No. 9.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Ms. Lisa Blair, Meridian Community Services Group, Inc., advised the language 

within the required current policies had been updated and these revised policies need to be adopted.


Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the aforementioned revised CDBG required policies and to adopt the enabling Resolution.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2008-10)
 
Agenda Item No. 10 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon hereafter as the matter can be heard, approve the job description for Library Technician Youth Services position for Suwannee River Regional Library.
John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, explained this is a temporary grant- funded part-time position consisting of approximately 5 hours per week beginning January 1, 2008 through September 30, 2008.  Mr. Hales advised the funds, in the amount of $8,000.00, are from a CLIC grant entitled “Project Teen Focus.”
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the job description for Library Technician Youth Services position for the Suwannee River Regional Library.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 4:26 p.m. Chairman Udell skipped to Agenda Item No. 18 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any item that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 29, Emergency Agenda Items).

There was one item to consider.

A.  Approval to file a re-plat of Twin Timbers Subdivision to allow a 60 foot right-of-way to the County and eliminate the buffer on the west side of the road, and waiver of the fee for filing a re-plat.  (Walter Lawson, Representative for C&W Ventures)
Commissioner Caruthers moved to add the aforementioned item to the Agenda.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
            At 4:30 p.m. Chairman Udell returned to Agenda Item No. 11 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 4:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for presentations of proposals by consultants for possible projects at the Suwannee 
County Airport (RFP No. 2007-36) (Proposals were opened during the December 4, 2007 Board meeting.)  
(Each representative to make a 15 minute presentation, with a 5 minute question & answer time.)

A. Mr. James Pearson, Project Manager – Earth Tech, gave a slide presentation of 
the company’s accomplishments and distributed a bound booklet containing relevant information about Earth Tech.  Mr. Pearson stated the company had been in business for 37 years and had 7,000 employees world wide.  He emphasized that Earth Tech had been working with Suwannee County for the last eight years and was currently working on a project.

Commissioner Hatch inquired about the current status of their contract with the County.  Mr. Pearson stated the contract had expired about a year ago and Earth Tech now contracts on a task basis. 

Commissioner Maxwell asked if their company was a minority women-owned business.  Mr. Pearson replied it was not but they did use a women-owned business as a subcontractor.

B.  Mr. Andrew Holesko, Passero Associates, LLC, gave a general synopsis of the company’s attributes and their professional staff, introducing Mr. Don Ramdass, Program
Manager, and Mr. Gary Passero, CEO of the company.  Mr. Holesko also distributed a colored booklet containing important information regarding the company’s airport projects.  He emphasized quality service no matter the size of the project, attendance of all meetings wherever they are, and their excellent experienced staff.
Mr. Don Ramdass, Program Manager – Passero Associates, LLC, presented an overview of the company’s accomplishments using large display boards. Mr. Ramdass reminded the Board that he had previously been employed with a similar company that had completed many projects in Suwannee County and he was very familiar with Suwannee County staff.  
At 5:10 p.m. Chairman Udell recessed the meeting for a break.

At 5:20 p.m. Chairman Udell reconvened the meeting and continued with the presentations of the Airport consultants.

C.  Mr. Bill Prange, URS Project Manager, distributed a colored brochure of the company’s pertinent information and accomplishments.  Mr. Prange commented that he wanted everyone to know that URS stood for United Research Systems.  He advised he had been employed with this company for twenty years and works out of the Lake City Office.  He stated he was a graduate of Suwannee High School and a current resident of Suwannee County.    He gave an overview of the company’s expertise in Airport service and displayed colored pictures of completed projects using large poster boards.  He stated that URS has their own employees and do not have to subcontract any of their work. 
Mr. Peter Green, Certified Planner and Task Manager, stated that the company had extensive direct experience in Florida airport work.   Mr. Green advised he had many 
years of experience in planning services involving available funding from FDOT, and FFA entitlement funds.
Each of the Commissioners possessed ranking score sheets and proceeded to rank each company.  These completed ranking sheets were passed to the Ranking Committee which consisted of Donald Robinson, Michael Tyson, and Elaine Robinson for tallying the scores and ranking the companies.  

The Ranking Committee retired to another room to compute the scores and report the results to the Board.
While the Ranking Committee was retired Chairman Udell skipped to Agenda Item No. 19 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was to approve the minutes of the regular Board meetings held on November 20, 2007 and December 4, 2007.  
There were no corrections.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the minutes from the regular Board meetings held on November 20, 2007 and December 4, 2007 as written.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
            Agenda Item No. 20 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to the podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)


There were none.

