The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a regular session, and the following were present: Chairman Jesse Caruthers, Commissioner Ivie Fowler; Commissioner Billy Maxwell; Commissioner Douglas Udell; Commissioner Wesley Wainwright; Mike Tyson, Betty Carver, and Jhony Cuenca, Deputy Clerks.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present. 

Chairman Caruthers called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. Commissioner Udell led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United Stated of America.
Agenda Item No. 1 was at 9 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for the presentation of plaques recognizing more than 30 years of service to Suwannee County by the following employees: Jack Corbin – Fire/Rescue; William O. Davis – Public Works; William D. Jerkins – Public Works; James F. Parnell – Public Works; James H. Voyles – Public Works; John D. Hales, Jr. – Library.

Chairman Caruthers thanked the employees for all the service they provide, and presented the plaques of recognition to each employee.
Commission Fowler stated his appreciation for all the services these employees provide.

Commissioner Udell thanked all the employees present, and stated his appreciation for all the work they have done for District 2.

Commissioner Maxwell stated his appreciation of the employees’ dedication to the County.

Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 57181, in the amount of $175,382.39, to Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for work performed on Clayland Road in District 3.
Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 57181-A, in the amount of $12,351.29, to Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for work performed on 143rd Road in District 3.

Agenda Item No. 5 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 57181-B, in the amount of $30,298.86, to Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for work performed on 168th Street in District 3.
Agenda Item No. 6 was to appoint Mr. John Martz, CEO of Suwannee Valley Electric Cooperative, to serve on the North Florida Workforce Development Board.
Agenda Item No. 7 was to reappoint Mr. Tim Alcorn, as Architect, to serve on the Code Enforcement Board, retroactive to January 1, 2009.
Agenda Item No. 8 was to reappoint Mr. Bobby Brickles, as Electrician Contractor, to serve on the Code Enforcement board, retroactive to January 1, 2009.
Agenda Item No. 9 was to reappoint Mr. Robert Ogles, as Sub-Contractor, to serve on the Code Enforcement Board, retroactive to January 1, 2009.
Chairman Caruthers asked the Board members if there were any items they wished to discuss.
Commissioner Fowler requested Agenda Item No. 7 be pulled for further discussion.


Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 through 6, and 8 and 9.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Commissioner Fowler stated he appreciates the work done by Mr. Alcorn, but a Code violation by Mr. Alcorn presents a problem to his reappointment to the Code Enforcement Board. Commissioner Fowler suggested not reappointing Mr. Alcorn to the Code Enforcement Board until the complaint against Mr. Alcorn is settled.

Commissioner Udell asked if Mr. Alcorn was in the process of being in compliance.


Commissioner Fowler stated he had received a letter from Ms. Sara Grinnell from Code Compliance, stating Mr. Alcorn was in the process of being in compliance.


Commissioner Maxwell agreed with Commissioner Udell.


Commissioner Udell asked Ms. Sandra Grinnell, Code Enforcement, to inform the Board when Mr. Alcorn was in compliance.


Ms. Grinnell agreed to do so.


Commissioner Wainwright moved to table Agenda Item No. 7, until the Matter with Mr. Alcorn is resolved. Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:

Agenda Item No. 10 was at 9:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing, to consider approval of an interlocal agreement between Capital Projects Finance Authority and the County regarding the proposed bond issue for purpose of financing and refinancing solid waste facilities in Suwannee County.

William Zvara, Attorney for Live Oak Class III Landfill LLC, informed the Board that the use of Tax Bonds to benefit a private company requires a public hearing as stated in the Federal Tax Code.

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Zvara if the County was under any financial obligation to help finance and refinance the private solid waste facilities.

Mr. Zvara replied the County was under no financial obligation, as it is stated in the resolution. Mr. Zvara explained to the Board the Interlocal agreement was for County cooperation, allowing the Financing Authority to spend the bond money in Suwannee County.

Commissioner Maxwell asked Mr. Zvara if the landfill became contaminated, could the County be held liable?

