Airth, County Attorney, was also present. 

Chairman Caruthers called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. Chairman Caruthers led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United Stated of America.

Agenda Item No. 2 was to appoint Slade Maynard, to complete the term of Robert Nobles as District 4 member on the Volunteer Fire Governing Board.

Commissioner Fowler advised the Board that Mr. Maynard was his step son, and inquired of Mr. Airth, County Attorney, if he should abstain from voting.

Hal Airth, County Attorney, replied there was no conflict of interest preventing Commissioner Fowler from voting on this agenda item.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 and 2.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:

Agenda Item No. 3 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider a request that $10,900.41 from the Elections Office General Operating Fund and $5,235.85 from the Special Election Fund, for a total of $16,136.26, from the 2007-2008 budget be added to the interest bearing account.  
Glenda Williams, Supervisor of Elections, advised the Board she had made a similar request during the previous budget year, and at the time the Board had approved her request.  Mrs. Williams reminded the Board the funds in the interest bearing account are to be used for purchasing State mandated Disability Voting Equipment.  Mrs. Williams further advised the equipment would have to be in use in 2012, and must therefore be purchased by 2011.
Commissioner Fowler requested that Mrs. Williams confer with the Finance Department and to budget the remaining money needed to purchase the Disability Voting Equipment by 2011.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the request for $10,900.41 from the Elections Office General Operating Fund and $5,235.85 from the Special Election Fund, for a total of $16,136.26, from the 2007-2008 Budget, be added to the interest bearing account.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 4 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider a request for an extension on the preliminary plat of Windswept Hills Subdivision in District 5.  

Audrey Bullard, BKL-Denue, Inc., advised the Board that no construction had yet taken place at Windswept Hills Subdivision, and therefore she was requesting a one year extension on the preliminary plat.  Mrs. Bullard stated the subdivision was located on the intersection of CR 49 and CR 252.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the request for an extension on the preliminary plat of Windswept Hills Subdivision in District 5.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 5 which was at 9:00 A.M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for permission to advertise to hold a public hearing on March 17, 2009 to consider the adoption of an ordinance amending Chapter 6 “Alcoholic Beverages” of the Codified Ordinances of Suwannee County amending Section 6-2 “Hours of Operation”, restricting the sales hours of alcoholic beverages on Sundays for on-site consumption.  

Hal Airth, County Attorney, advised the Board that current ordinances under Chapter 6 Section 2 of the Codified Ordinances did not cover locations such as open or free standing bars, which have on-site consumption of alcohol, but that are not qualified as restaurants.  Mr. Airth stated the need to amend current ordinances to include these business locations. 
Chairman Caruthers inquired of Mr. Airth if the public hearing would be limited to this section or would all sections of Chapter 6 be open for reconsideration, and if the Board could further amend Chapter 6 during the public hearing.
Mr. Airth requested that Chairman Caruthers clarify his question.

Chairman Caruthers stated that there were residents in the County who wished the Board prohibited Sunday Sales in its totality, and asked Mr. Airth if this issue could also be addressed during the public hearing.
Mr. Airth replied all sections of the ordinance would be open for reconsideration during the public hearing; however, all interested parties must be properly notified, as the proposed advertisement only stated amending part of Chapter 6 Section 2 of the Codified Ordinances. 
Commissioner Maxwell stated the State regulates the hours of sale for alcoholic beverages, and the County can place further restrictions by means of an ordinance.  He did not agree there was a need for the proposed amendment.
Commissioner Udell stated he did not believe the County should have more restrictive regulations than the State.  He further stated he saw no reason for a public hearing on this matter.
Commissioner Wainwright moved to grant permission to advertise to hold a public hearing on March 17, 2009 to consider the adoption of an ordinance amending Chapter 6 “Alcoholic Beverages” of the Codified Ordinances of Suwannee County amending Section 6-2 “Hours of Operation”, restricting the sales hours of alcoholic beverages on Sundays for on-site consumption.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried with a vote of 3-2, with Commissioner Maxwell and Commissioner Udell opposed.
Agenda Item No. 6 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider adoption of a resolution authorizing the application for a Florida Boater Improvement Trust Fund Program grant for the Deese/Howard Boat Ramp.  
Greg Scott, Parks and Recreation Director, advised the Board he had presented the information on the grant at the previous Board meeting.  He stated the resolution was required to proceed forward with the grant application.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the adoption of a resolution authorizing the application for a Florida Boater Improvement Program grant for the Deese/Howard Boat Ramp.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 7 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss with possible Board action, the Executive Manager Position, and reorganization of Board staff.  (Tabled during February 17, 2009 Board meeting.) 

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, advised the Board this agenda item had been tabled at the previous Board meeting pending review by the Labor Attorney of the proposed job descriptions for staff.  Mrs. Harrison further advised the Labor Attorney had reviewed and approved the job descriptions.
Chairman Caruthers request that Mrs. Harrison present a summary of the recommendations made by the Labor Attorney.

