Airth, County Attorney, was also present. 

Chairman Caruthers called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. Commissioner Fowler led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United Stated of America.

Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 57460, in the amount of $109,363.13, to Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for released retainage for 133rd Road.

Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 28219-1, in the amount of $210,112.74, to Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for the resurfacing of 179th Road & 160th Street to 165th Road.

Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 28220-1, in the amount of $82,971.95, to Anderson Columbia Co., Inc. for the reconstruction of Walker Street.

Agenda Item No. 5 was to reappoint Verneil Johnson to serve as the Board’s representative on the Suwannee River Economic Council, Inc.’s Board of Directors.

Agenda Item No. 6 was to approve an annual Subterranean Termite Treatment Contract and Limited Warranty Retreatment, with Live Oak Pest Control, in the annual amount of $99.36, for Suwannee County Coliseum.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 through 6.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
At 4:02 p.m. Chairman Caruthers moved to Agenda Item No. 12, under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS, which was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, a presentation of Certificates of Completion for Firefighter 160 Class to Slade Maynard and Ronavin Johnston.  

Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, advised that not all the family members for Slade Maynard and Ronavin Johnston were present, and asked the Board to return to the presentation of their awards at a later time.  Mr. Conner introduced Police Chief Buddy William to address the Board.
Chief Williams advised he was to present a Life Saving Award to Sean Hillingast, Fire Rescue employee for his role in the rescue of Suwannee County Citizen whose life had been in immediate danger. 

Chief William and Mr. Conner presented the Life Saving Award to Sean Hillingast.
At 4:07 p.m. Chairman Caruthers returned to Agenda Item No. 7 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS, which was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids for the resurfacing of 52nd Street & 71st Road in District 4.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2009-03)  
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised three bids received.  Mr. Sikes proceeded to open the bids and the results were as follows:

Mr. Sikes stated the bids would be turned over to the Bid Review Committee for their recommendation to the Board.

Agenda Item No. 8 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider approval of Facility Use Agreement, with The American National Red Cross, for use of the Suwannee County Coliseum as a temporary shelter during emergency, disaster-related activities.  
Ian Dyar, Red Cross, advised the Board the Red Cross was using the Suwannee County Coliseum as an emergency shelter due to flooding in the County.  He stated the Red Cross needed Board approval for any future use of the Coliseum.
Commissioner Udell asked if Red Cross personnel were managing the emergency shelter, and what services were being provided.

Mr. Dyar replied the emergency shelter was being manned by the Red Cross, and they proved sleeping gear, meals and provide limited prescription medicine to individuals who may need it.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the Facility Use Agreement, with The American National Red Cross, for use of the Suwannee County Coliseum as a temporary shelter during emergency, disaster-related activities.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2009-35)
Agenda Item No. 9 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss the permit modifications being submitted to the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP).  
Frank Darabi, Darabi & Associates, was not present at this time.
Chairman Caruthers stated the Board would revisit this item when Mr. Darabi was present.

At 4:10 p.m. Chairman Caruthers moved to Agenda Item No. 10 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, to consider a request to place term limits for commissioners on the next election ballot.  
John Knapp stated he wanted to discuss placing a term limit on all elected officials not just County Commissioners, and asked if the issue could be placed in the ballot.
Hal A. Arith, County Attorney, stated Suwannee County was a non charter County and therefore not restricted to set term limits on elected officials.  He added the change Mr. Knapp was seeking could only be carried out by the State Legislature.

At 4:25 p.m. Chairman Caruthers returned to Agenda Item No. 12, under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS, which was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, a presentation of Certificates of Completion for Firefighter 160 Hour Class to Slade Maynard and Ronavin Johnston.  

Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, stated he was pleasantly surprised at the response by the volunteer firefighters, and asked Mr. Maynard and Mr. Johnston to stand and be recognized by the Board. 
Certificates of Completion for Firefighter 160 Hour Class were presented to Slade Maynard and Ronavin Johnston.  
Mr. Conner advised the Board that with the certification of Mr. Maynard and Mr. Johnston the total number volunteers certified as Firefighter I was now at thirteen.  He further advised Fire Rescue has holding another Firefighter 160 Hour Class in the County.

