Emergency Meeting –LSE-Flooding


4:00 p.m.

The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for an emergency meeting in the County Office Conference Room at 224 Pine Avenue and the following were present: Chairman Jesse Caruthers, Commissioner Billy Maxwell, Commissioner Douglas Udell and Commissioner Wesley Wainwright;  Commissioner Ivie Fowler.  Also present was Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk, and Hal A. Airth County Attorney.  Robert Bridges and John Koch were present representing the press.  Lt. Tom Warren was present representing Sheriff Cameron as Emergency Management Director.
Chairman Caruthers called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. and read the Resolution extending the Local State of Emergency until June 2, 2009.
Discussion ensued on the number of days a Declaration of a Local State of Emergency can be in effect, as some contradicting information regarding the length of time a LSE was effective had been received from the State Emergency Management representatives.  Mr. Airth advised to his knowledge a LSE and each renewal was only good for 10 day increments although the State Representatives were advising it could be for longer periods.

Commissioner Wainwright motioned to approve the Resolution extending the Local State of Emergency until June 2, 2009.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  {See Resolution 2009-25}
Discussion ensued regarding the status of the flooding, and the recovery efforts for the affected areas.  Mr. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director advised his department was working on getting roads at least temporarily useable so people can get to their properties.  He advised that permanent reconstruction of the affected roads would be addressed later.

Further discussion ensued regarding the need to have the State spray for mosquitoes and whether the cost would be covered by disaster relief funding.
Commissioner Wainwright motioned to adjourn the Emergency Meeting.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

With no further business Chairman Caruthers adjourned the meeting at 4:09 p.m.
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
