Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 5, in the amount of $584,408.32, to The Scruggs Company for the reconstruction of C.R. 249 (Nobles Ferry Road).
Agenda Item No. 3 was to approve payment of No. 270-08121-22253-N, in the amount of $5,000.00, to Nabors, Giblin & Nickerson P.A. for Annual Fire Protection and Solid Waste Assessment Programs (2009-2010).

Agenda Item No. 4 was to consider approval of Records Disposition Document for the destruction of records for Suwannee River Regional Libraries.

Chairman Caruthers advised that Agenda Item No. 4 had been withdrawn.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 through 3.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:

Agenda Item No. 5 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids, for a roof replacement at the Suwannee County Extension Office.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2009-04)  

Katherine Allen, Extension Office Director, stated there were four bids and they were as follows:
1. Ogles Construction    $80,687.57

2. RJH Drywall Corp.    $109,900.00

3. Gamble Construction Inc.  $63,850.00
4. Ben Hingson Barn and Roof  $89,493.94


Ms. Allen advised the Bids would be reviewed by the Bid Review Committee and she would present their recommendation to the Board.
Agenda Item No. 6 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval to advertise for bids the following items for the Suwannee County Animal Shelter:


a) installation of septic tank and drain field

b) concrete

c) wood trusses

Jay Hatfield, Gamble Construction, advised the Board that AC the permit for the septic tank installation had been approved, and was ready to be bid out.  He further advised the Animal Shelter had received donations in the form ceiling tile, doors and windows.  Mr. Hatfield stated that the electrical installation had been provided and completed as part of the donations.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve advertising for bids the following items for the Suwannee County Animal Shelter a) installation of septic tank and drain field,                b) concrete, c) wood trusses.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 7 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of resolution authorizing the issuance by Suwannee County, Florida of not exceeding $12,000,000 in aggregate principal amount of public improvement revenue bonds, series 2010 to finance the cost of acquisition, construction and equipping of improvements to the County Courthouse and other capital improvements; pledging the moneys received by the County from the Local Government Half-Cent Sales Tax Clearing Trust Fund and the state guaranteed entitlement revenues to secure payment of the principal of and interest on said bonds; providing for the rights of the holders of said bonds; providing for an effective date.  

Mark Mustian, Bond Counsel, advised the Board to authorize the issuance of a Capital Bond not to exceed $12 Million to be used in Capital Projects.  He stated the bond was through USDA, and the resolution did not obligate any County funds.

Commissioner Udell asked what would be the effective date of this request.

Mr. Mustain replied the resolution would be effective as of today’s date if adopted by the Board. 

Bill Weathers, Mark Mustian, Nabors, Giblin & Nickerson, P.A, advised the County’s current loan with Suntrust will mature in December 2011, and payment on the last note payment will be in 2012will free up the ½ cent sale tax currently used to pay the note.
Chairman Caruthers asked what would happen if the County decided to fund a different project with this bond.

Mr. Mustain replied the Board can just revisit the issue and change the name of the project it wishes to fund.

Commissioner Fowler asked the length of time the Loan and Bond would be good for.
Mr. Mustain replied there were several options on the length of the loan, but it depends on the amount of money the County pledges towards the loan.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve resolution authorizing the issuance by Suwannee County, Florida of not exceeding $12,000,000 in aggregate principal amount of public improvement revenue bonds, series 2010 to finance the cost of acquisition, construction and equipping of improvements to the County Courthouse and other capital improvements; pledging the moneys received by the County from the Local Government Half-Cent Sales Tax Clearing Trust Fund and the state guaranteed entitlement revenues to secure payment of the principal of and interest on said bonds; providing for the rights of the holders of said bonds; providing for an effective date.  

The motion died for a lack of second.
Further discussion ensued regarding the window of time the Board had to file for the Bond.

Agenda Item No. 8 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval to advertise “Notice of a Finding of No Significant Impact” for completion of environmental review by USDA, Rural Housing Service for Suwannee County Courthouse Annex.  

