Agenda Item No. 18 was to consider approval of Records Disposition Document for Suwannee County Administrative Services for the destruction of County records.
Agenda Item No. 19 was to approve a Certificate of Participation for 2009 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program for the Sheriff’s Office.

Mr. James Robinson advised the Board that Agenda Item No. 2 was being paid through grant funds.
Commissioner Maxwell requested Agenda Items No. 11 through 16 be set aside for further discussion.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 through 10 and Agenda Items No. 17 through 19.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Maxwell inquired if there had been an existing Construction Board of Adjustments and Appeals prior to this meeting.

Chairman Caruthers replied that a Construction Board of Adjustments and Appeals existed; however, the members’ terms had lapsed and the Board was now reappointing members to new terms.
Commissioner Maxwell stated that no member from District 2 had been chosen to participate on the Construction Board of Adjustments and Appeals.

Chairman Caruthers stated that members chosen to participate on the Construction Board of Adjustments and Appeals are picked based on experience and profession, not simply just the District in which they reside.

Commissioner Udell asked what the term limits were for members on the Construction Board of Adjustments and Appeals.

Chairman Caruthers advised members served for a term three years.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 11 through 16.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:
Agenda Item No. 20 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of a budget amendment in the amount of $396,219.00, for an additional transfer into the Suwannee Library’s budget, and a subsequent payment back to Suwannee County in the amount of $436,219.00 to the expenditure account for Administrative Services General Revenue.
John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, advised the Board that no action was required from the Board on this item at this time.  Mr. Hales stated this agenda item was just to present the Board with information on the amount of money the County will receive for providing services to the Library.  He further stated that $40,000.00 of the payment was already in the FY 2009 budget.

Chairman Caruthers advised this item will require a public hearing during the budget hearing.

No action taken by the board on this item.  

Agenda Item No. 21 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval to transfer $15,000.00 from the current reserves of the Suwannee Library budget to the Regional Library budget.  

John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, advised that Regional State Aid funds had been cut by $41,875.00 which created a deficit of $37,000.00 in the Regional Library budget.  He requested the Board approve a transfer of $15,000.00 from the Suwannee Library reserves’ to the Regional Library budget to help avoid the shortfall in the Regional Library budget.
Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve the transfer of $15,000.00 from the current reserves of the Suwannee Library budget to the Regional Library budget.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 22 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the recapitulation of the Fiscal Year 2008 Tax Roll for Suwannee County.  

Sharon Jordan, Tax Collector, advised the information had been already provided to the Board Members for their review, and that she would answer any questions the Board may have.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the recapitulation of the Fiscal Year 2008 Tax Roll for Suwannee County.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 23 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, request Board to set the proposed millage rate for 2009-2010 budget years.  

Barry Baker, Clerk of Circuit Court, advised the Board the maximum rate allowed by the DOR for Fiscal Year 2009-2010 was a proposed millage rate of 9.8831, and recommended the Board set the proposed millage at this rate.  
Clerk Baker further advised the proposed millage rate set by the Board can always be lowered during the budget process; however, once the Board sets a proposed millage, it cannot be raised.
Commissioner Wainwright stated that during this economic downturn he’d rather see this year’s budget be equal to last year’s budget.  Commissioner Wainwright added he did not wish to see the proposed millage rate set higher than the roll-back rate.
Commissioner Maxwell agreed with Commissioner Wainwright to set the roll-back rate as the proposed millage rate.

Commissioner Udell asked if the 3% raise for County employees was included into the upcoming budget.

Leeta Bronson, Chief Deputy Clerk, advised the 3% raise was worked into the budget to provide the Board a working proposed budget; however, if the Board decides to not grant any raises, the 3% can be removed before the final budget is approved.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to set the proposed millage rate at the roll-back rate of 8.5095 mils.  Commissioner Fowler seconded for discussion.
Clerk Baker suggested the Board allow a buffer over the roll-back rate to avoid draining the County’s reserves.

Commissioner Fowler stated the millage rate must be set at least at 8.0000 mils for the County to be eligible for grants received from the State.  He further stated that even if the Board sets the proposed millage at the rollback rate, there will still be an increase in taxes from last year.
Commissioner Udell stated if setting a low millage rate denies employees the 3% raise, then the millage must be set so that the raises are available.
Chairman Caruthers advised the 3% raises are worked into the budget so that the Finance Department can present the Board with a working proposed budget, and added that raises are not guaranteed.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to set the proposed millage rate at the roll-back rate of 8.5095 mils.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No 24 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, set the 2009-2010 tentative budget hearing.  

