On the above stated date and location the Board of County Commissioners met at 4:00 P.M. to conduct a joint meeting with the Suwannee County School Board, Town of Branford, and City of Live Oak for the purposes of discussing Growth Concurrency Requirements and Facilities. Present were Chairman Jesse Caruthers, Commissioner Ivie Fowler, Commissioner Douglas Udell, Commissioner Wesley Wainwright, Deputy Clerk Michael Tyson, and various County Staff and representatives of the other governmental entities.  Commissioner Billy Maxwell and County Attorney Hal A. Airth were not present.
Member Jerry Taylor Chairperson for the School Board called the workshop to order. Mr. Taylor then called upon Mr. Mark Carver School Board Director of Maintenance.
Mr. Carver advised the purpose of the meeting was to update the status of School Facilities and funding availability related to concurrency of School Facility Planning Requirements.  Mr. Carver advised the School Board was under mandate by the Department of Education to produce a five year plan for facilities which per Florida Statute 1013.33(1) and Senate Bill 360 must now meet the requirements of local land development regulations and comprehensive plans for growth concurrency and focus on classroom space availability in expenditures.  Mr. Carver referenced the handout for the proposed Five Year Workplan notebook being developed by the School Board, which was being presented and the School Board would be entertaining any suggestions regarding the “Plan”.
Mr. Carver next called upon Mr. Ronald Meeks Suwannee County Planning and Zoning Director who reviewed planning and growth statistics for the County.

Mr. Carver next called upon Mr. George Curtis, Planning and Zoning Director for the City of Live Oak, who reviewed planning and growth statistics for the City of Live Oak.

Mr. Carver then reviewed proposed Five Year Workplan Manual for School Concurrency for Facilities Planning and Funding. Discussions ensued regarding formulas used by the State Department of Education to determine facility needs, and funding mitigation for future residential development that requires additional school facilities.  Mr. Carver requested the other entities review the proposed Manual and provide any feedback as soon as possible so the School Board can proceed with the adoption of the Five Year Plan.

Other topics were discussed by Jerry Scarborough, Superintendent of Schools to include the Walker Street paving project, a connector road between Silas Drive and Pinewood Way, and 911 Mapping. Mr. Scarborough emphasized that all entities were required to follow the concurrency law, and they all should embrace a spirit of cooperation in working toward the common goals needed and required regarding future development and growth in the County.
With no further business, Chairman Taylor adjourned the meeting at 11:05 a.m.
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
