The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for the Final Budget Hearing, and the following were present: Chairman Jesse Caruthers, Commissioner Ivie Fowler; Commissioner Billy Maxwell; Commissioner Wesley Wainwright; Commissioner Douglas Udell was not present; also present were Barry Baker Clerk of the Circuit Court, Leeta Bronson, Chief Deputy Clerk, Neena Funicelli, Mike Tyson, and Jhony Cuenca, Deputy Clerks.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was not present. 

Chairman Caruthers called the Final Budget Hearing to order at 5:15 p.m. 
 Mr. Barry Baker, Clerk of the Circuit Court, announced the Tentative Millage rate was 8.000 mils, and if the Board approved this as their Final Millage rate it would produce a final budget of $48,013,319.00 for Fiscal Year 2009-2010.  Clerk Baker further announced the tentative millage rate of 8.000 was 5.99% les than the rollback rate of 8.5095.
At 5:16 p.m. Chairman Caruthers opened the public hearing.

 
Mr. Rick Johnston urged the Board to set the final millage rate at 8.000.


At 5:17 p.m. Chairman Caruthers closed the public hearing.


At 5:17 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed the Final Budget Hearing and opened the Final Hearing for the Solid Waste Collection and Disposal Benefit Units Board.


Mr. Murphy McLean, County Coordinator, announced the proposed final rate for the Solid Waste and Disposal was $130.00 per household, and stated there was no increase to the rate from the previous year.


At 5:18 p.m. Chairman Caruthers opened the public hearing.


There were no public comments.

At 5:18 p.m. Chairman Caruthers closed the public hearing.


Commissioner Fowler moved to accept the recommendation of the proposed final rate for Solid Waste and Disposal.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried 4-0, Commissioner Udell was not present.


At 5:19 p.m. Chairman Caruthers closed the Final Hearing for the Solid Waste Collection and Disposal Benefit Units Board, and opened the final hearing of the Suwannee County Municipal Services Benefit Unit for Fire Protective Services Board.


Mr. McLean announced the proposed final rates for Fire Protective Services were as follows: 

Residential                                      $39.0203 per dwelling unit.

Non-Residential                              $0.0732 per square foot up to 40,000 sq. ft. 

Transient                                         $140.0988 per unit.

Land less than 160 acres                 $12.4356 per parcel.

Land more than 160 acres               $0.0953 per acre.


At 5:19 p.m. Chairman Caruthers opened the public hearing.

There were no public comments.


At 5:20 p.m. Chairman Caruthers closed the public hearing.


Commissioner Fowler moved to accept the recommendation of the proposed final rates for Fire Protective Services.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried 4-0, Commissioner Udell was not present.

At 5:21 p.m. Chairman Caruthers closed the final hearing of the Suwannee County Municipal Services Benefit Unit for Fire Protective Services Board; and reconvened the Final Budget Hearing.


Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve the final rates as stated for Fire Protective Services.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried 4-0, Commissioner Udell was not present.


Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve the final rate of $130.00 per household for Solid Waste Collection and Disposal.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried 4-0, Commissioner Udell was not present.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve the final millage rate of 8.0000 mils, which is less than the rolled-back rate of 8.5095 by 5.99 percent and to adopt the Final Millage Resolution.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried 4-0, Commissioner Udell was not present. (Resolution No. 2009-54)

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the final budget of $48,013,319.00 for Fiscal Year 2009-2010 and adopt the Final Budget Resolution.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried 4-0, Commissioner Udell was not present. (Resolution No. 2009-55)

Commissioner Fowler requested that the Budget Summary ad be increased in size as there is too much information on the Summary to be truly legible at the ad’s current size.


Clerk Baker advised the Board in the future the Clerk’s Office will place the County Budget, as well as the Clerk’s Budget, on the County’s and Clerk’s website.


Chairman Caruthers agreed with the idea, and thanked Clerk Baker and staff for the work they had done.


The Board thanked Mr. Baker, his staff, and County staff for their work and help in reducing expenses and balancing the County’s budget.


Clerk Baker also thanked his staff and County Staff for all the work performed on the County’s budget.
Commissioner Fowler moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried 4-0, Commissioner Udell was not present.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:30 p.m.
