The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a regular session, and the following were present: Chairman Douglas Udell, Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Ivie Fowler; Commissioner Billy Maxwell; Commissioner Wesley Wainwright; Mike Tyson, Betty Carver, and Jhony Cuenca, Deputy Clerks.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present. 

Chairman Udell called the meeting to order at 4:15 p.m. Commissioner Fowler led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United Stated of America.
Agenda Item No. 1 was to hold election of Chairman for 2009.
Chairman Udell stated it had been a pleasure to serve as Chairman of the Board.


Commissioner Fowler moved to nominate Commissioner Caruthers to serve as Chairman for 2009. Commissioner Maxwell seconded the motion, and it carried unanimously.


Commissioner Udell stepped down as Chairman, and Chairman Caruthers assumed his new position.


Agenda Item No. 2 was to hold election of Vice Chairman for 2009.


Commissioner Udell moved to nominate Commissioner Wainwright as Vice Chairman for 2009. Commissioner Fowler seconded the motion, and it carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 3625163, in the amount of $1,175.00, to URS Corporation for Airport Layout Plan Update Phase 1.

Agenda Item No. 5 was to approve Release of Lien for Burney Ratliff, S.H.I.P.
client.

Agenda Item No. 6 was to appoint Greg Scott, as replacement for Norman Protsman, to the Suwannee County Tourist Development Council, effective immediately and will expire on December 31, 2012.

Agenda Item No. 7 was to approve annual Subterranean Termite Treatment Contract and Limited Warranty Retreatment Only with Live Oak Pest Control, Inc., in the amount of $90.00, for the Courthouse Annex (Tax Collector and Property Appraiser’s Offices).

Agenda Item No. 8 was for approval to close the County parking lots around the Courthouse from Friday, December 5th at 6:00 pm. until Saturday evening, to be used for the Christmas on the Square event.


Commissioner Fowler had a question about Agenda Item No. 6 and asked that it be pulled for further discussion.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 3 through 5 and 7 and 8.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Fowler noted Mr. Scott was already serving on the Tourist Development Council, and asked how were members of the Tourist Development Council appointed according to the Codified Ordinances.


Chairman Caruthers stated he believes that the Codified Ordinances address who could be appointed to the Tourist Development Council, not how members were appointed. Chairman Caruthers stated that further research needed to be done on the matter.


Commissioner Fowler moved to table Agenda Item No. 6 to the Board’s next meeting. Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:

Agenda Item No. 9 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss, with possible Board action, as requested by Board, considering a request for a budget amendment, in the amount of $4,400.00, from the 2007-2008 Extension budget to the 2008-2009 budget. 
Katherine Allen, Suwannee County Extension Director, stated she had requested the rollover of funds during the Budget Workshop meeting, but the Board denied the request and suggested she seek a budget amendment at a later date. Ms. Allen explained the money would be used to cover all expenses of the 4-H Youth Group traveling to Denver to compete in a National Judging Event.  

Commissioner Udell asked Ms. Allen if the money she was requesting was already in the Budget.

Ms. Allen replied that the money was in the Board’s General Revenue Fund.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the request of a budget amendment, in the amount of $4,400.00, to the 2008-2009 budget. Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 10 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the recommendation of Bid Review Committee in awarding of bid for the resurfacing of 179th Road & 160th Street to 165th Road.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2008-14)  (Bids were opened during November 5, 2008 Board meeting.)  
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the Bid Review Committee recommended awarding the bid for the resurfacing of 179th Road & 160th Street to 165th Road to Anderson Columbia in the amount of $521,118.10.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve awarding the bid for the resurfacing of 179th Road & 160th Street to 165th Road to Anderson Columbia. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motioned carried unanimously.

