Airth, County Attorney, was also present. 

Chairman Wainwright called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. Chairman Wainwright led the invocation followed the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 11, in the amount of $476,194.33, to The Scruggs Company, for the final payment for the reconstruction of CR 249 (Nobles Ferry Road). 

Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 1, in the amount of $21,851.90, to Keen Engineering & Surveying, Inc. for engineering services for the Luraville Volunteer Fire Department.
Agenda Item No. 4 was to approval of Release of Lien for Larry and Marsha Stearns, SHIP Clients. (See Agreement No. 2010-10)
Commissioner Caruthers requested Agenda Item No. 2 to be discussed separately.


Commissioner Fowler moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1, 3 and 4.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Commissioner Caruthers advised that Mr. Sikes would address the issue.


Mr. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated corrections remained to be made to CR 249 before the work can be considered complete; however, he advised the Board to approve the payment and Finance will be hold the check until all work is completed and approved by Public Works.


Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve Agenda Item No. 2 contingent upon completion of all work on CR 249.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, requested that Agenda Items No. 8, 10 and 11, under Time Specific Items, be heard after all Time Specific Items had been discussed.


It was the Board consensus to hear Agenda Items No. 8, 10, and 11 after all other Time Specific Items had been discussed.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:

Agenda Item No. 5 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, a presentation regarding the County’s Worker’s Compensation and Automobile, Property and General Liability insurances.
Mr. Lee Harvard, B.W. Helvenston and Sons Insurance, advised the Board had received a Return Premium check in January 2009 from the League of Cities in the amount of $80,057.00. Mr. Harvard added the renewal cost for the County’s policy had been $51,113.00 lower than the previous year. 
Mr. Harvard presented the Board a Return Premium check in the amount of $54,105 from the League of Cities for the past year. Mr. Harvard thanked the Board for their continued business.
The Board thanked Mr. Harvard for the service provided to the County.

Agenda Item No. 6 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of an agreement with John Parker, d/b/a Parker and Company, for lease of the Large Corporate Hanger and Office at the Suwannee County Airport. 
Chairman Wainwright stated he had been informed by Mr. Murphy McLean, County Coordinator, that no response had been received from Mr. Parker on this issue.
The item was withdrawn.

Agenda Item No. 7 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider adoption of a resolution supporting the application by Project Ecostone for participation in the Qualified Target Industry Tax Refund Program.
Mr. Dennis Cason, Chamber of Commerce, stated by Project Ecostone participating in the Qualified Target Industry Tax Refund Program the State would pay the Company for jobs provided by the Company.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the resolution supporting the application by Project Ecostone for participation in the Qualified Target Industry Tax Refund Program.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution No. 2010-09)
At 9:30 a.m. Chairman Wainwright moved to Agenda Item No. 9 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, consider approval of assignment of agreement for the real estate purchase agreement of the Catalyst Site from the Development Authority to the Board of County Commissioner. 

Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, stated he had met with Mr. Dennis Cason and Mr. Jimmy Prevatt and they agreed the Board would be the purchaser, and to give assignment of the real estate purchase agreement of the Catalyst Site from the Development Authority to the Board of County Commissioner. 
Mr. Airth added that Mr. Prevatt, attorney for the economic alliance, was reviewing the assignment of agreement. 

Commissioner Caruthers asked Mr. Airth if the conditions of the purchase remain as previously discussed.

Mr. Airth replied the conditions of the purchase agreement remain unchanged.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve assignment of agreement for the real estate purchase agreement of the Catalyst Site from the Development Authority to the Board of County Commissioner, contingent to approval by the County attorney.   Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 12 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the recommendation by the Bid Review Committee in awarding the bid for In-ground Four Pipe A/C System located at the Suwannee County  Jail to Certified Air Contractors, Inc. (Bid Solicitation No. 2009-15)

Mr. Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, advised the water loop system was losing 2,500 gallons of water a day.  Mr. Sharpless stated it would be cost prohibited to remove and replace the current underground system.
Commissioner Maxwell asked who had carried out the engineering work for the proposed roof system.