             Agenda Item No. 21 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

There were none.

            Agenda Item No. 22 was for Staff Reports.

A) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, reported that the City of Live Oak may have an interest in the school board property.  Mr. Wooley stated he had talked with Bob Farley, City Manager, and the City is not interested if the County is.  

Mr. Wooley advised there was concern over downtown parking with the proposed Courthouse addition taking some of the space.  He stated the City and County own the parking lots around the County buildings and suggested involving the City to expedite the process. He stated interest had been expressed in closing the street North and South where the retention ponds are but Suwannee River Water Management District would have to be involved because of the water issue.  He added that some solution for downtown parking needed to be addressed and he was seeking direction from the Board.
Discussion ensued and it was the consensus of the Board for Mr. Wooley to proceed in partnering with the City of Live Oak regarding the parking issue.
Mr. Wooley stated he had attended the Little River Springs meeting at Branford.  He reported they have plans for a full-scale State Park with over 60 campsites, utilities, primitive camp sites, wilderness trails, bike trails, etc.

Mr. Wooley reported he had recently attended the Water Reuse Seminar at Suwannee River Water Management District.  He stated the issue is being pushed by the State and the City will be approaching the County about a water reuse system.

Commissioner Caruthers readdressed the fill dirt issue and asked Mr. Wooley about the status of the Ordinance.  Mr. Wooley replied the Ordinance had been worked on but the Board had not been satisfied with the verbiage and the problems have not been resolved.  He added the burden of water displacement is still on the property owner.

At 6:03 p.m. Chairman Udell returned to Agenda Item No. 12 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 4:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for the Board of County Commissioners to rank the consultants for possible projects at the Suwannee County Airport.  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, reported the tallying of the Board’s ranking of the consultants and the results were as follows:

Passero Associates  -  Rank #3 with 11 points 

Earth Tech  -  Rank #2 with 10 points

URS  -  Rank #1 with 9 points 

(Explanation of scoring:  the lowest total score is ranked #1, next lowest score is ranked #2, etc.)


Mr. Robinson advised that URS was ranked #1 by the Board and the County would be negotiating a contract with URS as consultant for the Suwannee County Airport projects.

At 6:05 p.m. Chairman Udell recessed for a supper break.


At 7:15 p.m. Chairman Udell reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 13  under  TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS  which  was  at 7:00 p.m.,  or  as  soon 
thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider the adoption of an Ordinance approving the application of Comprehensive Plan Amendment (CPA) 07-1, to amend the text of the Comprehensive Plan, by amending Policy I.1.6., Policy I.2.2., and Policy 1.3.2. of the Future Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan, providing for a floor area ratio for Commercial, Highway Interchange, and Industrial land use categories of 0.50 floor area ratio, provided that development is served by a centralized sanitary sewer service.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, explained that in February 2007 the Board had applied to change the floor area ratio from 0.25 to 0.50 for land use categories.  Mr. Meeks stated that when the change was forwarded to the Department of Community Affairs (DCA) they responded with allowing the floor area ratio change to 0.50 for only Commercial, Highway Interchange, and Industrial land use categories provided the development is served by a centralized sanitary sewer system.  

At 7:20 p.m. Chairman Udell opened the floor to public comments.

There were none and the floor was closed to public comments.

Commissioner Hatch moved to adopt the Ordinance approving the application CPA 07-1 to amend to text of the Comprehensive Plan by amending Policy I.1.6., Policy I.2.2., and Policy 1.3.2. of the Future Land Use Element of the Comprehensive Plan, providing for a floor area ratio for Commercial, Highway Interchange, and Industrial land use categories of 0.50 floor area ratio, provided that development is served by centralized 
sanitary sewer service.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No. 2008-03)

Agenda Item No. 14 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider the adoption of an Ordinance approving application CPA 07-2 by Bailey, Bishop and Lane, as agent for Joseph B. Wainwright, Jr. and Debra A. Wainwright, to amend the Future Land Use Plan Map of the Comprehensive Plan by changing the land use classification from Agriculture-2 to Residential-1, provided that any residential development equal to one (1) dwelling is served by centralized sanitary sewer service.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, explained that when application CPA 07-2 was sent to DCA, it was returned with the explanation that the change from Agriculture-2 to Residential-1 would require additional verbiage stating that the area be served by a centralized sanitary sewer service.
At 7:23 p.m. Chairman Udell opened the floor to public comments