 Hal Airth, County Attorney, informed the Board that since the County does not have ownership control over the landfill there was no liability for the County.
At 9:15 a.m. Chairman Caruthers opened the floor for public comments. No one came forward and the floor was closed to public comments.

Chairman Caruthers stated that any motion made must include approval of the resolution as well.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the resolution and signing of the Interlocal agreement. Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
At 9:23 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed the meeting for a break

At 9:35 Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda

 Item No. 11 was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon hereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, and consider setting rate for rent and utilities, and approve lease agreement with the Boys & Girls Club of North Central Florida for “Pod A in its entirety” at the Douglass Center.
Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, presented the Board with a copy of the lease agreement. Mr. Robinson stated the Board had to set a rental and utilities fee, but the Board must be aware that the entities leasing the property might not be able to pay.
Commissioner Wainwright asked Mr. Robinson what had happened with the idea of placing separate meters for each Pod at the Douglass Center.

Mr. Robinson replied the study had been done, but it was economically unfeasible to carry out.

Hal Airth, County Attorney, asked Mr. Robinson the location and size of Pod A.
Mr. Robinson stated Pod A was located in the Northwest side of the Douglass Center, and it was approximately four to five classrooms in size.

Discussion ensued regarding the potential costs for utilities.

Commissioner Udell inquired of Mr. Robinson if a clause that allowed adjusting the rental and utilities rates can be added to the agreement.

Mr. Robinson suggested redrafting the agreement to be a six month lease, and readjust the rates before a new agreement is signed.

Mr. Airth suggested approving the lease, with the option to readjust the rates in six months.

Mrs. Mae Fields, President of the Boys & Girls Club, thanked the Board and Mr. Robinson for expediting the process. Mrs. Fields informed the Board that other Boys and Girls clubs in the area do not have lease agreements with the local governments. Mrs. Fields stated the Boys and Girls Club currently pays $1,000.00 in rent at their current location plus utilities. Mrs. Fields asked the Board to consider accepting half the amount they are currently paying as the new rent for Pod A at the Douglass Center, and that utilities be included; in lieu of setting a utility fee based on the square footage of the building.
Commissioner Udell stated he understood there could be foreseeable problems if the Board enacts a fee based on square footage. Commissioner Udell suggested a flat fee of $600.00 a month.

Mrs. Fields suggested a three month lease agreement, and readjusting the rates at that time.

Mr. Airth stated that a three months period was not long enough to judge the amount of utilities used.

Mr. Jim Ward asked Mrs. Fields what she currently paid in utilities at her current location.
Mrs. Fields replied the Boys and Girls Club pays $250.00 month in utilities, per building they occupy.

Mr. Robinson informed the Board that at the next meeting he will have two additional lease agreements for the Board to approve. Mr. Robinson continued saying that one agreement is with the Sheriff for the Gymnasium, and the other agreement is for the Sheriff and the Douglass Museum to occupy Pod B at the Douglass Center.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the lease agreement for a $600.00 flat fee to be paid by the Boys and Girls Club, and to review and adjust the agreement fee in six months. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 12 was At 9:00 A.M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, setting a pay scale and job description for District Resource Consultant for the Suwannee County Conservation District.

Andy Jackson, Chairman of the Suwannee County Conservation District Board, asked the Board to approve the job description and pay scale for the District Resource Consultant position. He stated that it was a full time position that was in the budget, and presented the Board with copies of the pay scale for this position.
Chairman Caruthers stated that according to County policies, a new hire could not start with a salary above mid-range of the pay scale.

Kristie Harrison explained that the District Resource Consultant position was a level 7 support staff position, and by County policies the hourly rate range for this position is $9.02 to $18.25 based on Mr. Jackson’s job description information.

Mr. Jackson added that the salary being offered is being supplemented with non-County money.

Chairman Caruthers stated that as long as the position is on the County payroll Mr. Jackson had to follow County policies, and therefore the pay scale for the new hire had to be in the range Mrs. Harrison had stated.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the job description for District Resource Consultant. Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Jackson extended an invitation to the Board to come and tour a farm management program.
Chairman Caruthers informed Mr. Jackson due to new interpretation of regulations, Mr. Jackson would have to discuss the matter with Mr. Airth and find out if the Board, as a group, could take such a tour.