Mrs. Harrison stated the Labor Attorney had recommended freezing the position of Executive Manager, as this action would maintain the Senior Management slot available to the County.  Mrs. Harrison stated that if the Board chose to freeze the position of Executive Manager, the Labor Attorney’s recommendation is a pay increase for the current Staff Assistant, due to handling the duties of the position and that of the Executive Manager.  Mrs. Harrison further stated that upon approving the job descriptions for Administrative Aide, and Administrative Associate; the Labor Attorney recommended changing the position of Administrative Associate from a salaried position to a level 10 hourly rate in the range of $11.25 - $20.10 an hour.  Mrs. Harrison continued with the Labor Attorney’s recommendations which included placing these three positions under the supervision of the County Coordinator, as this would allow the Board to advertise in-house for the position of Staff Assistant.
Discussion ensued with regards to the Labor Attorney’s recommendations.

Commissioner Wainwright move to approve and accept the recommendations as presented.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 8 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of a Professional Service Agreement with CHC Labs, LLC for professional services relating to Laboratory Collection of Urine and/or Blood.  
This item was withdrawn from the agenda.

Agenda Item No. 9 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, the selection of applicants for interviews for the County Coordinator position. 

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, advised the Board the information on all applicants had been given to the Commissioners at a previous time. 
Chairman Caruthers reminded the Board it had been previously agreed that each Board member submit one name for consideration, and asked Board members if they were ready with their choices of applicants.
Commissioner Udell stated the Board needs to keep its options open for the position of County Coordinator, and suggested that each Board member submit two names for consideration instead of only one.

 It was the consensus of the Board that each Commissioner submits the names of two applicants for the position of County Coordinator. 
Chairman Caruthers requested that each Board member read their two choices for the record; the choices were as follows:  

Chairman Caruthers chose Mr. Joseph Gerrity, Jr., and Mr. Hubert Jaques.

Commissioner Fowler chose Mr. Baynard Ward, and Mr. Michael Phillips.

Commissioner Maxwell chose Mr. Gerald Driggers, and Mr. Murphy McLean, Jr.

Commissioner Udell chose Mr. Tommy Daniels, and Mr. Michael Miller.

Commissioner Wainwright chose Mr. George Sermons, and Mr. Michael Brillhart.

It was the consensus of the Board to allow Mrs. Harrison to conduct the necessary background and qualification checks on the Board’s choices before continuing with the interview process, and before notifications are sent to applicants not selected for an interview.
At 9:55 a.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed the meeting for a break.

At 10:10 a.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 10 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval to submit application for FM Global Fire Prevention grant.  

The item was withdrawn from the agenda.

Agenda Item No. 11 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of a Memorandum of Agreement with the Department of Corrections (DOC) for the purpose of establishing and maintaining support during an actual or anticipated emergency at Suwannee Correctional Institution.  

Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, advised this agreement was with the Department of Corrections to provide Fire and EMS services during an emergency at the Suwannee Correctional Institution.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the Memorandum of Agreement with the Department of Corrections (DOC) for the purpose of establishing and maintaining support during an actual or anticipated emergency at Suwannee Correctional Institution.  Commissioner Fowler seconded for discussion. 

Commissioner Fowler advised that the State does not pay a Fire Assessment fee to the County, and it is unfair for County residents paying Fire Special Assessments to provide services to the Suwannee Correctional Institution.  He stated that any services provided by the County would need to be paid from the General Fund.  . 
Mr. Conner replied that the Department of Corrections pays for EMS services as they are billed.

Chairman Caruthers expressed concern with the agreement requiring a fire truck to be in standby at all times.  He asked Hal Airth, County Attorney, if he had reviewed the agreement.
Mr. Airth stated he had not reviewed the agreement, as he had not seen the agreement before today’s meeting and would need time to review it.
Commissioner Udell withdrew his motion.  Commissioner Fowler withdrew his second.

Commissioner Udell moved to table this item and for Mr. Conner and Mr. Airth to review the agreement.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 12 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for Suwannee County Fire Rescue.  

Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, advised since Fire EMS had changed its name to Fire Rescue, the certificate was needed to be in compliance with the State EMS office.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for Suwannee County Fire Rescue.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 13 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, review of Bid Review Committee’s recommendation, with possible Board action, concerning mold abatement of the Branford Fire Rescue building.  (Request for Proposal No. 2008-17)  (Bids were opened during January 20, 2009 Board meeting.) 
Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator, advised the Board needed to take action on this item to either reject all bids, or accept the Bid Review Committee’s recommendation.
Commissioner Udell requested for Mr. Robinson to remind him of the estimated cost for mold abatement.

Mr. Robinson stated the estimated cost for mold abatement was nearly $50,000.00, with no guarantee that the mold would not return.