At 4:35 p.m. Chairman Caruthers returned to Agenda Item No. 11 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, set date, time and location to hold interviews for the County Coordinator position.  
Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, advised she had received the background checks for all candidates, and now the Board needed to set a date to hold interviews for the position of County Coordinator.
Chairman Caruthers asked what would be the earliest date the Board can hold the interviews.
Kasey Stewart explained that the notice for holding the interview must be delivered to the newspaper a week prior to the next publishing date, and the earliest date the meeting can be held is ten days after the notice is published.  Ms. Stewart advised the earliest date to hold interviews could be May 11, 2009.
Commissioner Udell stated the interviews must be held at the earliest possible date since Mr. Robinson, the interim County Coordinator, would be soon retiring.
Mrs. Harrison advised the Board the total number of applicants were nine as Mr. Michael Phillips had withdrawn his name from the process.

Chairman Caruthers suggested the interviews be held on Monday May 11, 2009 at 9:00 a.m., and stated the interviews should last 30 minutes per candidate.

Commissioner Maxwell asked that the selection and scoring process be explained.
Chairman Caruthers replied that under the current process a Commissioner’s top choice received a low number, and the least favorite choice received a higher number.  He continued to explain then the lowest scoring interview is the Board’s choice.

Further discussion ensued regarding the scoring procedure, and the fairness of the process as issues had arisen regarding a flaw in the scoring method.
Chairman Caruthers offered an alternative scoring procedure in which each candidate is evaluated in ten different categories, and stated that would make the procedure more accurate in evaluating each candidate.
Commissioner Udell stated he was content with the selection process as it was written.
It was the consensus of the Board to discuss the selection process at the next Board Meeting.

Chairman Caruthers suggested holding the interviews for County Coordinator on May 11, 2009 at 9:00 a.m. at the Live Oak City Hall.

Commissioner Fowler moved to hold the interviews for County Coordinator on May 11, 2009 at 9:00 a.m. at the Live Oak City Hall.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 4:55 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed the meeting for a break.

At 5:12 p.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting and moved to Agenda Item No. 18 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any items that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 26, Emergency Agenda Items.)

There were two items to consider.

A) A request to hold and adverstise a follow up Financial Workshop to be held on May 13, 2009 at 9:00 a.m. at the EOC building.  (Barry A. Baker, Clerk of the Circuit Court)

B) A request to advertise for bids to repair and engineering work for the roof at 
the Extension Office.  (Katherine Allen, Extension Office Director)

Commissioner Udell moved to add the two Emergency Items mentioned above to the Agenda.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 19 was to  approve minutes of joint workshop held on March 31, 2009, and of emergency meeting held on April 4, 2009, and of regular meeting held on April 7, 2009, and of emergency meeting held on April 10, 2009.

Commissioner Fowler noted a correction for the minutes of the meeting held on April 7, 2009.  He stated a misspelling of the last name Frier should be corrected.  Commissioner Fowler further requested that the date when the Local State of Emergency was declared be added to the April 10, 2009 minutes.
[Note: Deputy Clerk Jhony Cuenca made the requested corrections.]
Agenda Item No. 20 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium – limit comments to five minutes.)

There were none.

Agenda Item No. 21 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

There were none.

Agenda Item No. 22 was for Staff Reports;

A)  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney had nothing to report
B) Katherine Allen, Extension Office Director, advised the recently created 

4-H meat judging teams are the new State champs.  Ms. Allen explained to the Board the roof at the Extension Building was still in need of repairs, and advised she had spoken to the Maintenance Department and was informed that currently they were occupied with other County projects.  She requested the Board allow the project to be bid out, since there is money in the budget to repair the roof.