Barry A. Baker, Clerk of Circuit Court, advised that since the Board had taken no action on Agenda Item No. 7; Agenda Item No. 8 required no action from the Board. 
Agenda Item No. 9 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, the Fire Alarm System located at the Douglass Center Complex.  
Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, advised the Douglass Center Complex had been inspected by the Live Oak Fire Department and was found to be noncompliant with the City Fire Code.  He stated the cost for the parts needed for the alarm system was $3,220.00.  Mr. Sharpless further advised the items were within his spending limit as a Department Director, but he wanted the Board to be aware of the situation.
It was the Board’s consensus to allow Mr. Sharpless to proceed with the repairs of the Fire Alarm System located at the Douglass Center Complex.

At 4:40 p.m. Barry A. Baker Clerk of the Circuit Court asked Chairman Caruthers to revisit Agenda Item No. 8 which was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval to advertise “Notice of a Finding of No Significant Impact” for completion of environmental review by USDA, Rural Housing Service for Suwannee County Courthouse Annex.  

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve advertising the “Notice of a Finding of No Significant Impact” for completion of environmental review by USDA, Rural Housing Service for Suwannee County Courthouse Annex.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 10 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to review and consider approval of lease agreement with The Boys & Girls Club for “Pod A” in its entirety at the Douglass Center Complex.  
Lisa English, Boy’s & Girl’s Club of North Central Florida, advised the Board that currently there were 329 children from Suwannee County enrolled in the program, and the facilities are used by approximately 60 to 65 kids a day.  Ms. English thanked the Board for leasing Pod A to The Boys and Girls Club.
Chairman Caruthers advised the original lease had been for six months to measure the use utilities at Pod A; however, the utilities had not been checked and a report had not been prepared yet.  He recommended the Board extend the lease another six months while the use of utilities is measured by staff.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve extending the lease agreement with The Boys & Girls Club for “Pod A” in its entirety at the Douglass Center Complex for an additional six months.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 11 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, a worksite agreement between the Board of County Commissioners-Administration Department and Workforce Solutions.  

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, advised this was a good opportunity for the County to receive additional help in exchange for providing training to the participant.
Ms. Harrison further advised that workers comp would be handled by Workforce Solutions, and the participant will be paid by them as well.  She stated the contract will end on August 31, 2009.
Commissioner Udell asked who had chosen the participant.

Ms. Harrison replied the participant was chosen by Workforce Solutions but the County had provided a description of the job requirements to be fulfilled.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve a worksite agreement between the Board of County Commissioners-Administration Department and Workforce Solutions.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 4:55 p.m. Chairman Caruthers moved to Agenda Item No. 21 under GENERAL BUSINESS: which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any items that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 34, Emergency Agenda Items.)

There were six items to consider.

A) Consider approval to submit an Application for Funding Assistance to the      

      Florida Department of Law Enforcement for an Edward Byrne Memorial   

      Justice Assistance Grant (JAG).

B) Consider approval of a resolution urging immediate passage of comprehensive  

      Federal Health Reform legislation.  (Chairman Jesse Caruthers)

C) Consider approval to purchase an ambulance chassis from Tallahassee Dodge, 

and approval to have chassis refurbished.  (Charlie Conner, Public Safety 

      Director)

D) Submittal of a grant application to build a Fire Station.  (Charlie Conner, 

Public Safety Director)

E) Approval to pay an invoice in the amount of $10,140.00 to Keen Engineering 

from work performed on CR 417 road project.


F)  Grant for Department of Health Services.  (Lori Evans)

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve adding the six above mentioned 

items to the Emergency Agenda.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Clerk of Court Barry Baker requested the Board listen to Emergency Item F at this time.
Mrs. Lori Evans advised she was presenting the Board with information regarding a grant for Department Health Services for the 32060 and 32064 areas.  She further advised the application of the grant must be completed by July and the money is awarded in September and the grant runs for two years.

She stated her agency, ERCEGI, would work in partnership with families and the schools in the community as part of the grant, as well as, working as a partner with the County.  Mrs. Evans further stated her agency would be in charge of hiring employees for the project; and the Clerk of Court would serve in the capacity of financial agent.
Commissioner Udell asked Mrs. Evans if there were any matching funds needed for the grant.

Mrs. Evans replied there would be no need for a monetary match, if all County agencies are willing to participate, allow the use of facilities, and provide in kind work for the project.