Barry Baker, Clerk of Circuit Court, advised the Board to set the 2009-2010 tentative budget hearing for Tuesday, September 8, 2009 at 5:15 p.m. at the Live Oak City Hall Annex Building.

Chairman Caruthers asked why the tentative budget hearing was not being held the same day as the first Board hearing on September 1, 2009.
Leeta Bronson, Chief Deputy Clerk, advised there was a schedule conflict with the Suwannee County School Board.
Commissioner Fowler moved to set the 2009-2010 tentative budget hearing for Tuesday, September 8, 2009 at 5:15 p.m. at the Live Oak City Hall Annex Building.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 25 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, set 2009-2010 final budget hearing.  

Barry A. Baker, Clerk of Circuit Court, advised the Board to set the 2009-2010 final budget hearing for Tuesday, September 22, 2009 at 5:15 p.m. at the Live Oak City Hall Council Chamber.
Commissioner Fowler moved to set the 2009-2010 final budget hearing for Tuesday, September 22, 2009 at 5:15 p.m. at the Live Oak City Hall Council Chambers.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Fowler asked the Board if the dates and meeting place for the budget workshop could be set at this time.

Clerk Baker replied the dates are normally set during a meeting with the Chairman.

Chairman Caruthers suggested the dates of July 29, 2009 and July 30, 2009, depending on the availability of the Live Oak City Hall Council Chamber.

At 9:55 a.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a break.

At 10:10 a.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting and continued with discussion regarding setting the dates and location for the budget workshop.  

Chairman Caruthers advised the Live Oak City Hall Council Chamber was available for the dates of July 29, 2009 and July 30, 2009.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to set the budget workshops on July 29, 2009 and July 30, 2009 at 9:00 a.m. at the Live Oak City Council Chamber.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 26 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider recommendation of Bid Review Committee in rejecting all bids for the roof replacement located at the Extension Office, and discuss, with possible Board action, coordinating with Maintenance Department to have work performed in-house.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2009-04) 

Murphy McLean, County Coordinator, advised the Board it was the recommendation of the Bid Review Committee to reject all bids for this project.  Mr. McLean further advised the Board he discussed the project with the Maintenance Department, and stated the Maintenance Department would fix the roof and the AC unit at the Extension Office.
Mr. McLean stated the work done by the Maintenance Department will cost approximately $30,000.00 and will include a new metal roof with wooden trusses, as well as, moving the AC unit to ground level and re-ducting of the AC lines to provide better air flow.  He added that the $30,000.00 included the $22,000.00 already allocated for this project, as well as, additional funding from the Maintenance Department.
Commissioner Udell asked Mr. McLean the amount of the lowest bid.

Mr. McLean replied the lowest bid had been for $63,000.00.

Commissioner Udell moved to reject all bids for the roof project at the Extension Office and for the Maintenance Department to perform the work in-house.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 27 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, to approve the educational loan application prepared by Labor Attorney, Rob Larkin.  

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, advised the Board this application had been created after discussion regarding the need of paramedics for Fire Rescue, and the need for the County to guarantee the services of employees whose education to become paramedics is paid for by the County.  
Mrs. Harrison stated if the application is approved by the Board it would require an employee a minimum two year stay with the County, and will also provide the County with a means of compensation if the agreement is breeched by an employee.  She advised this application was not limited in use to Fire/Rescue, and could be used by all departments if needed.
Hal Airth, County Attorney, stated the rate of compensation of 25% for the first six months of service provided is disadvantageous to the County.

Commissioner Udell stated that per the application if the agreement is breeched by a County employee they had seven days to pay the County.  He asked Mrs. Harrison if that meant the employee had seven days to pay back the full amount.
Mrs. Harrison replied that it was seven days to pay back the balance of the loan to the County.

Commissioner Wainwright inquired as to the approximate cost to attend paramedic school.

Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, stated there are four paramedic courses that must be taken and that each course is approximately $1,200.00.

Chairman Caruthers asked Mr. Airth if the Board had the ability to forgive the loan if circumstances required it.