 Agenda Item No. 11 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the recommendation of Bid Review Committee in awarding of bid for the reconstruction of Walker Street and 100th Street.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2008-15)  (Bids were opened during November 5, 2008 Board meeting.)  
Jerry T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the Bid Review Committee recommended awarding the bid for the reconstruction of Walker Street and 100th Street to Anderson Columbia in the amount of $547,731.34.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve awarding the bid for the reconstruction of Walker Street and 100th Street to Anderson Columbia. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motioned carried unanimously.ouse Bill 1
Agenda Item No. 12 was at 4:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the recommendation of Bid Review Committee in awarding of bid for the widening and resurfacing of CR 249 (Nobles Ferry Road).  (Bid Solicitation No. 2008-16)  (Bids were opened during November 5, 2008 Board meeting.)  
T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the Bid Review Committee recommended awarding the bid for the widening and resurfacing of CR 249 (Nobles Ferry Road) to the Scruggs Company in the amount of $3,584,600.96.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve awarding the bid for the widening and resurfacing of CR 249 (Nobles Ferry Road) to the Scruggs Company. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 13 and Agenda Item No. 14 were time specific items to be heard at 7:00 p.m. Chairman Caruthers skipped Agenda Items No. 13 and 14 and moved to Agenda Item No. 15 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any item that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 22, Emergency Agenda Items).


There were three items to consider:

A) Consider request to spend Fifth (5th) District gas tax funds on the Lake Louise Boat Ramp project. (Commissioner Douglas Udell)


B) Discuss, with possible Board action, payment of invoices for Station 42 (O’Brien

Volunteer Fire Department). (Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director)

Commissioner Wainwright announced he had an item to add to the Emergency Agenda.

C) Immediate termination and replacement of Johnny Wooley as Suwannee County

Coordinator. (Commissioner Wainwright)
Commissioner Udell moved to approve adding the two above mentioned items,

and reluctantly to add the third item to the Emergency Agenda. Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 16 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward the podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)

Mrs. Mae Fields from the Boys and Girls Club of Suwannee County, advised that currently the Boys and Girls Club occupies a location that is too small for their needs and that their current lease will end on November 30, 2008. Mrs. Fields stated that she was asking the Board to grant her request to allow the Boys and Girls Club to relocate to the Douglass Center once the property is owned by the County.

Commissioner Udell assured Mrs. Fields that he was aware of the importance of the Boys and Girls Club to the community. Commissioner Udell stated that the property would be owned by the County as soon as the Chairman signed the agreement. Commissioner Udell expressed his wish to see the Boys and Girls Club relocated to the Douglass Center as soon as possible.
Agenda Item No. 17 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

There were none.

Agenda Item No. 18 was for Staff Reports.

A) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had no report.

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Airth if the Douglass Center property was
ready to be accepted by the Board.


      Mr. Airth stated that the property was ready as long as the Board approved.

B) Katherine Allen, Extension Office Director, reported the Diabetes Revival had
 been held today. Ms. Allen gave an update on the Rural Light Project, a two year study of obesity in rural counties. There will be twenty people participating from the County.

C) Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, reported that Forestry in Lake City
would donate a 1991 Ladder Truck with a 60 ft. ladder valued at $90,000 to Suwannee County, and it will be moved to Dowling Park to help with fires in that area. 


 Commissioner Udell moved to accept the donation of the ladder truck. 

Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Conner reported that he was to receive a demo ATV from Interstate Cycle to
be used for emergencies at crowded events. He also stated that every six months 

Interstate Cycle would replace the used ATV with a new one at no cost to the County.


Commissioner Udell moved to accept the demo ATV from Interstate Cycle.

Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motioned carried unanimously.


Mr. Conner reported that he was finished training the Live Oak Fire Department
personnel in First Response, and that he would be training the Falmouth Station next. Mr.
Conner also reported to the Board that the Branford Fire Department had completed Fire
Fighter I, as well as First Responder Training.
D) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, welcomed Commissioner

Wainwright. Mr. Hales reported there were several personnel changes taking place in the library with four openings being filled in-house by promoting current employees to these positions. 


Mr. Hales also informed the Board that the formula used for the State Aid for Libraries had been changed due to low milage, and therefore Suwannee County would not be a recipient of double aid this year. 
E) Greg Scott, Parks & Recreation Director, congratulated Commissioner

Wainwright. Mr. Scott reported that improvements had been completed in Hale Park and that it was open once again. 