Mr. Sharpless introduced Mr. Steve Sistrunk representative for Certified Air Contractors.
Mr. Sistrunk replied engineering work had been done by Powell and Hinkle, a mechanical engineer company contracted by Certified Air Contractors.

Chairman Wainwright advised he had received a letter from Mr. Brewer from Brewer and Associates, advising the Board may qualify for an Energy Efficiency and Construction Block Grant (EECBG) for this project.
Chairman Wainwright added the recommendation stated if the Board approved to award the bid, that the language stated in the letter be used when making the motion.

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Sistrunk if his work was guaranteed.

Mr. Sistrunk replied all work carried by Certified Air Contractors was guaranteed up to a year.

Chairman Wainwright asked Mr. Sistrunk of the systems installed by his company, how many used in-ground systems.
Mr. Sistrunk replied the number varied depending on the facility; however, approximately 70% - 80% of systems installed are in-ground systems.

Commissioner Fowler expressed his discomfort with having only one bid for the project, and added the Board should look into the grant recommended by the grant writer.

Mr. Sharpless advised the project had been advertised per County regulations; and added he had shown the project site to three other contractors however none had provided a bid.  Mr. Sharpless stated he had not been aware of the existence of the EECBG grant.
Chairman Wainwright read the language that Mr. Brewer suggested should be used for the motion on this item, if the Board was interested in pursuing the EECBG grant.

Commissioner Udell moved the contract with Certified Air Contractors for the Treated Water Loop for the Suwannee County Jail, be tentatively approved subject to approval by the funding agency and receipt of a funding commitment acceptable to the County.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Fowler asked if no outside funding was procured for this project, will the bid still be awarded to Certified Air Contractors.

Discussion ensued regarding the language of the item and whether it was bid award or contract that was being approved.

Chairman Wainwright replied if no outside funding was procured; the County would become the funding agency.

Mr. Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk, advised that no contract regarding this project had been presented to the Board for review or approval.
At 9:55 a.m. Chairman Wainwright recessed the meeting for a break.

At 10:10 a.m. Chairman Wainwright reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 13 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the annual Donated Space Agreement with Meridian Behavioral Healthcare, Inc. for the Suwannee County Services Building located off Nobles Ferry Road.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the annual Donated Space Agreement with Meridian Behavioral Healthcare, Inc. for the Suwannee County Services Building located off Nobles Ferry Road.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 14 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of an agreement with Borge Larsen for the lease of Hangar “C-2” at Suwannee County Airport.

Ms. Kasey Stewart stated Mr. Borge Larsen had been in a partnership with Mr. Mike Shearer, and the lease was under Mr. Shearer’s name.  Ms. Stewart added the partnership had dissolved and Mr. Larsen would take over occupancy of the hangar, and the new lease would reflect this.
Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the agreement with Borge Larsen for the lease of Hangar “C-2” at Suwannee County Airport.  Commissioner Fowler seconded for discussion.
Mr. Jim Fessler stated no partnership existed between Mr. Larsen and Mr. Shearer, and added this agreement was an attempt to circumvent his name on the waiting list for this hangar.
Commissioner Maxwell withdrew his motion and Commissioner Fowler withdrew his second.
It was the consensus of the Board to hear this item at a later date.

Agenda Item No. 15 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss with possible Board action, the integration of the current Village Volunteer Fire Department into the County system.

Mr. Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, introduced Mr. James Schenk representing the Advent Christian Village Fire Department.  
Commissioner Caruthers agreed with the concept of integrating the Village’s Volunteer Fire Department into the County’s system; however, he expressed some reservations at the request for a limited area of coverage, which may hamper the County’s needs.
Chairman Wainwright asked if the Volunteer Fire Department became part of the County’s system, would the County have to provide equipment and insurance.

Mr. Schenk replied the equipment used by Village’s Volunteer Fire Department is up to par; and further added the Fire Truck had recently gone through an E-1 inspection and refurbishing.

Commissioner Udell asked to hear Commissioner Fowler’s opinion on the issue.
Commissioner Fowler stated he fully supported the integration of the Village’s Volunteer Fire Department into the County’s Fire Rescue.