There were none and the floor was closed to public comments.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to adopt the Ordinance approving the application CPA 07-2 by Bailey, Bishop & Lane, as agent for Joseph B. Wainwright, Jr. and Debra A. Wainwright, to amend the Future Land Use Plan Map of the Comprehensive Plan by changing the land use classification from Agriculture-2 to Residential-1, provided that any residential development equal to one (1) dwelling is served by a centralized sanitary 
sewer system.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No. 2008-04)
          Agenda Item No. 15 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold the first public hearing to consider the adoption of an Ordinance approving the application of Comprehensive Plan Amendment 07-7 providing for adding a Public Schools Facilities Element to the Comprehensive Plan.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, explained this is the first hearing concerning the Ordinance to provide adding Public Schools Facilities component to the Comprehensive Plan.  

At 7:26 p.m. Chairman Udell opened the floor to public comments.

Mr. Tim Alcorn, J. Sherman Frier & Associates, asked about the time frame for the school’s response.  Mr. Meeks replied they will have thirty (30) days to respond.

At 7:28 p.m. Chairman Udell closed the floor to public comments.

Mr. Meeks announced that the Board action will not be taken until after the second public hearing in March 2008.

Agenda Item No. 16 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the approval of the final plat for Shady Hollow Estates Subdivision in District 1.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, reported that this Subdivision is located North of 119th Road and CR 249.  Mr. Meeks stated it contains of 10.03 acres consisting of 9 lots and is zoned SF1 which is one dwelling unit per acre.  Mr. Meeks 
pointed out that Lots 1 and 2 would access 119th Road and Lots 3-9 would access the 60 foot private road which is 72nd Pass.  He added that one lot has been designated as a retention area.  He advised that Hal Airth, County Attorney, and Wesley Raven, Surveyor, had reviewed the final plat and found it to be in compliance.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the final plat for Shady Hollow Estates Subdivision in District 1.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.   

           Agenda Item No. 17 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, the Walker Avenue Project.  

Hal Airth, County Attorney, reported that he had a signed deed with Harvey Carroll for the purchase of the Walker Avenue Project right-of-way in the amount of $70,750.00 for the property plus $9,500.00 for improvements for a total of $80,250.00 with the stipulation that Mr. Carroll reserves the right to cut the timber on the property within 60 days. The transaction also provided for including ownership transfer from the County for the strip of property southeast of the Courthouse for Mr. Carroll’s restaurant parking.  Mr. Airth advised that Mr. Carroll’s attorney, Mr. Sellers, stated that Mr. Carroll did not remember what he had said at a previous meeting concerning a verbal agreement for $44,500.00 plus the $9,500.00 for improvements.

Discussion ensued regarding the large increase from the original verbal agreement and the counter offer by Mr. Carroll, but conceding to the urgency of completing the Walker Street realignment and Paving Project.
Commissioner Maxwell reluctantly moved to accept Mr. Carroll’s contract on the Walker Avenue Project of $70,750 plus $9,500.00 for improvements totaling $80,250.00 with the stipulation that Mr. Carroll cut the timber within 60 days and including the ownership transfer from the County of the strip of land southeast of the Courthouse for Mr. Carroll’s restaurant parking.  Commissioner Hatch reluctantly seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 7:45 p.m. Chairman Udell continued with Agenda Item No. 22 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was Staff Reports.
B)       T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, reported that Public Works has 
twelve road projects to schedule totaling about $14 million.  Mr. Sikes advised he would be meeting with the Finance Department on funding issues since some of the projects require up-front money with reimbursement from FDOT.


Mr. Sikes announced he would be coming before the Board soon regarding the new solid waste hauling contract and new rock mine lease.
C) Scott Racow, Public Safety Director, had no report.
D) J. Danny Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, had no report.
E) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, wished everyone a safe and Merry Christmas. 

Agenda Item No. 23 was for approval to file foreclosure on Code Enforcement
 Lien on Robert Erskine.  (Case No. 06-228-06)  

Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated that a fine of $250.00 per day had been accruing since April 2007 now totaling about $60,000.00.
Commissioner Fowler stated he knew that Mr. Erskine was 80 years old and a 100% disabled Veteran.  He felt Mr. Erskine was doing the best he could and should be left alone.
Mr. Johnny Wooley, County Coordinator, stated Mr. Erskine was living in a travel trailer with no sewage.