Agenda Item No. 13 At 9:00 A.M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, was to consider approval of a five-year contract, in the monthly amount of $1611.00, with Windstream for wireline services on the communication towers.  
Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated the new monthly amount was renegotiated and lowered from an original proposed monthly amount of $5,000.00.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the five-year contract with Windstream for wirelime services. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 10:15 a.m. Chairman Udell skipped to Agenda Item No. 15 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  Any item that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 25, Emergency Agenda Items.
There were four items consider.

A) Adoption of a resolution commending and thanking Mary Helen Blakeslee for
her commitment to Suwannee County and to the State of Florida. (Dennis Cason – Suwannee County Economic Alliance)
B) Discuss urgent Code matter (Chairman Jesse Caruthers)
C) Discuss a personal leave day for employees who have 30 continuous years of
work. (Chairman Jesse Caruthers)
D) Consider, with possible Board action, taking the Senate’s position in the

amount of Library State Aid being cut. (John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries)
Commissioner Udell moved to approve adding the four above mentioned items,

to the Emergency Agenda. Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 16 was to approve the minutes of meeting held on December 16, 2008.

Chairman Caruthers pointed out the misspelling of his first name, and requested a correction.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve minutes of the regular meeting held on December 16, 2008, with correction to the spelling of the Chairman’s first name. Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 17 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to the podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)

There were none.
Agenda Item No. 18 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

Barry A. Baker, Clerk of the Circuit Court, stated he looked forward to working with the Board.
At 10:20 a.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed the meeting for a break

At 10:37 a.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting and continued with
Agenda Item No.14 under TIME SPECIFIC which was at 9 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of a Memorandum of Understanding Agreement between Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners and Sheriff Tony Cameron for acceptance of Emergency Management.  

Tony Cameron, Sheriff, stated that a similar Memorandum of Understanding was in place in other counties where the Sheriff was in charge of Emergency Management. Sheriff Cameron explained that day to day operation of Emergency Management were in the hands of the Sheriff, but in times of a declared emergency the Sheriff will report directly to the Chairman of the Board.


Commissioner Udell asked about the status of Emergency Management personnel, if they were under the Board or the Sheriff.


Sheriff Cameron explained these employees were currently under the Board, but they are supervised by the Sheriff.


Commissioner Udell asked if the Sheriff had any information regarding his investigation of the O’Brien Fire Station.

Sheriff Cameron replied he had finished, but was currently waiting on a letter of release from the State Attorney. 
Sheriff Cameron informed the Board that he will be holding a car auction in February.


Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the Memorandum of Agreement with the Sheriff. Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 19 was for Staff Reports.


A) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had no report.

B) Katherine Allen, Extension Office Director, reported that the 4-H contestants
will be leaving for the competition in Denver on Thursday January 19, 2009. Ms. Allen informed the Board that the Tri-County Peanut Producers will be in Suwannee County on January 26, 2009. Ms. Allen continued informing the Board that Suwannee County had been picked as one of three locations in the United States to raise Heritage Turkeys; also that the 8-weeks Diabetes class had begun, and there is a $65.00 fee associated with the class but it covers a one-on-one consultation with a dietician. Ms. Allen further informed the Board that next month the Extension Office will begin classes for organic gardening, and they will be using master gardeners volunteers.
Ms. Allen stated she had met with Mr. Donald Robinson, and discussed the possibility of using the Kitchen at the Douglass Center as a Certified Kitchen. Ms. Allen informed the Board there was also the possibility of using the facility as a meat processing and holding facility for smaller meat processors in the area. Ms. Allen stated she was researching the amount of money it would cost.

C) Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, stated that the inspection of the

O’Brien Fire Station by Lt. Paul Haas had revealed several problems. Mr. Conner asked the Board to allow Mr. Bobby Brickles an electrical contractor and Code Enforcement Board member to present his findings.