Commissioner Wainwright stated he was looking into grants that could be used to replace the building, with a new multi-purpose County building, and requested the Board allow time to pursue these alternatives. 
Commissioner Wainwright moved to reject all bids for mold abatement of the Branford Fire Rescue Building.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 14 which was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for the perimeter fence repair at the Douglass Center Complex.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2009-01)  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator, advised five bids were received.  Mr. Robinson proceeded to open the bids and the results were as follows:

Mr. Robinson stated the bids would be turned over to the Bid Review Committee for their recommendation to the Board.

Agenda Item No. 15 which was at 10:00 A.M., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, open bids for three (3) tandem drive motor graders.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2009-02)  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised three bids were received.  Mr. Sikes proceeded to open the bids and the results were as follows:

Mr. Sikes stated the bids would be turned over to the Bid Review Committee for their recommendation to the Board.
GENERAL BUSINESS:

Agenda Item No. 16 which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any items the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 24, Emergency Agenda Items.)

There was one item to consider.
A) Discussion with regards to receiving stimulus revenue for use on the Dowling
Park Library project.  (John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries)

Commissioner Udell moved to add the Emergency item mentioned above to the

agenda, and to allow Mr. Hales to bring his issue forth and be heard at this time.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 10:40 a.m. Chairman Caruthers skipped to Agenda Item No. 24 which was for Emergency Agenda Items.

A) Discussion with regards to receiving stimulus revenue for use on the Dowling

Park Library project. 
John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, advised the Board he was seeking stimulus money to be used on the construction of the Dowling Park Library.  He stated there was a condition for stimulus projects to be considered, which called for designs to be ready within 90 to 120 days.  Mr. Hales requested the Board hire Clemons, Rutherford, and Associates as the architect to work on the Dowling Park Library project.  Mr. Hales further advised the designs between the Dowling Park Library and the Lee Library, which is under construction, are 95-99% identical, and Clemons, Rutherford, and Associates had prepared the Lee Library design.
Commissioner Udell inquired into the legality of hiring an architect without going through the proper RFP procedures.

Mr. Hales replied that according to an Attorney General Opinion reviewed by him and Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, the County could hire Clemons, Rutherford, and Associates if the County declares an emergency due to the requirement that projects be ready within 90-120 days from the date stimulus funds are received.  Mr. Hales further stated that Clemons, Rutherford and Associates would work on the design of the Dowling Park Library at no cost, if the County does not receive any stimulus funding.
Commissioner Fowler stated that Advent Christian Village had offered the County property where the library can be built, and the County cannot let the opportunity pass.

Commissioner Udell moved to declare as an emergency the issue of timely acquiring a design for the Dowling Park Library in order to qualify under the Federal Stimulus Package.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Udell moved to allow Clemons, Rutherford, and Associates to provide a design for the Dowling Park Library based upon their very similar design being used for the Lee Library.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
Agenda Item No. 17 was to approve the minutes of the meeting held on February 17, 2009.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve as written, the minutes of the meeting held on February 17, 2009.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 18 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium – limit comments to five minutes.)

There were none.
Agenda Item No. 19 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports
A) Sheriff Tony Cameron clarified for the Board that Agenda Item No. 5 was to
address alcohol sale on Sundays at bars in the unincorporated areas of the County.  Sheriff Cameron stated the purpose of the amendment to the ordinance is to cover these locations, as existing ordinances do not.

Commissioner Fowler asked if any future bars will be covered by the amended ordinance.

Sheriff Cameron replied that they would. 

B) Barry Baker, Clerk of the Circuit Court, advised the Board per their request 

during the financial workshop his staff had prepared an article to be published in the newspaper informing the public of the County’s financial situation.  Mr. Baker further advised he would present each Board member with a copy of the article prior to publication.

At 11:00 a.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a break.

At 11:15 a.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting and moved to Agenda

Item No. 20 which was for Staff Reports.
A) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had nothing to report.

Commissioner Fowler inquired of Mr. Airth about the status of the road bond for 

the Nathan Oaks Estate Subdivision.

Mr. Airth replied he had sent a letter to the developer, and the bonding agency informing them of the situation.  He advised the Board that the bonding agency was out of business; therefore he met with the owner of the project.  Mr. Airth stated the owner would be presenting a request for a one year extension at a later meeting.
B) Katherine Allen, Extension Office Director, stated the Extension Office was

working towards providing education counseling for the S.H.I.P program.  Ms. Allen further stated a meeting will be held on Low Impact Development, which will provide information for developers on how less damage can be done to the environment.
C) Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, had nothing to report

D) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, had noting to report.

E) Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator, advised the Board he held a 

a staff meeting  for cost cutting, and he would present the suggestions of that meeting to the Chairman.