Chairman Caruthers wondered what projects had precedent over a leaking roof, and stated a list of all ongoing projects by the Maintenance Department be presented to the Board.


Commissioner Fowler stated the money for repairing the roof had been budgeted during the last Budget Workshop, and therefore the project should be bid out if it can not be handled in-house.

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator, requested permission to advertise for bids for repair of the Extension Office roof.


Commissioner Udell moved to add the request to advertise for bids to repair the roof at the Extension Office to the Emergency Agenda Items.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


C)  Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, had nothing to report.
D)  John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, had nothing to report.
E)  Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator, advised Mr. Tony Cirigliano, Administrative Assistant, would be out on medical leave.  He stated that Mr. James Robinson and Ms. Sandra Grinell would take over his responsibilities while he was absent. 
F)  Greg Scott, Parks and Recreation Director, advised the Board as the river 

lowers work will begin on the parks affected by the flood, and expected to have the parks operational by boating season.  

Mr. Scott stated he would invite Mr. Brewer and Mr. Willis to the next Board meeting, so they can be recognize for their accomplishments.  Mr. Scott reminded the Board Mr. Brewer has been admitted to West Point, and Mr. Willis has been admitted into the Marine Band.
At 5:30 p.m. Chairman Caruthers returned to Agenda Item No. 13 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 5:30 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, discussion regarding the Bakersville Community Project, with possible Board action.  

Commissioner Douglas Udell expressed his thanks to Commissioner Wainwright for allowing him to continue working on this project.  Commissioner Udell requested the Board recognize the Bakersville Community located in District 5 as a historical site in Suwannee County, as was done for the Forestville Community located in District 3.
Commissioner Wainwright thanked Commissioner Udell for his work on this matter, and stated he had attended school with members of this community, and felt pride in recognizing the Bakersville Community.
Commissioner Udell moved to have the Bakersville Community to be officially recognized in Suwannee County as a historical community, and signs to be placed at the community border at the expense of the County.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 5:40 pm. Chairman Caruthers returned to Agenda Item No. 22 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for Staff Reports.
G)  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised he has been contact with 

FDOT and has been informed of a Federal Road Projects Program to be funded in October.  Mr. Sikes stated the project he will submit is the restoration of CR 252 to or possibly beyond SR 51. 

Mr. Sikes presented the Board with a quarterly report from the Transfer Station; and advised the information included old delinquent accounts.  He advised per Board policy a letter is sent to delinquent accounts informing them of their past due account.  He further added that accounts over two years old would need to be written off.

Commissioner Fowler stated that commercial accounts that are delinquent can not be underwritten or paid with special assessment funds, and therefore another source of funding would have to be used for this purpose.


Mr. Sikes stated he would follow the Board’s decision on the matter.
Agenda Item No. 23 was to consider approval of joint participation with the City of Live Oak to provide a luncheon, on Wednesday, May 13, 2009 at 1:00 P.M. for the National Guard’s 269th Well Drillers being deployed to Africa.  

Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator, introduced Ms. Kasey Stewart to explain the agenda item.

Ms. Stewart stated she had been contacted by Ms. Joyce Davis from the Sheriff’s Office, regarding the deployment next month of the National Guard’s 269th Well Drillers being deployed to Africa.  

Chairman Caruthers asked what would be the total cost of the luncheon.

Ms. Stewart advised she had not been quoted a total amount, and that the City of Live Oak had not decided to participate yet. 

Chairman Caruthers stated he was in favor of the Board supporting this endeavor, but first the Board must know the total cost for the luncheon.

No Action taken by the Board, and the Chairman requested the item be brought back for the next meeting.

Agenda Item No 24 was to consider approval of Supplemental Agreement with URS, in the amount of $4,000.00, for Spill Prevention, Control and Countermeasure (SPCC) Plans, to be paid equally between Public Works Department and the Airport.  
Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator, advised the NPDES study called for a spill prevention plan as required by the DEP, and further stated that per the NPDES study staff must also be trained in spill containment.
Commissioner Fowler asked if these kinds of spills should not be handled by a hazmat team.