Commissioner Fowler asked Mrs. Evans, if the employees hired by her agency for the project would be considered County employees.

Mrs. Evans replied the issued would have to be clarified before the Board applied for the grant.

Commissioner Wainwright asked Mrs. Evans after grant funding for this project runs out, how will the project and its employees will be sustained.

Mrs. Evans replied after grant money is used up, the project and positions will be sustained by revenue earned through the project. 
Commissioner Udell moved to approve a letter of support for the project.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 22 was to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held on May 19, 2009, and of the regular meeting held on June 2, 2009.

Commissioner Wainwright noted on the fourth page of the minutes dated June 02, 2009, a change to the last name from Willis to Brewer.

Commissioner Fowler noted a spelling mistake on page eighteenth page of the minutes dated June 2, 2009, the word they should instead read as then.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve the minutes subject to corrections, of the minutes of the regular meeting held on May 19, 2009, and of the regular meeting held on June 2, 2009.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 23 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium – limit comments to five minutes.)

Tim Alcorn requested to be placed on the agenda for the Board’s next meeting, to discuss his reinstatement or termination from the Code Enforcement Board.

Chairman Caruthers advised Mr. Alcorn that the issue was already part of the agenda for the Board’s next meeting.

Agenda Item No 24 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

There were none.

Agenda Item No. 25 was for Staff Reports.

a) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, advised the letter had been sent to the 

Bond company regarding the Road Bond for the subdivision on 76th Street; however, he had not yet received a response.
b) Katherine Allen, Extension Office Director, advised the Board a green 
house had been donated to the Extension Office, and was requesting the Board for help from the Maintenance Department to help move it.  Ms. Allen further advised Day Camps had begun at the extension office.


Chairman Caruthers asked Mr. Hal Airth if there were any conflicts with allowing the Maintenance Department to pick up the greenhouse from private property.


Mr. Airth replied there were no conflicts with the issue.

c) Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, advised the Board the Community
CPR program had begun, and to date there have been 120 participants taking part in the event.  He further advised individuals in the Fire Department had applied for scholarships in the amount of $2,500.00 to attend Paramedic school.

d) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, advised PCS would be donating 
computers to the Library.  Mr. Hales stated that summer programs at the Library had begun, and noted an increased in patrons to the Library.

e) Greg Scott, Parks and Recreation Director, advised there was a girl’s 

softball tournament during the week, and invited all to attend.
f) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, had nothing to report.
Chairman Caruthers invited Mr. Dennis Cason to update the Board on the East 

Perimeter Road Project.


Mr. Cason advised the Board the Florida Department of Transportation had designated $4 Million dollars to be used on the project, dependant on the local funds in the amount of $400,000.00.  Mr. Cason further advised the proposal had been presented to the Live Oak City Council which promised potential funding in the amount of $100,000.00.  Mr. Cason added the remaining $300,000.00 would have to come from the Board.

Commissioner Maxwell stated he had no objections to moving forward with the project; however, he added that the County needs to be more involved in the process and expressed concern with how the process is being handled.

Chairman Caruthers stated that a public hearing was needed on the issue.


Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, suggested the Board order a centerline survey for the Project before it any public hearings are held.


At 6:05 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed the meeting for supper break.

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised the ordinance had been approved by the Department of Community Affairs (DCA).
Commissioner Wainwright asked Mr. Meeks if there was a change to the level of service standard as stated on page 3.

Mr. Meeks replied there was no change to the level of service provided; the level of service would remain the same as in the LDRs. 

At 7:11 p.m. Chairman Caruthers opened the public hearing.

At 7:12 p.m. Chairman Caruthers closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Fowler moved to adopt the ordinance amending the text of the Suwannee County Comprehensive Plan, encouraging growth and providing recreation facilities in designated redevelopment areas and urban infill areas.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 13 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a final public hearing, to consider adoption of ordinance amending the text of the Future Land Use Element of the Suwannee County Comprehensive Plan, increasing the size of Neighborhood Commercial uses from 3,000 square feet to 5,000 square feet.  (Application No. CPA 08-4) 

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised the Board this ordinance was to increasing the size of Neighborhood Commercial uses from 3,000 square feet to 5,000 square feet to allow for growth of businesses.
At 7:13 p.m. Chairman Caruthers opened the public hearing.