Mr. Airth replied the Board has an inherit right to forgive any loans owed to the County.

Mr. Conner stated that he had not reviewed the application as presented to the Board, but it was his opinion that if the Board pays for an employee to become a paramedic the employee should work for the County for two years or repay the loan back in full.

Mr. Airth advised the beginning of the repay/reimbursement period by the employee to the County should also include the date the employee fails or flunks out of the class.
Barry Baker, Clerk of the Circuit Court, asked if the agreement would be open for employees to receive education in any field, or will it be only for education specific to their line of work.

Chairman Caruthers replied the agreement should be for education specific to an employee’s line of work.

Commissioner Fowler moved to table this item and for it to be presented at the next Board meeting.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            Agenda Item No. 28 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, approval of Suwannee County Pay Scale change to reflect the minimum wage increase effective July 24, 2009.  

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, advised due to the upcoming increase in minimum wage the pay scale for level 1, 2, 3, and 4 employees must be changed to reflect the new minimum wage.  Mrs. Harrison further advised the increase to the minimum wage has created a problem with compression, where minimum wages are increasing but maximum wages remain static.  She stated the problem will compound with the further increase to the minimum wage.
Commissioner Udell wondered if perhaps the problem with compression was due to job descriptions as several job descriptions are similar in nature.

Commissioner Wainwright stated that some job levels may need to be combined.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve Suwannee County Pay Scale change to reflect the minimum wage increase effective July 24, 2009.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 29 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, reappointment to serve on the Code Enforcement Board.  

Tim Alcorn stated he was seeking an answer from the Board with regard to his reappointment to the Code Enforcement Board.
Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Alcorn if he had taken the appropriate steps to correct the code violation and be in compliance.

Mr. Alcorn replied he had done as requested, and was now in compliance.

Commissioner Maxwell moved reappoint Mr. Tim Alcorn to serve on the Code Enforcement Board.  Commissioner Udell seconded.
Commissioner Wainwright stated that it was not a prudent decision by the Board to reappoint Mr. Alcorn.

Commissioner Udell asked Commissioner Wainwright the reason for his opposition to reappointing Mr. Alcorn.

Commissioner Wainwright stated it was due to an element of representation, as Mr. Alcorn served on the Code Enforcement Board and yet he willingly committed a code violation.

Mr. Bobby Brickles stated he had served for five years on the Code Enforcement Board and supported the decision to reappoint Mr. Alcorn.

After much discussion the motion by Commissioner Maxwell to reappoint Mr. Tim Alcorn to serve on the Code Enforcement Board and the second by Commissioner Udell was then voted on, and failed by a 2-3 vote with Chairman Caruthers, Commissioner Fowler, and Commissioner Wainwright against.

Mr. Bobby Brickles then announced his resignation from the Code Enforcement Board.

GENERAL BUSINESS:
Agenda Item No. 30 the Chairman calls for emergency items.  (Any items the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 38, Emergency Agenda Items.)
There were four items to consider. 
A) Appointment of Daniel Carter, as replacement for Lawrence Schattle, Jr., as plumbing contractor, to serve on the Suwannee County Construction industry licensing Board.

B) Consider approval of an award letter with the State of Florida Division of emergency management, for additional funds in the amount of $31,765.00 for Emergency Management Preparedness and Assistance (EMPA) Base Grant Agreement.

C) Consider approval of agreement with the Scruggs Company for the resurfacing of 52nd Street and 71st Road in District 4.  (T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director)

D) A request by the School Bus Safety Committee to make use of office space at the Douglass Center.  (Dorothy Bingeman, School Bus Safety Committee)

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve adding the four above mentioned items to the Emergency Agenda.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Caruthers asked the Board to address Emergency Agenda Item D at this time.
It was the Board’s consensus to address Emergency Agenda Item D at this time.

At 11:10 a.m. Chairman Caruthers addressed Emergency Agenda Item D which was a request by the School Bus Safety Committee to make use of office space at the Douglass Center.  
Dorothy Bingeman, School Bus Safety Committee, advised the purpose of the School Bus Safety Committee is to educate students in bus safety per State Regulations.  She stated the Committee was requesting office space at the Douglass Center from the Board.
Commissioner Udell asked Mrs. Bingeman if she was familiar with the room size at the Douglass Center.