Mr. Scott informed the Board that there were four hundred and fifty participants for soccer. Mr. Scott stated that the name of the new soccer facility would be chosen from the names suggested by the soccer teams and their participants.


Mr. Scott advised that currently Parks & Recreation was in the process of replacing an employee who had taken a job elsewhere.

E) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director had nothing to report.

F) John G. Wooley, County Coordinator had nothing to report
At 5:05 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed the meeting for a break. 

At 5:15 Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda
 Item No. 19 which was to discuss, with possible Board action, freezing all unfilled job positions and promotions.  

Chairman Caruthers stated he brought this item for discussion to prepare for revenue shortfalls, and that any action taken by the Board on this matter would not affect Fire Rescue.
Commissioner Fowler stated there was no end in sight to shortfalls, and therefore, he had no problems with freezing current job openings.

Commissioner Maxwell concurred with Commissioner Fowler. Commissioner Maxwell stated that he would need to speak with the Department Heads when they are hiring or replacing employees.

Commissioner Udell asked if there were any exceptions to the hiring freeze.
Chairman Caruthers stated that the hiring freeze would only affect non-emergency personnel, and did not include Fire Rescue. Chairman Caruthers continued by saying that all future hires would have to be presented to the Board for approval.
Commissioner Udell advised that Department Heads have diligently performed their duties, and could not think of a reason to place restrictions in hiring and running their departments. Commissioner Udell expressed his confidence in all Department Heads.

Commissioner Wainwright stated that efficient Department Heads hire more additional workers than are needed to cover absentees. However, he was in favor of having more oversight over Department Heads.

Commissioner Maxwell informed the Board that they could not dictate the hiring practices of Constitutional Officers, and that it created a double standard when compared to County employees.

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, expressed his appreciation for the Board’s confidence on all Department Heads. Mr. Sikes stated that the Board has left an avenue open to present requests to the Board when needing to hire during the freeze. 
Mr. Sikes informed the Board that he had already advertised for two positions, and that he would like for the Board to allow him to fill those two supervisory positions. Mr. Sikes stated that retiree Mr. Lester Baxter’s position was still unfilled.
Commissioner Wainwright asked the Board to allow Department Heads to provide the Board with staffing reports by the next Board meeting, and the Board decide at that time.

John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, advised as stated in his staff report there had been two people promoted in-house; therefore he would have to fill two new entry-level positions. Mr. Hales also asked the Board to exclude Madison and Hamilton Libraries from any action taken by the Board, as the Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners is the managing agency for the Regional Library but the other two counties should not be bound by Suwannee County’s hiring policy.
Greg Scott, Parks & Recreation Director, informed the Board he was currently conducting an interview and asked if he should stop.

Chairman Caruthers advised that Mr. Scott had two weeks to finish the interview.

Mr. Scott suggested the Board might set a percentage cut of the budget that each Department must follow, and let the Department Heads determine where those cuts are to be made.
Chairman Caruthers stated the presentation of staffing reports by Department Heads would be added to the agenda for the next scheduled Board meeting. He mentioned that a workshop might be needed after the new projection of the budget.

No action taken by the Board.

Agenda Item No. 20 was to consider approval of a Joint Participation Agreement with the Florida Department of Transportation, in the amount of $50,000.00, for the purchase and installation of a back-up generator and to cover the existing fuel tank with a protective roof.  
Donald Robinson, Assistant County Coordinator/Airport Manager, stated that the agreement was with FDOT with 100 percent FDOT funding for the project, as the project qualified under the REDI program. Mr. Robinson added maintenance and installation will be done by the County, except for electrical which must be done by a third party.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the Joint Participation Agreement with the Florida Department of Transportation, in the amount of $50,000.00, for the purchase and installation of a back-up generator and to cover the existing fuel tank with a protective roof. Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 21 was to consider approval of an Interlocal Agreement between the Suwannee County School Board and the Board of County Commissioners for the transfer of the Parshley Street and Douglass Center Complex properties to the County.  

John G. Wooley, County Coordinator, informed the Board that several issues the Board had with the previous Agreement had been resolved, and that it had been approved by the School Board. Mr. Wooley stated there were still problems with vandalism on the property, and that would only be solved once the property is occupied.
Commissioner Udell asked the Board to grant Mr. Wooley permission to meet with Mrs. Fields from the Boys and Girls Club of Suwannee Valley, and discuss occupancy.

Commissioner Maxwell stated he would like to see proposed plans for the use of the property before the Board starts giving away the space to various organizations.

Mr. Wooley reminded the Board that they had obtained the property to create additional office space for the County’s needs, and the needs extend from the Clerk’s Office to the current County Offices. 

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the Interlocal Agreement between the Suwannee County School Board and the Board of County Commissioners for the transfer of the Parshley Street and Douglass Center Complex properties to the County. Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
Agenda Item No. 22 was for Emergency Agenda Items.

There were three items to hear.

A) Consider request to spend Fifth (5th) District gas tax funds on the Lake Louise
Boat Ramp project. 

Commissioner Douglas Udell read a letter from former District 5 Commissioner Randy Hatch, in which he agreed to contribute up to $150,000 from District 5 Gas Tax to be used for the Lake Louise Project.

Commissioner Wainwright stated that District 5 residents had chosen him as their representative and that most of them did not support using District 5 money to build a boat ramp at Lake Louise.

Commissioner Maxwell stated he did not believe any money from other districts will be needed to build the boat ramp. 


Mr. Wendell Hill stated that there already exists a boat ramp at Suwannee Lake and it only needs minor repairs; however the Board wants to build a new boat ramp elsewhere in the County.


Commissioner Maxwell stated that the County does not own the Suwannee Lake property.

No action taken by the Board

Chairman Caruthers recessed the meeting for dinner break at 6:05 p.m.

Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting at 7:05 p.m. and addressed Agenda Item No. 13 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold the first of two public hearings, to consider adoption of an ordinance, pursuant to an application (CPA 08-2), by Progress Energy/Florida Power Corporation, to allow electrical substations by special permit provided any such structure shall not be located within 300 feet of any single or multi-family residence, group living facility, school or hospital.  (Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director)

 
Mr. Meeks stated that Progress Energy/Florida Power Corporation had requested this item to be withdrawn until a future Board meeting in January. Mr. Meeks informed the Board that Progress Energy/Florida Power Corporation had agreed to pay for a re-advertisement of the meeting.
Agenda Item No. 14 was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold the first of two public hearings, to consider adoption of an ordinance, pursuant to an application (CPA 08-4), by the Board of County Commissioners, increasing the size of Neighborhood Commercial uses from 3,000 square feet to 5,000 square feet.  (Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director)

Chairman Caruthers asked if water and sewer were necessary.
Mr. Meeks stated that previously changes to square footage area were dependent on water and sewage. He explained there is a structure area to land area ratio of 2.5 that is still required.
At 7:10 p.m. Chairman Caruthers opened the floor for public comments. No one came forward and the floor was closed to public comments.

No action was needed from the Board tonight.

At 7:15 p.m. Chairman Caruthers returned to Agenda Item No. 22 which was Emergency Agenda Items.

B) Discuss, with possible Board action, payment of invoices for Station 42,
 O’Brien Volunteer Fire Department.

Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, stated he had previously informed the Board that he would not approve payment of invoices prior to his tenure as Public Safety Director and that he was submitting O’Brien VFD’s invoices to be approved for payment by the Board.


Commissioner Wainwright asked if the Board did not have prior purchasing policy in place.

Chairman Caruthers explained that there was a policy but it just had been ignored.

Discussion ensued about the need to pay venders who had provided goods and services.


Commissioner Udell moved to approve payment of invoices for Station 42, O’Brien Volunteer Fire Department, as presented. Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

C) Immediate termination and replacement of Johnny Wooley as Suwannee
 County Coordinator. 


Commissioner Wainwright moved to terminate and replace Johnny Wooley as Suwannee County Coordinator. Commissioner Fowler seconded for discussion.


Commissioner Wainwright stated that various business and community leaders in District 5 as well as other Districts had expressed issues with the direction of the Board and the County Coordinator.

Commissioner Udell stated that Commissioner Wainwright was using generic statements as to why Mr. Wooley should be fired. Commissioner Udell pressed Commissioner Wainwright to name who were the business and community leaders that had issues with Mr. Wooley and exactly what those issues might be.


Commissioner Wainwright stated he could not divulge the names of those who had issues with Mr. Wooley without their consent. Two citizens present at the meeting gave their consent, and Commissioner Wainwright stated their names; Michael Wooley and Brent Wainwright.


Commissioner Maxwell stated he had not yet been given a reason why he should fire Mr. Wooley.

Mr. Michael Wooley approached the podium, and addressed the Board. Mr. Wooley stated he had known Commissioner Wainwright for several years, and spoke in favor of Commissioner Wainwright. Mr. Wooley stated he had never discussed and had never heard Commissioner Wainwright discuss firing Johnny Wooley. Mr. Wooley explained his grievances to the Board involving Code Enforcement and actions taken by the Board.

Mr. Airth advised the Board that the Code Enforcement matter could not be discussed, as it pertains to open litigation involving the Board and Mr. Wooley. Mr. Wooley further expressed his support of Commissioner Wainwright.

Mr. Jim Ward approached the podium and addressed Commissioner Wainwright. Mr. Ward stated that the people had spoken and that Commissioner Wainwright was his new Commissioner, and he hoped Commissioner Wainwright would serve his district as well as the previous Commissioner had done.


Mr. Ward expressed his disappointment with the decision of Commissioner Wainwright for not supporting the construction of Lake Louise Boat Ramp. Mr. Ward also stated that there were bigger issues to deal with in the County than personal issues from a few people who feel they had been wronged by the County. Mr. Ward stated he felt Commissioner Wainwright had started off on the wrong foot by asking for the termination of Mr. Wooley at his first Board Meeting.
Mr. Brent Wainwright approached the podium and addressed the Board. Mr. Wainwright stated he has only had a good working relationship with the County, and cannot say anything but good things about Mr. Johnny Wooley, Mr. Pat Sura, and the City of Live Oak.

Mr. Wainwright stated he had been trying to bring industry into the County for the last five years. Mr. Wainwright explained three years ago he had attempted to begin a landfill gasification project in Suwannee County, and that County Coordinator Wooley attended the project presentation. 
Mr. Wainwright informed the Board that shortly after the presentation of the project to Mr. Wooley there were four agencies informing Mr. Wainwright of complaints filed against the location of his project. The complaints ranged from illegal operation of an incinerator to contamination of the soil. Mr. Wainwright further informed the Board that his location did not have electricity, and he had never applied to have electricity at the location. Therefore he could not be running an illegal operation.
Mr. Wainwright stated that Mr. Wooley never made contact with him, and that neither he nor the County had ever once helped his project. Mr. Wainwright continued saying that all the complaints against his location originated with Mr. Wooley.
Mr. Wainwright stated that if Mr. Wooley is fired, the Board should replace him with someone who has the best interest of the County in mind, and help the community grow.

Chairman Caruthers advised there was a motion and a second, and called for a vote. The motion was approved by a 3-2 vote with Commissioner Udell and Commissioner Maxwell opposed.

Mr. Wooley stated he understood his removal was not a reflection on his job, but rather a political move. Mr. Wooley expressed disappointment with the manner in which the issue was handled, and stated that if the Board had informed him that his termination was forthcoming he would have resigned, saving the Board the need for a charade.
Agenda Item No. 23 was for Board Members’ Inquiries, Requests, and Comments.
Commissioner Udell stated he agreed with Mr. Wooley’s statements regarding why he was being fired, and that prior to Mr. Wooley’s tenure as County Coordinator the County was too poor to borrow money. He stated his hope was for continued cooperation between the various County agencies, and offered his full support to Mr. Wooley.

Chairman Caruthers informed the Board he was looking into the use of GPS for tracking of County vehicles and property; and has been speaking to a representative of a company to obtain more information to present to the Board at a later meeting. 
Commissioner Fowler moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:55 p.m.