Chairman Caruthers stated if the Village’s Volunteer Fire Department was added to the County’s Fire Rescue; there area of coverage should be the same range as other Volunteer Fire Department.

 
It was the consensus of the Board for Mr. Conner to work with the Village’s Volunteer Fire Department on finalizing a proposed protocol, and present it to the Board at a later date.

Agenda Item No. 16 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval to advertise for a recently vacated Firefighter/Paramedic position at Suwannee County Fire Rescue.

Mr. Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, stated Mr. Joe Beuller had vacated his position as Firefighter/Paramedic, and Mr. Conner requested permission to advertise for this position.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve advertising for a recently vacated Firefighter/Paramedic position at Suwannee County Fire Rescue.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
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Agenda Item No. 17 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval to submit a Florida Department of Health EMS County Grant Application, in the amount of $10,320.00 for the cost of paramedic Certification Training.

Mr. Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, introduced Mrs. Candy McCalister to address the issue.

Mrs. McCalister advised this was a yearly grant, and the money received was based on a percent of the number of emergency calls received during the year.  Mrs. McAlister further advised the grant was in the amount of $10,320.00; however, the money that will be received is $8,672.00.

 Commissioner Udell moved to approve submittal of the Florida Department of Health EMS County Grant Application, in the amount of $10,320.00 for the cost of paramedic Certification Training.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 18 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, approval to advertise for the County Coordinator position.

Chairman Wainwright stated Mr. Murphy McLean would serve his last day as County Coordinator on January 18, 2010, at which time the position will become vacant.
Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve advertising for the County Coordinator position.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Caruthers asked Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, if the Board could use the list of candidates from the last County Coordinator interviews and offered the job to the next highest rank applicant.

Mr. Airth replied the Board must re-advertise for the position as there are potential candidates who would not be given the opportunity to apply for the job.

Agenda Item No. 19 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss with possible Board action, the office of County Coordinator.

Commissioner Udell asked what the status will be for the office of County Coordinator once Mr. McLean takes his leave.
Chairman Wainwright suggested the office could be run by the Board or one of the Commissioners.

Commissioner Udell stated without an ordinance no Board member could serve as a County Coordinator, and added an Interim County Coordinator should be appointed.

Commissioner Udell stated he contacted Mr. Donald Robinson and he agreed to serve as Interim County Coordinator until a new County Coordinator is hired, subject to Board approval.

Commissioner Udell moved to hire Mr. Donald Robinson as Interim County Coordinator not to exceed ninety (90) days.  The motion died for a lack of second.

Commissioner Maxwell stated the office of County Coordinator serves the Board but has no authority; therefore he did not see any conflict with a Board Member filling the position.

Chairman Wainwright stated Department Heads already manage each County Department, and a Board Member as County Coordinator would provide guidance on difficult issues.

Commissioner Udell stated the office of County Coordinator could not be handled on a part-time basis.  Commissioner Udell further stated if Department Heads already manage their departments then there was no need for the position of County Coordinator.

Commissioner Fowler advised the Board that when Mr. Donald Robinson retired from the position of County Coordinator, the Board approved for the Chairman to sign paperwork associated with office of County Coordinator.
Commissioner Caruthers asked Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, if the action taken by the Board of granting the Chairman the authority to sign purchase orders was against Florida Statutes.

Mr. Airth replied if the Chairman is not compensated for any additional duties then the Board could approve granting the Chairman the authority to sign purchase orders.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to provide the Chairman with the authority to sign purchase orders until a County Coordinator is hired.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Udell opposed.

At 11:30 a.m. Chairman Wainwright returned to Agenda Item No. 8 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval to advertise for Request for Proposals (RFP) for engineering services for Catalyst Site Project.
Chairman Wainwright stated the advertisement was site-specific for engineering services for the Catalyst Site.
Mr. Tim Alcorn advised the Board Railroad Engineering for the Catalyst site was being carried out by Skeen Engineering, a company contracted by the Economic Alliance.

Clerk Barry Baker stated that Railroad Engineering was part of the feasibility study; and any third parties carrying out work at the site must have an agreement with the County to carry out this work.

Mr. Alcorn replied the Economic Alliance would not be seeking grant reimbursement for the work performed.

Chairman Wainwright stated a Catalyst Site Workshop will be needed to clarify the roles of the various entities, agreements and the scope of work for the site.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve advertising for Request for Proposals (RFP) for site specific engineering services for Catalyst Site Project.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 11:55 a.m. Chairman Wainwright recessed the meeting for a lunch break.

At 1:35 p.m. Chairman Wainwright reconvened the meeting.

Commissioner Udell did not return after lunch.
Agenda Item No. 10 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of an Interlocal agreement between the Board of County Commissioners and the City of Live Oak for the Catalyst Site.
Mr. Hal Airth presented the Board with copies of the Interlocal Agreement for the Feasibility Study for the Catalyst Site, and apologized for the lateness in providing it to the Board stating he had just received it from the City.

Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, advised the Board there had been several meetings regarding the Catalyst Project in which the County had not been involved.  Also several changes to the proposed agreement were made during those meetings and the County was not informed of those changes.  
Mr. Airth further stated the Interlocal agreement had been amended after he had discussed all the proposed changes with the attorney for the City of Live Oak; who reviewed and found no conflict with the current Interlocal Agreement.

Chairman Wainwright asked Mr. Airth if the study shows it is more feasible for the County to be in charge of the utilities at the site, would part B under Scope of Work become obsolete.

Mr. Airth replied if the Catalyst Site’s utilities are self-contained; it would eliminate the need for any engineering work for utilities from the City of Live Oak to the Catalyst site.  Mr. Airth advised the Board that per City of Live Oak Policy, any utilities infrastructure built from the City to the Catalyst Site will become property of the City upon completion. 
Mr. Tim Alcorn stated the County could opt to provide self-contained utilities for the Catalyst Site; however, there were several problems that could arise such as complaints from neighbors due to the disposal of waste water at the site.
Chairman Wainwright stated Mr. Alcorn had a valid point; however if the County was to create further economic development a source of replenishable income would be needed. 

Discussion ensued on the need for a Catalyst Site workshop, and possible dates and times to hold the workshop.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to set the Catalyst Site Workshop on January 19, 2010 at 9:00 a.m. at the Live Oak City Hall.  Commissioner Fowler seconded.

Mr. Airth suggested the motion be amended to include additional dates in the event there is a schedule conflict.

Commissioner Caruthers withdrew his motion and Commissioner Fowler withdrew his second.

It was the consensus of the Board to return to this item.

At 2:00 p.m. Chairman Wainwright moved to Agenda Item No. 20 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any item that the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 25, Emergency Agenda Items).

There were three items to consider.
A) To consider approval of payment in the amount of $7,665.56 to Joanne Crabtree for the balance of overbid money from the sale of property once owned by Ms. Crabtree. (Tax Deed Application No. 1523/2001-1123)

B) To consider approval of Certificate of Acceptance of Subgrant for an Edwards Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Award in the amount of $101,057.00 for the Suwannee County Sheriff’s Office.

C) To consider approval of a Right Of Way for DOT for the widening and resurfacing on CR 252 from US 129 to CR 137.
Mr. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the Board this request by DOT was for additional ROWs that may be required to complete the project.  Mr. Sikes added such requests are handled internally, and no Board action was required as the ROW is already sufficient for the construction.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve adding items A and B to the Emergency Agenda.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried 4-0.

At 2:05 p.m. Chairman Wainwright returned to Agenda Item No. 10 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of an Interlocal Agreement between the Board of County Commissioners and the City of Live Oak for the Catalyst Site.

Ms. Kasey Stewart stated the City of Live Oak requested that City Council Members be included in the proposed Catalyst Site Workshop.

It was the consensus of the Board to discuss and address the Interlocal Agreement with the City of Live Oak during the proposed workshop.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to set the Catalyst Site Workshop on January 19, 2010 at 9:00 a.m. at the Live Oak City Hall, contingent on a representative from OTED being present.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried 4-0.

Agenda Item No. 11 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval for payment of Invoice No. 13751, in the amount of $6,921.00 to Creech Engineers, Inc. for engineering series for feasibility for the Suwannee County Rural Catalyst Site. 
Chairman Wainwright stated this item had been withdrawn.
Mr. Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk, asked if the City was planning to pay the invoice and bill the County at a later date.

Ms. Kasey Stewart replied the City of Live Oak would pay Creech Engineers, Inc. for the work performed; and billing to the County will be discussed at the workshop.

Clerk Barry Baker advised the Board that Mr. Hal Airth, Mrs. Leeta Bronson, and Ms. Kasey Stewart will hold a meeting to discuss this invoice.

           
Agenda Item No. 21 was to approve the minutes of the workshop held on December 5, 2009, and of the regular Board meeting held on December 15, 2009.


Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the minutes of the workshop held on December 5, 2009, and of the regular Board meeting held on December 15, 2009, as written; Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 22 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to the podium --- limit comments to five minutes.)


There were none.

Agenda Item No. 23 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.

There were none.

            Agenda Item No. 24 was for Staff Reports.

a) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had no report.


Commissioner Caruthers asked Mr. Airth if the County could pass an ordinance requiring motorcycle drivers to use a helmet when driving through the County.


Mr. Airth replied State Law regarding motorcycle helmets preempts local governments from passing such ordinances. 


b) Katherine Allen, Extension Office Director, was not present.
c) Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, had no report.

Commissioner Fowler asked Mr. Conner if the agreement for repayment had been completed for the Luraville Fire Department Building.


Mr. Conner replied he was still working on it.


Commissioner Fowler requested Mr. Conner get approval of the Agreement from the Volunteer Fire Governing Board.


Mr. Conner advised he would try.

d) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, advised the Board he was looking into a Construction Facility Grant for the construction of libraries and museums.  Mr. Hales stated the Grant was in the form of a loan-grant, with 50% of the funding in the form a grant and 50% in the form of a loan
Mr. Hales stated the loan would be at 3% to 4%; and he would present more information to the Board at a later date.  
e) Murphy McLean, County Coordinator, was not present.
f) Greg Scott, Parks & Recreation Director, stated Friday night would be the start of soccer, and there were currently 400 kids participating.  Mr. Scott further stated the permit process from SRWMD for Lake Louise was still ongoing.
g) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the Board that DOT had requested submission of additional projects for stimulus funding from the County Stimulus Fund.  Mr. Sikes stated the projects turned into DOT were for the completion of CR 252 to the western County line; and if that is not possible he also submitted a request to finish CR 250 from Wellborn to the County line.
Agenda Item No. 25 was for Emergency Agenda Items.

There were two items to discuss.

A) To consider approval of payment in the amount of $7,665.56 to Joanne Crabtree for the balance of overbid money from the sale of property once owned by Ms. Crabtree. (Tax Deed Application No. 1523/2001-1123)

Mr. Airth stated the property was originally under Ms. Crabtree’s maiden name, and she had provided proper documentation to establish her identity. Mr. Hal Airth recommended approval of payment to Ms. Crabtree.
Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve payment in the amount of $7,665.56 to Joanne Crabtree for the balance of overbid money from the sale of property once owned by Ms. Crabtree.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried 4-0.
B) To consider approval of Certificate of Acceptance of Subgrant for an Edwards Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Award in the amount of $101,057.00 for the Suwannee County Sheriff’s Office.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the Certificate of Acceptance of Subgrant for an Edwards Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Award in the amount of $101,057.00 for the Suwannee County Sheriff’s Office.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried 4-0.
Agenda Item No. 26 was for Board Members’ Requests and Comments.
Commissioner Maxwell stated he was concerned that the engineering work done for the Jail loop system was not carried out by a County engineer and questioned if the proposed repair was in the best interest of the County.

Commissioner Maxwell further stated that agenda items were lacking clarity, and made it difficult to discuss agenda items when the wording was vague.
Commissioner Fowler also expressed reservations about the Project as proposed.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 2:50 p.m.