Commissioner Maxwell stated that Mr. Erskine may be bathing in the yard but he was not hurting anyone and just wanted to be left alone.
Commissioner Maxwell moved to deny filing foreclosure on the Code Enforcement Lien on Mr. Robert Erskine.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried 3-2 with Commissioner Hatch and Chairman Udell opposed.  


Agenda Item No. 24 was for approval of County Incentive Grant Program (CIGP) Supplemental Agreement with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), in the amount of $484,426.00, for the realignment of Walker Avenue from 100th Street (Bass Road) and Pinewood Avenue, and to adopt the enabling Resolution.  (Financial Project ID: 212658-2-58-01)  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, explained this Agreement is for adding construction funds to the contract for the realignment improvements of the Walker Avenue Project and the funds will be available in July 2008.
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the CIGP Supplemental Agreement with FDOT in the amount of 484,426.00 for the realignment of Walker Avenue from 100th Street (Bass Road) and Pinewood Avenue and to adopt the enabling Resolution.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2008-11)


Agenda Item No. 25 was to approve the contract with Perimeter Fence, in the amount of $23,260.00, for the installation of the electronic gates for Taxiway “C” at the Suwannee County Airport, and to approve the Notice to Proceed.  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, advised Perimeter Fence was the low responsive bidder and the contract has been prepared for signature.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the contract with Perimeter Fence in the amount of $23,260.00 for the installation of the electronic gates for Taxiway “C” at the Suwannee County Airport and to approve the Notice to Proceed.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Agreement No. 2008-10)
At 8:13 p.m. Chairman Udell recessed the meeting for a break.

At 8:23 p.m. Chairman Udell reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 26 which was to approve Change Order No. 2 with Billco Construction, Inc., for an increase of $1,297.00 in additional freight costs for T-Hangar “C” at the Suwannee County Airport.  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated the contract estimated three delivery loads for the project but an additional load was needed.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve Change Order No. 2 with Billco Construction, Inc. for an increase of $1,297.00 in additional freight costs for T-Hangar 
“C” at the Suwannee County Airport.  Commissioner Hatch seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (Amends Agreement No. 2007-59)

Agenda Item No. 27 was for approval to give an easement to Florida Power & Light Company for power to T-Hangar “C” at the Suwannee County Airport. 
Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, explained that Florida Power & Light discovered they needed more easement than the original easement showed.  Mr. Robinson stated and a new modified easement was being prepared.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the easement to Florida Power & Light Company for power to T-Hangar “C” at the Suwannee County Airport subject to the modification by Florida Power & Light, and to authorize the Chairman to sign the new modified easement.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (Agreement No. Pending)

Agenda Item No. 28 was to approve the proposal for legal services, in the lump sum amount of $10,000.00, with Nabors, Giblin, and Nickerson, for legal services on the County’s annual fire protection and solid waste assessment program.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, stated this is the annual fee charged by the firm for their legal services.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the proposal for legal services in the lump sum amount of $10,000.00 with Nabors, Giblin, and Nickerson for legal services on the County’s annual fire protection and solid waste assessment program.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Agreement No. 2008-09)  
Mr. Wooley discussed the contract with the Tax Collector to prepare the tax roll.  Mr. Wooley stated this procedure is not working well.  He stated the County is doing all the work and the Tax Collector is getting paid for it.

Discussion ensued and it was the consensus of the Board that Mr. Wooley would meet with the Tax Collector to discuss the issue.  

Agenda Item No. 29 which was for Emergency Agenda Items.

A.  Approval to file a re-plat of Twin Timber Subdivision to allow a 60 foot right-of-way to the County and eliminate the buffer on the west side of the road, and waiver of the fee for filing a re-plat.

Walter Lawson, Representative for C&W Ventures, distributed a copy of the plat showing the 60 foot strip that was included in the right-of-way.  Mr. Lawson stated the plat needed to be amended to eliminate the 60 foot strip of land from the right-of-way.  He stated that area should be a buffer for the Subdivision property owners and he planned to plant a hedge buffer there.   
Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the re-plat of Twin Timbers Subdivision and to waive the re-plat fee but that the fee for reviewing the re-plat by the County Attorney and Surveyor would be covered by the requesting party.   Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