Mr. Bobby Brickles stated he had been asked by Mr. Pat Sura of the Building Department, and Mr. Conner to inspect the O’Brien Fire Station. Mr. Brickles presented his findings to the Board. Mr. Brickles stated the building had a faulty roof, there was the risk of asphyxiation due to the walls not being properly built, and cited numerous electrical code violations. There had been no application for building permits before beginning construction, and therefore no building inspections. Mr. Brickles recommended two options to the Board, to either abandon the Building or to gut it and rebuild it properly.

 Commissioner Udell asked whether any inspectors from Code Enforcement have been over to inspect the station.

Mr. Brickles replied not to his knowledge as they respond to complaints, and the remodeling of the structure had not been built by a licensed contractor.


Chairman Caruthers explained that the property had not belonged to the County at the time of the illegal construction, but it belongs to the County now.


Commissioner Udell asked if the property could be returned to the prior owner.

Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, stated there was a reverter clause in the agreement if the property was not being used as a Fire Station.


Mr. Conner informed the Board that the structure was sound, it was the work done inside the structure that was in violation.

Commissioner Wainwright requested Mr. Conner to obtain a quote for demolition and reconstruction of the structure.

D) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries reported that Library use was
increasing, but there was a $150,000.00 cut in State Aid and he would be going through his budget to compensate for the cut. Mr. Hales informed the Board he will be meeting with the School Board to start the Big Read program.

E) Greg Scott, Park and Recreation Director, responded to an article in the

 Suwannee Democrat by stating there were neither issues nor concerns from the participants, with using the Douglass Center and the Coliseum Complex for the Basketball program. Mr. Scott informed the Board the minimum wage rate will be going up, and this might create some problems with new employees making as much as employees who had been there for a few years and Board action might need to be taken to address the “wage compression” issue. 
Mr. Scott stated there had been various deaths of people with ties to the Parks and Recreation Department, and the department will be developing a program for appreciation and remembering their service to the County.
F) Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated the

lease agreements mandated by the FAA for the use of Airport property by other County Departments, have been completed. 
Mr. Robinson informed the Board ERS had been hired to do a Stormwater Study at the Suwannee County Airport. Mr. Robinson stated a grant had been obtained to cover the expenses of the Study and the County had yet to receive the grant, but the County must go ahead with the Study or be fined by DEP.

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Robinson if the County had received the consent 

letter from DEP for the Study.

Mr. Robinson stated the County was in receipt of the consent letter. Mr. Robinson reminded the Board they had approved a contract with ERS to do the studies in the amount of $13,000.00.


The Board gave its consensus to begin the Stormwater Study.


Mr. Robinson reported on 10 acres of County owned land on Noble’s Ferry Road, and the possibility of using this property as a community garden. 

G) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, had nothing to report.
Agenda Item No. 20 was to consider approval of agreement with Anderson Columbia Co. Inc., in the amount of $547,731.34, for the reconstruction of Walker Street and 100 Street, to approve issuance of Notice to Proceed, once bonds have been recorded, and authorize the Chairman to sign.
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, asked if the Board had any questions.

Commissioner Fowler asked if Mr. Sikes had received a work order for moving Power Poles on the project.

Mr. Sikes replied that it should be done this week.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the agreement with Anderson Columbia Co. Inc, the issuance of Notice to Proceed once bonds are recorded, and authorize the Chairman to sign. Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No 21 was to consider approval of agreement with Anderson Columbia Co. Inc., in the amount of $521,118.10, for the resurfacing of 179th Road and 160th Street to 165th Road, to approve issuance of Notice to Proceed, once bonds have been recorded, and authorize the Chairman to sign.
Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve the agreement with Anderson Columbia Co. Inc, the issuance of Notice to Proceed once bonds are recorded, and authorize the Chairman to sign. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 22 was to consider adoption of a joint resolution with the City Council of Live Oak and the Suwannee County Economic Alliance to amend Suwannee County Resolution No. 2005-30 to include development of the Catalyst Project site West of Live Oak on the U.S. 90 and Interstate 10 corridor.  
Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk, reminded the Board that prior Resolutions are not amended. He explained that resolution contents can be changed, but the amended content makes the resolution a new and different resolution with its own new Resolution Number.
Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated this resolution was the only agreement that existed between the County, the City and Suwannee County Economic Alliance, and the development of the Catalyst Project site will be added to this agreement by way of this new joint resolution.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to adopt the resolution. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 23 was to consider approval of the job description for County Coordinator/Airport Manager.

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated he had made changes to the job description as requested by the Board at the last Board meeting.


Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the job description for County Coordinator/Airport Manage. Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 24 was to consider approval to advertise the position of County Coordinator/Airport Manager. 
Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated that with the job description approved it was time to advertise to fill the position.
Commissioner Fowler moved to advertise the position of County Coordinator/Airport Manager. Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 25 was for Emergency Agenda Items.

There were four items to hear.

A) Adoption of a resolution commending and thanking Mary Helen Blakeslee for

her commitment to Suwannee County and to the State of Florida. 

Dennis Cason, Suwannee County Economic Alliance, stated Mrs. Blakeslee was retiring from the Governor’s Office of Trade and Tourism, and she had helped with the Catalyst Project. Mr. Cason explained that all Counties in the region will present similar resolutions to Mr. Blakeslee at a meeting in Tallahassee, and Mr. Cason invited the Board members to attend. Mr. Cason read the resolution for the record.
Chairman Caruthers asked the Board if it had any questions.

There were no questions for Mr. Cason.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to adopt the resolution commending Mary Helen Blakeslee. Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

B) Discuss urgent Code matter. 

Hal Airth, County Attorney, informed Chairman Caruthers that if the matter he

wished to discuss was at present in front of the Code Enforcement Board, then the Code Enforcement Board must handle it, and should not be discussing the by this Board.


Chairman Caruthers explained the situation involving an elderly woman whose house had been condemned by the County, yet she continues to live there. Chairman Caruthers informed the Board that various actions had been tried to prevent her from living there, but none had been successful. 

Commissioner Maxwell asked if power to the property had been cut off.


Mr. Airth replied the power to the property had been cut off through a court order.


Chairman Caruthers asked Mr. Airth if any responsibility rests on the County to protect the individual.

Mr. Airth stated he will research the County’s responsibilities to an individual. 

Commissioner Fowler asked if there was anything that other Health entities could do with regard to this person.

Commissioner Udell answered that unless the person was declared incompetent no state agency will act.

Commissioner Maxwell asked if a guardian could be appointed.


Mr. Airth replied that it could only be done through a court order.

C) Discuss personal leave day for employees who have 30 continuous years of

work.

Chairman Caruthers stated employees who reach the milestone of 30 years of service to the County, should be granted a day off. He continued saying this had been done before for employee of the month, but that program had stopped for unknown reasons.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve give a day off to employees who have worked 30 years for the County.  Chairman Caruthers passed the gavel to Vice-Chairman Wainwright. Commissioner Caruthers seconded.

Commissioner Fowler stated his support for this emergency item; however, he feels it should be properly done and not piecemeal. Commissioner Fowler suggested granting both a day off and a plaque to the employees with 30 years of continuous work.

Commissioner Udell withdrew his motion. Commissioner Caruthers withdrew his second.

Vice-Chairman Wainwright returned the gavel to Chairman Caruthers
Commissioner Udell moved to approve for employees with 30 years of Service to be recognized by the Board and Chairman, to receive a personal leave day off without losing accumulated leave, to be retroactive to this date and for procedure to be added to Personnel Rules and Regulations. Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

D) Consider, with possible Board action, supporting the Senate’s position in the
amount of Library State Aid being cut from the budget. 
John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries informed the Board that both the Senate and House plan to cut State Aid support to libraries. Mr. Hales recommended for the Board to write a letter expressing their support for the Senate’s proposed cut of only $434,000.00 and not the House proposal which is much greater.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve as requested. Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 26 was for Board Members Inquiries, Requests and Comments.

Commissioner Udell expressed his pleasure with the New Year, and hoped all will work as it should.
Chairman Caruthers wished a Happy New Year to all those present.

Commissioner Wainwright stated that Department Heads should begin reevaluating their budget, as there will be less money from the state.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 11:58 a.m.