F) Greg Scott, Parks and Recreation Director, advised the Board that from May 19 through May 26, 2009 a canoeing group will be traveling through the County.  Mr. Scott further advised that work on the Lake Louise Boat Ramp continued, however, the engineer, Mr. Keen, was having trouble with water retention issues since currently there is not enough space in the property to contain water.  He advised that gravel would be used on areas designated for traffic.

G) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, had nothing to report.

Agenda Item No. 21 was for permission to advertise to hold a public hearing on March 17, 2009 to consider adoption of an ordinance providing for the demolition of dilapidated structures and for the imposition of liens to recoup the costs of demolition.  

Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, advised the Board provisions existed on the LDRs for this issue, however, those provisions were not sufficient to help the County cover the expenses from demolition.  Mr. Airth further advised this ordinance was a result of the Code Enforcement Issue the Board discussed at previous meetings, trying to deal with a citizen living in a dilapidated structure.

Commissioner Maxwell stated he saw no need for this ordinance, and thought it would be subject to abuse and used to harass County residents.

Commissioner Udell agreed with Commissioner Maxwell, and further stated this ordinance would make demolition of dilapidated homes the responsibility of Public Works, and create more expenses when the Board was trying to cut expenses.

There was no action taken by the Board on this issue.

Agenda Item No. 22 was to discuss, with possible Board action, the purchase of a sound level meter for Performance Standards in Land Development Regulations 4.19.20 subsection 4.19.20.5.  

Commissioner Maxwell inquired to the purpose of this item.

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator, advised the Board currently the Building Department can not enforce the ordinances dealing with noise levels in the County as they lack the equipment needed. Mr. Robinson stated the purchase of a sound level meter would allow the Building Department to enforce the noise ordinances.  Mr. Robinson explained the sound level meter purchase includes training and certification on the proper used the sound level meter for two people from the Sheriff’s office, and two people from the Building Department.  
Commissioner Maxwell stated the Board had not been presented with a request by the Sheriff to purchase a sound level meter, and he believed the Board should not be spending money on equipment for the Sheriff’s Office without a request for a budget amendment.

Mr. Robinson explained the noise ordinances were part of the Land Development Regulations’ Performance Standards which are enforced by the County, and can not be removed from the Land Development Regulations.  Mr. Robinson stated that for the ordinances to be enforced the County must have the equipment necessary to validate a noise complaint.  Mr. Robinson reminded the Board the purchase of this item and the training required, would be from contingency funds.

Chairman Caruthers stated there are instances were ordinances have not been enforced in their totality, and wondered if the County was simply picking and choosing which ordinances to enforce.
Hal Airth, County Attorney, advised the purpose of this item was to allow the purchase of the equipment necessary to enforce the noise ordinances.  He stated if the equipment was not purchased, then the County would be picking and choosing which ordinances it would enforce. 

Commissioner Udell asked if there were any noise complaints that would warrant the purchase of this equipment.
Stacy Worth stated there has been several noise complaints against the ATV track located on the North side of the County.  Mrs. Worth further stated the ATV Track was operating against court orders.

Discussion ensued with regards to the ATV Track operating against court orders, and personal rights.
Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve the training required and purchase of a sound level meter for Performance Standards in Land Development Regulations 4.19.20 subsection 4.19.20.5.  Commissioner Fowler seconded, and the motion carried 3-2 with Commissioner Maxwell, and Commissioner Udell opposed.

Agenda Item No. 23 was to discuss, with possible Board action, permission to advertise for Request for Proposals (RFP) for Labor Attorney.  

Chairman Caruthers stated the Board had received a letter from the current Labor Attorney, Rob Larken, explaining the recent letter received by the Board, in which the Attorney rates had been increased was sent out by mistake.

Commissioner Wainwright inquired from the Board the exact role of Mr. Airth as County Attorney, particularly when so much money was spent on other council.  Commissioner Wainwright further asked if anything prevented Mr. Airth from handling these duties.

Commissioner Udell stated that the County Attorney guided the Board in making its general decisions, and some legal issues required specialists.
Further discussion ensued with regards to attorneys’ fees, duties, and specializations.

No action taken by the Board. 

Agenda Item No 24 was for Emergency Agenda Items.

This item was heard earlier.
Agenda Item No. 25 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.


Chairman Caruthers stated the lease on the Mizel’s property was nearly up, and if
the Board still wished to purchase the property now was the time.  Chairman Caruthers inquired of Mr. Hal Airth if the current appraisal for the Mizel’s property was still valid.

Mr. Airth stated that it was not, and a new appraisal would have to be made.


Chairman Caruthers stated the price of renting the Mizel’s property was $25,000.00 a year, and suggested the Board consider terminating the lease, and making alternate arrangements for storage of the items located at Mizel’s.


Mr. Airth suggested placing the item on the agenda for the next Board meeting, and for staff to present a report of the building contents and options for storage.