Mr. Robinson advised the plan was a first responder service and not intended to take over the duties of a hazmat team.  He introduced Bill Prange of URS to further explain the Spill Prevention, Control and Countermeasure Plans.

Mr. Prange advised the plan dictates what equipment and procedure needs to be available at each station.  He explained the plans do not replace the need of a hazmat team, only determines the procedure on how to handle a possible spill.  He stated the Spill Plans are done per EPA guidelines.


Commissioner Udell asked if the Spill Plans were mandatory.


Mr. Prange stated that they were.


Commissioner Udell moved to approve the Supplemental Agreement with URS, in the amount of $4,000.00, for Spill Prevention, Control and Countermeasure (SPCC) Plans, to be paid equally between Public Works Department and the Airport.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (Agreement No. 2009-36)
At 6:00 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed the meeting for a supper break.

At 7:00 p.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting and returned to ouse Bill 1375Agenda Item No. 14 which was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing, to consider adoption of an ordinance, pursuant to application CPA 09-1 by the Suwannee County Development Authority, changing the Future Land Use Classification from Industrial to Commercial for the East 90 Commerce Center.  
Chairman Caruthers abstained from voting on Agenda Items No. 14 and No. 15 due to a conflict of interest, as there is a contractual agreement between the Suwannee County Development Authority and his business.

Chairman Caruthers passed the gavel to Vice-Chairman Wainwright.

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised the Board originally the area where the East 90 Commerce Center is located fit the definition of Industrial property.  Mr. Meeks stated that however the businesses have grown and the nature of their business had expanded to be more retail oriented.  He further added the ordinance would reclassify parts of the East 90 Commerce Center from Industrial to Commercial.  Mr. Meeks introduced Mr. Tim Alcorn to answer any question the Board may have.
Tim Alcorn gave a detailed description of all the lots that would be reclassified if the Board approves the ordinance.  Mr. Alcorn also advised that some of the business owners in the adjacent lots had been given the opportunity to reclassify their properties, but had refused.

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Meeks if all notifications had been properly handled prior to the meeting.

Mr. Meeks stated that all notifications had been properly handled.

At 7:15 p.m. Vice Chairman Wainwright opened the public hearing.
There were no public comments.

At 7:16 p.m. Vice Chairman Wainwright closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the adoption of an ordinance, pursuant to application CPA 09-1 by the Suwannee County Development Authority, changing the Future Land Use Classification from Industrial to Commercial for parts of the East 90 Commerce Center.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion passed 4-0 with Chairman Caruthers abstaining from vote.

 Agenda Item No. 15 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing, to consider adoption of an ordinance, pursuant to application LDR 09-1, by the Suwannee County Development Authority, rezoning property located at East 90 Commerce Center from Industrial to Commercial Intensive.  
Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, stated this was an ordinance to rezone the identified lots located at East 90 Commerce Center from Industrial to Commercial Intensive
At 7:17 p.m. Vice Chairman Wainwright opened the public hearing.

There were no public comments.

At 7:18 p.m. Vice Chairman Wainwright closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the adoption of an ordinance, pursuant to application LDR 09-1, by the Suwannee County Development Authority, rezoning some identified lots located at East 90 Commerce Center from Industrial to Commercial Intensive.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion passed 4-0 with Chairman Caruthers abstaining from vote.
Agenda Item No. 16 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, status of bid process for the Luraville Volunteer Fire Department building.  
Paul Gamble, District 3 Member - Volunteer Fire Governing Board, advised the County had been deed 1.5 acres of property by Mrs. Ward near Highway 51.  He stated the proposed building would be a 3 bay building, with sleeping quarters and wheelchair access.  Mr. Gamble stated the building could also be used as a voting precinct.
Commissioner Udell asked the estimated cost to build this building.

Mr. Gamble stated last year he had received an estimated price of $150,000.00, however the estimate at this time was for $238,000.00.

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Gamble how soon he would like to have the building started.

Mr. Gamble stated he would like to bid out the project as soon as possible, and added the plans used for the construction of this building can be used on the construction of future buildings.

Commissioner Fowler advised the Board had previously approved the plans to build a building to house the Luraville Volunteer Fire Department, and also had agreed to designate the building as a new voting precinct.

Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk, asked for clarification on the matter of whether the County was using County property to build a building for non-County personnel.

Commissioner Fowler explained that all Volunteer Fire Departments were considered non pay members of Suwannee County’s Fire Rescue.

Deputy Clerk Tyson further asked about the reverter clause in the deed for the property, and the time frame the County had before the property returned to its previous owner.

Commissioner Fowler stated the reverter clause called for the County to make use of the property within a year.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve a request to advertise for bids for the construction of a Luraville Volunteer Fire Department building.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Deputy Clerk Tyson asked the Board to clarify how construction of the building will be paid.

Commissioner Fowler explained “they” would borrow the money from the County, and would repay the County with money from the Fire Assessment funds
ouse Bill 1375
Agenda Item No. 17 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of revised By-Laws for the Volunteer Fire Governing Board.  
Terry Burgess, District 5 Member – Volunteer Fire Governing Board, advised the Board the Volunteer Fire Governing Board was seeking the Board’s approval of the revised By-Laws.  He added the By-Laws had been revised as all Volunteer Fire Departments were now considered part of Suwannee Fire Rescue, and had also been amended to recognize the position of the Public Safety Director.
Commissioner Fowler pointed out a correction on page 4 stating that a Chairman of the Volunteer Fire Governing Board (VFGB) can not succeed himself; however, there are times, although rare, when the Chairman of the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) can succeed himself.  Mr. Fowler stated this was a potential problem if the situation ever occurred where the BOCC Chairman succeeds himself since the VFGB Chair is contingent on the BOCC Chairman.
Chairman Caruthers express concern with amending the text stating that volunteer firefighters are not County employees.
Mr. Burgess stated the line was removed because Volunteer Fire Departments are now a part of Suwannee County Fire Rescue.
Hal Airth, County Attorney, explained volunteer firefighters are only considered County employees when responding to an emergency call.
Mr. Hancock from the audience stated he believed volunteers should be fully covered when on a call or when doing other County business.

Commissioner Wainwright asked if there was a need for to have alternates to serve in the Volunteer Fire Governing Board. 

Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, replied he did not see a need for alternates to the Volunteer Fire Governing Board; however, he would follow the wishes of the Board.

Discussion of an alternate ensued and the final consensus was that an alternate would be desirable.

Mr. Airth requested a new agreement with the changes mentioned for review.

It was the consensus of the Board for Mr. Airth to review the agreement, and bring it back for discussion at the next scheduled Board Meeting.

At 7:45 pm. Chairman Caruthers returned to Agenda Item No. 25 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was to consider approval of certified list supplied by Tax Collector of tax certificates owned by Suwannee County that are more than two (2) years old, and determination by Board as to which certificates applications for tax deeds shall be applied for.  
Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated that by Florida Statutes Tax Certificates held by the County for two years must be applied for to be sold at a Tax Deeds sale if they meet certain qualifications.
Commissioner Udell asked why the Board should apply for tax deeds if the County loses money by doing so.

Mr. Airth reiterated that the Board was bound to act according to Florida Statutes; and advised the Board of those on the list of properties the Board must make an application on.  
(Note: Mrs. Sharon Jordan, Tax Collector, was subsequently advised of the applications to be made by Deputy Clerk Mike Tyson.)
Agenda Item No. 26 was for Emergency Agenda Items.
There were two items to discuss.

A) A request to hold and advertise a follow up Financial Workshop to be held
on May 13, 2009 at 9:00 a.m. at the EOC building.