At 7:14 p.m. Chairman Caruthers closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to adopt the ordinance amending the text of the Future Land Use Element of the Suwannee County Comprehensive Plan, increasing the size of Neighborhood Commercial uses from 3,000 square feet to 5,000 square feet.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 14 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold final public hearing, to consider adoption of ordinance amending the official zoning atlas of the Suwannee County Land Development Regulations; providing for rezoning from Residential, Single Family-1 (RSF-1) to Residential, (Mixed) Single Family/Mobile Home-1 (RSF/MH-1). (Application No. LDR 09-2) 

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised the Board this issued had been visited during the Board’s previous evening meeting and it related to single family residential zones in the surrounding areas of the City of Live Oak, Wellborn, and Branford; this zones did not allow the placement or replacement of mobile homes.  Mr. Meeks further added the density would remain the same of one dwelling per acre.

At 7:15 p.m. Chairman Caruthers opened the public hearing.

At 7:16 p.m. Chairman Caruthers closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to adopt the ordinance amending the official zoning atlas of the Suwannee County Land Development Regulations; providing for rezoning from Residential, Single Family-1 (RSF-1) to Residential, (Mixed) Single Family/Mobile Home-1 (RSF/MH-1).  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised the East Perimeter Road Project had been added to the 5 year plan..  He further advised this was a First Reading of this ordinance and if approved it would be transmitted to the Department of Community Affairs for review.
At 7:17 p.m. Chairman Caruthers opened the public hearing.

At 7: 18 p.m. Chairman Caruthers closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve submittal of a transmittal letter.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 16 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold first of two public hearings, to consider adoption of ordinance amending the Future Traffic Circulation Map 2010 of the Comprehensive Plan by adding North East Perimeter Road from U.S. Highway 90 to U.S. Highway 129, as a two-lane minor collector, and approval to submit transmittal letter.  (Application No. 09-3)  

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised the ordinance will be submitted with a generalized location of the road designated as a two lane minor collector.
At 7:19 p.m. Chairman Caruthers opened the public hearing.

At 7:19 p.m. Chairman Caruthers closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approved submittal of a transmittal letter.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised this was an application by Progress Energy.  He stated a representative of Progress Energy was present to answer any questions the Board or the public may have.

At 7:23 p.m. Chairman Caruthers closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve submittal of the transmittal letter.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 18 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of preliminary plat of Windswept Hills subdivision in District 5.  

Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, advised this subdivision had been previously approved by the Board as a 24 lot subdivision.  However in the new plat the subdivision has been rearranged to a 6 lot subdivision with 5 acres per lot, located on CR 252.

Agenda Item No. 27 was to consider adoption of resolution for the redistribution of the Non-Ad Valorem Assessment for Solid Waste.  
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the Board he was not ready to present the item at this time.  He stated that he needed to further research disposal costs, and it will be presented at he next Board meeting.
Agenda Item No. 28 was to consider approval to piggyback off the CR 249 contract, to resurface the parking lot of the Suwannee County Health Department, with an approximate cost of $27,054.00.  
Commissioner Udell asked where the funding for this project would come from.
Chairman Caruthers stated the Board will need to decide on a funding source.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve a piggyback off the CR 249 contract, to resurface the parking lot of the Suwannee County Health Department, with an approximate cost of $27,054.00.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 29 was to consider approval to submit application to the Florida Department of Environmental Protection for the Consolidated Small County Solid Waste Management Grant for Public Works Department.  
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised this Grant had been cut by $200,000.00 by DEP, and the total amount of the grant now as $78,000.00.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve submittal of application to the Florida Department of Environmental Protection for the Consolidated Small County Solid Waste Management Grant for Public Works Department.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 30 was to consider approval to purchasing a boom truck off State contract, to be paid by grant funds.  
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve purchase of a boom truck off State contract and to be paid by grant funds.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 31 was to consider approval to purchase pickup truck off State contract, to be paid by grant funds.  
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the Board the truck purchased will be a four door crew cab pickup.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve purchase of a pickup truck off State contract to be paid by grant funds.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 32 was to discuss, with possible Board action, determine rates for Fire Protection and Solid Waste Assessments for Fiscal Year 2009-10.  
Commissioner Maxwell moved to not raise the Fire Protection and Solid Waste Assessments for Fiscal Year 2009-10.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 33 was to discuss, with possible Board action, creation of Complete Count Committee for 2010 Census.  
Chairman Jesse Caruthers stated no action was required of the Board tonight.  However, he requested each Board member provide two names to be nominated as volunteers to the Complete County Committee. 
Agenda Item No. 34 was for Emergency Agenda Items.

There were 6 items to discuss.

A) Consider approval to submit an application for Funding Assistance to the 

Florida Department of Law Enforcement for an Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG).

Commissioner Udell moved to approve submittal of an application for Funding Assistance to the Florida Department of Law Enforcement for an Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG).  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B) Consider approval of a resolution urging immediate passage of comprehensive
Federal Health Reform legislation. 

Commissioner Udell moved to adopt the resolution urging immediate passage of comprehensive Federal Health Reform legislation.  The motion died for a lack of second.

C) Consider approval to purchase an ambulance chassis from Tallahassee Dodge,

and approval to have chassis refurbished.  
Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, advised Fire Rescue had received a grant to purchase and refurbish an ambulance chassis.  He further advised the total cost of the chassis would be $30,894.00, and he added he had 120 days to complete all refurbishing work.
Commissioner Fowler asked if the chassis had been obtained through a state contract.

Mr. Conner replied he searched for a chassis under state contracts, but there were none available.

Commissioner Udell asked if all costs were covered by the grant.

Mr. Conner replied the grant was set up in a 75-25 split, with funding from General Revenue covering 25% of the expenses.

Chairman Caruthers asked Mr. Hal Airth if the bid process could be waived.

Mr. Airth replied it would take four votes from the Board to declare this item an emergency and waive the bid process.

Commissioner Fowler moved to declare an emergency and to waive the bid process for the purchase an ambulance chassis.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Chairman Caruthers advised a further action to authorize the purchase of the ambulance chassis was necessary.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve purchase of an ambulance chassis from Tallahassee Dodge.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Conner advised StatLine of Jacksonville would refurbish the ambulance chassis for $39,500.00 and the refurbishing will be guaranteed by StatLine.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to declare and emergency to waive the bid process on the refurbishing of the ambulance chassis.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve the refurbishing of the ambulance chassis by StatLine.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Conner further requested the Board approve the purchase of a Stryker Stretcher as a solo source purchase.  He advised this was a heavy duty stretcher that has been previously been used by Fire/EMS and has a good track record.  He further added this purchase will be covered by the grant.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the purchase of a Stryker Stretcher as a sole source purchase.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

D) Submittal of a grant application to build a Fire Station.  
Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, advised this grant was part of the stimulus plan the American Recovery Reinvestment Act.  Mr. Conner stated originally the location chosen had been in Branford; however, due to certain grant requirements he suggested using the site located on CR 252 in McAlpin.
Chairman Caruthers asked Mr. Conner why the Branford site had been passed.

Mr. Conner replied the site requirements per the grant call for the property to be owned by the County and be within the 500 year flood plan.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve submittal of a Submittal of a grant application to build a Fire Station at the site located CR 252 in McAlpin.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

E) Approval to pay an invoice in the amount of $10,140.00 to Keen Engineering
from work performed on CR 417 Road Project.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve payment of invoice in the amount of $10,140.00 to Keen Engineering from work performed on CR 417 Road Project.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

F) Grant for Department of Health Services.  

Emergency Item F was heard at an earlier time.
Agenda Item No. 35 Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests and Comments.

Commissioner Maxwell inquired if the Board was interested in considering the use of MSBU Roads.
Chairman Caruthers replied currently the Board is not using MSBUs.

Commissioner Udell stated that Comcast was failing to broadcast the Board meetings as required in their agreement with the Board.

Commissioner Fowler advised a workshop or a study on road naming is needed. 
Commissioner Wainwright moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