Mrs. Bingeman advised the School Bus Safety Committee used to work out of the Douglass Center prior to the property being transferred to the County.

Chairman Caruthers recommended Mrs. Bingeman meet with Murphy McLean, County Coordinator, to discuss accommodations at the Douglass Center.

Commissioner Fowler suggested Mr. McLean make use of the Natty Basin property if the Douglass Center property is not adequate.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to allow Mr. McLean to accommodate the School Bus Safety Committee at his discretion.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

At 11:20 a.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed the meeting for a break.

At 11:30 a.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 31 to approve minutes of regular meeting held on June 16, 2009.

Commissioner Fowler noted the omission of the word be on page 13 of the minutes; also page 21 and 22 the second to the motions need to be added.
Commissioner Fowler, subject to corrections, moved to approve minutes of regular meeting held on June 16, 2009.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

[Note: Corrections were made as requested by Deputy Clerk Jhony Cuenca]
Agenda Item No. 32 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to podium – limit comments to five minutes.)

Jim Ward asked the Board what is the status of the Code Enforcement Board, and if the Code Enforcement Board had enough members to function as intended.
Chairman Caruthers replied the Board would reappoint new members to the Code Enforcement Board, and that it was still a functioning Board.

Agenda Item No. 33 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

There were none
Agenda Item No. 34 was for Staff Reports

a) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, advised he still had not received a 

response from the bonding company or the contractor with regards to the subdivision on 76th Road.
Chairman Caruthers asked what is the next step the Board can take.
Mr. Airth replied the Board can file suit to obtain the money from the bond, 

and that he was moving forward with the matter.
b) Katherine Allen, Extension Office Director, invited the Board to visit the 

Extension Office to look at a series of paintings located in one of their recently renovated rooms.  She advised an environmental day camp at the State Park will be taking place where the participants will learn how to test the water; as well as a 4-H shooting camp will be taking place. 
c) Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, had nothing to report.
d) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, was not present.
e) Murphy McLean, Jr., County Coordinator, advised he was assessing and 

reviewing all County Departments and would present the Board with a report when he was finished.  

He further advised there was a problem reported with the underground pipes located at the County Jail, where a lot of water is being lost due to leaks.  He stated it may require money that has not been budgeted to repair.

f) Greg Scott, Parks and Recreation Director, was not present.
g) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the Board the excavator 

from Ring Power had been delivered last week, and he invited the Board to come and see it in action. 

Mr. Sikes addressed the centerline survey for the East Perimeter Road.  He stated that he was seeking a legal opinion as to whether or not to allow the current surveyor to carry out the work, as they are involved with the Council for Progress, and this is the entity that chose the path the road will take.
Hal Airth, County Attorney, stated he initially did not see any conflict of interests however he presented the question to the ethics committee, and is waiting on an answer.  Mr. Airth added that any entity or individual doing business with the County is subject to the ethics commission.
Commissioner Udell asked if waiting on an answer from the ethics commission would present a delay to the project.

Mr. Sikes replied the issue needs to be cleared up, and waiting on an answer from the ethics commission does not represent a delay to the project.

Agenda Item No. 35 was for appointments by commissioners for the Complete Count Committee for the 2010 Census.  
Chairman Jesse Caruthers, asked the Board members to present their appointments for the Complete Count Committee for the 2010 Census.
Commissioner Maxwell appointed Mr. Wendell Snowden and Mr. James Cooper.

Commissioner Udell had no appointees, as he did not know what the duties were of those nominated to this committee.

Chairman Caruthers stated that Ms. Marion McGee should be contacted for information regarding the duties of the Complete Count Committee.

Chairman Caruthers appointed Mr. Ray Kelly and Mr. Alex Gonzalez.

Commissioner Wainwright nominated Mrs. Betty Beyer and Mrs. Barbara Parks.

Commissioner Fowler nominated Mrs. Betty Bracewell and Mr. John Koch.

Chairman Caruthers advised a resolution or proclamation on this item must still be approved by the Board.  Chairman Caruthers read the document for the record.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve declaring a proclamation for the Complete Count Committee for the 2010 Census.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 36 was to consider adoption of resolution for the redistribution of the Non-Ad Valorem Assessment for Solid Waste.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised this resolution would redistribute the non-ad valorem assessment for solid waste in the following manner:
