Airth, County Attorney, was also present. 

Chairman Wainwright called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. Chairman Wainwright led the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

Agenda Item No. 2 was to approve payment of Invoice No. 1409, in the amount of $6,921.00, to the City of Live Oak for reimbursement of engineering services for the Preliminary Utility Design Feasibility for the Catalyst Site project.
Agenda Item No. 3 was to accept an E911 Rural County Grant, in the amount of $35,778.00, for annual maintenance of equipment for 911-Addressing Department.

Agenda Item No. 4 was to approve the recommendation of County Attorney for payment to Swearingen & Associates, Inc., agent for Linda L. Hardy, in the amount of $11,190.19, for overbid funds from the sale of Tax Deed Application No. 1557/2006-1489.  .

Agenda Item No. 5 was to approve a Subordination Agreement for Raymond B. and Katie H. Smith, SHIP Clients.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve Consent Agenda Items No. 1 through 5.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS:

Agenda Item No. 6 was at 4:00 p.m. or soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to open bids, for Re-chassis for Rescue-1 Vehicle located at Fire Rescue Department. (Bid Solicitation No. 2010-03)  

Chairman Wainwright advised Mr. Charlie Conner, Pubic Safety Director, was not present as he was attending to an emergency call of a downed airplane.
Ms. Kasey Stewart, Administrative Assistant, stated three bids had been received and the results were as follows;

Ms. Stewart advised the Bid Review Committee would review the bids and present its recommendation to the Board at a future meeting.

Agenda Item No. 7 was at 4:00 p.m. or soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of Supplemental Agreement No. 4 with URS Corporation, in the amount of $184,441.00, for preparation of the Master Plan and Airport Layout Update for Suwannee County Airport, and adoption of resolution authorizing the Chairman to execute the grant application to the FAA for funding of this task under the FAA AIP program.  

Mr. Bill Prange, URS Corporation, stated the County had last updated the Airport Master Plan in 2001, and it was the recommendation of the FAA to update this plan every five to ten years.  Mr. Prange further stated the Board had received grant funds from the FAA; however, it had been unable to use them due to being non-compliant because of the planned ‘Through the Fence’ operation with Suwannee Landings.  
Mr. Prange advised the objectives of the Airport Master Plan included the potential extension of runway 725, as well as the necessity of the existing turf runway, and the long term self-sufficiency of the airport, further he added the total cost of the project would be $184,441.00.  He stated $175,190.00 or 95% of the funding for the project will be through the FAA’s AIP grant; 4,610.00 or 2.5% will be funded by FDOT and the remaining 2.5% will come from the County.
Mr. Prange stated the project would be carried out in five phases and was expected to begin by September 2010, and be completed in approximately 12 months.

Commissioner Fowler stated the Board would have to budget the required 4,610.00 for this project.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve Supplemental Agreement No. 4 with URS Corporation, in the amount of $184,441.00, for preparation of the Master Plan and Airport Layout Update for Suwannee County Airport, and adoption of resolution authorizing the Chairman to execute the grant application to the FAA for funding of this task under the FAA AIP program, contingent upon receiving the necessary resolution.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Due to Mr. Terry Burgess, Chairman VFGB, being on-site at a probably plane crash site, Chairman Wainwright skipped to Agenda Item No. 9 which was at 4:00 p.m. or soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of the agreement with Comfort Temp, in the amount of $338,648.00, for repair of four pipe A/C system located at the Suwannee County Jail.  

Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, was not present.  The agenda item was presented by Mr. Marcus Durham, Building Maintenance.  

Mr. Durham advised there was a correction to the agreement changing the retention fee from 5% to 10%.

Chairman Wainwright asked Mr. Durham to clarify if the pipe system was being replaced or simply being repaired.

Mr. Durham replied the pipe system was being replaced in its entirety.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the agreement with Comfort Temp, in the amount of $338,648.00, for repair of four pipe A/C system located at the Suwannee County Jail.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Caruthers asked Mr. Durham if the Maintenance Department had been contacted by the Boys and Girls Club.

Mr. Durham replied he was unaware of any calls by the Boys and Girls Club to the Maintenance Department.

Agenda Item No. 10 was at 4:00 p.m. or soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, for discussion regarding interpretation of County Personnel Rules and Regulations.  

Chairman Wainwright stated an issue had arose regarding pay increase in the case of an internal promotion, and the employee having received more than the 5% increase stated in the County Personnel Policy.  Chairman Wainwright advised he had received a letter from the labor attorney, Mr. Rob Larkin, advising the County to either eliminate the compensation clause for promotion, or to limit the size of the compensation.  The labor attorney further advised another alternative was for the employee to resign, and be rehired to the position as a way to circumvent county policy.
Commissioner Caruthers stated this issue had been addressed and settled during the County Personnel Policy workshop indicating that employees would receive a 5% pay increase upon being promoted, and only newly hired employees were eligible to receive the mid-range pay for their position.  Commissioner Caruthers added the Personnel Policies were crafted by the Labor Attorney who in turn interprets the policies differently from case to case, and further perhaps a new labor attorney should be hired to draft the County’s policies.
Chairman Wainwright stated the issue must be addressed and thoroughly solved and added policy must clearly and easily understood.
Commissioner Caruthers advised the new draft of the County Personnel Policy, created during the Policy workshop, had not yet been received by the Board.

Commissioner Fowler stated in-house hiring does not mean an employee is a new hire, as it shows preference for in-house applicants and excludes outside hires.  He further stated per County policy only new hires are eligible to receive mid-range salary for any employment position.

Discussion ensued regarding the definition of a new hire, in-house applicants, and the wording of the policy for increase in pay through promotion.

Commissioner Udell stated this was an issue that should be handled by the County Coordinator.

Kristie Harrison, Administrative Services Director, advised the Board should follow the advice of the labor attorney on this issue.
Commissioner Caruthers moved to treat in-house hires as promotions and to correct the overpaid promotional raise given to the recently promoted employee by granting a 5% raise.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion passed 3-2 with Commissioner Maxwell and Chairman Wainwright opposed.
At 4:55 p.m. Chairman Wainwright recessed the meeting for a break.

At 5:07 p.m. Chairman Wainwright reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 11 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 4:00 p.m. or soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss with possible Board action, take actions as maybe required, resulting from Catalyst workshop held on April 15, 2010.  

Chairman Wesley Wainwright advised there were two issues the Board had to address under this agenda item.  Chairman Wainwright stated the first issue to be addressed was the purchase of the 100 acre parcel, in the amount of $449,950.00, property that will be used as the site for the Catalyst Project.
Commissioner Caruthers stated the Board had previously approved the purchase of the property, contingent upon receiving a letter from CSX stating their commitment to placing railways to the Catalyst Site.

Commissioner Udell asked if the letter requested from CSX had been received.

Chairman Wainwright advised a letter from CSX had been received upon which they state their intent to place railways to service the Catalyst Site.  However, there are certain conditions that have to be met, such as a 90 car load rail capacity.

No action taken by the Board.
Chairman Wainwright addressed the second issue which was to consider approval of a task order for Guardian Community Resource Management, Inc. in the amount of $8,000.00 for the preparation of an EDA Grant pre-application and application for the Catalyst Site.

Mr. Tony Brinson, Catalyst Site Project Grant Administrator, advised this grant would be used for design and engineering of the Catalyst Site.

Commissioner Caruthers asked Mr. Brinson if the funds received by the County from the state grant can be used as matching funds for the EDA grant.

Mr. Brinson relied the funds received from the state grant can be used as matching funds for the EDA grant.
Commissioner Fowler asked which funds would be used to pay the $8,000.00 for the grant application.
Mr. Tim Alcorn, Economic Alliance, stated the funds reserved for economic development could be used to pay for the fee.

Mr. Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk, reminded the Board the money reserved for economic development was already committed to the purchase of the property to be used for the Catalyst Project.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the task order for Guardian Community Resource Management, Inc. in the amount of $8,000.00 for the preparation of an EDA Grant pre-application and application for the Catalyst Site, with the fee of $8,000.00 to be paid from the General Fund.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 12 was at 4:00 p.m. or soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss with possible Board action, clearing of utility easements in County right-of-way.  

Mr. Mike Jordan, SVEC Supervisor, advised SVEC policy required a 10 ft. easement on either side of a power pole but SVEC did not clear the easements due to the high cost associated with clearing land; however, once the easement was cleared SVEC provided maintenance.

Commissioner Caruthers advised the issue was who was responsible for clearing an easement in a County right-of-way.

Mr. John Martz, SVEC CEO, stated the reason the County right-of-way were used was because at times homeowner are not able to obtain an easement from adjacent property owner.

Commissioner Udell noted that Mr. Dees was not present; therefore the issue could not be fully addressed.

Commissioner Caruthers advised if the County will allow homeowner to clear County right-of-ways then a policy must be established by the Board.

Mr. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated Florida Statutes required the Board to allow utility companies to make use of the County right-of-way, but the County should not obligated to clear the right-of-way to be used by utility companies.
No action taken by the Board.

Agenda Item No. 13 was at 5:30 p.m. or soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, presentation of a status report from the Boys & Girls Club of North Central Florida.  

Ms. Lisa English, Chief Professional Officer, thanked the Board for its support of the Boys and Girls Club and advised currently the club serves 380 members.  Ms. English added the Boys and Girls Club provides children with life skills and promoted education.  She requested permission from the Board to allow volunteers to clean and repaint the entryway at the Douglass Center.
Mrs. Mabel Fields, Boys and Girls Club of North Central Florida Regional Manager, advised the Board the Boys and Girls Club receives an administrative grant that cover 75% of the administrative cost, the remaining cost the club must raise on its own.  Mrs. Fields requested the Board $15,000.00 to $18,000.00 in support, and added the organization will approach all government entities in their request for help.

It was the consensus of the Board to allow volunteers to clean and paint the entryway located at the Douglass Center.

At 6:02 p.m. Chairman Wainwright moved to Agenda Item No. 22 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was to consider approval of an Interlocal Agreement with Columbia and Hamilton Counties for creation of Florida’s Suwannee River Valley Marketing Group for the Tourist Development Council.  

Mr. Charles Thomas, Suwannee County Tourist Development Council, advised once the marketing group is formed the finances will be handled by Columbia County.

Chairman Wainwright stated the voting for the member counties was not proportional, and the County with the largest population had the most votes.

Commissioner Fowler stated Suwannee and Hamilton County would have a total of two votes, and Columbia County would have a total of three votes.

Mr. Thomas advised the marketing has applied for a matching grant in the amount of $50,000.00, Columbia County TDC will provide $40,000.00 of the matching funds Suwannee County TDC will provide $6,000.00 and Hamilton County TDC $4,000.00.  Mr. Thomas further stated no money was being requested from the Board.

Commissioner Fowler stated the Tourist Development Board funds are a part of County funds and are handled by the County.  He further added no money figure is given in the agreement.
Discussion ensued regarding the number of votes for each member counties and a funding source.
No action taken by the Board.

At 6:30 p.m. Chairman Wainwright recessed the meeting for a supper break.

At 7:30 p.m. Chairman Wainwright reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 8 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS was at 4:00 p.m. or soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider the request to purchase twenty-nine (29) sets of complete turn-out gear, together with ten (10) Scots air packs.  

Mr. Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, stated the requested bunker gear had been reduced from 41 sets to 29 sets; and advised all gear was to required standards.
Commissioner Caruthers asked if the bunker gear will be purchased from State contracts.

Mr. Conner replied the quoted price for the sets of gear was below state contract prices.  The scot air packs were an average of $4,600.00 each; however they could be sole source items.

Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, asked Mr. Conner if the gear had been subject to a bid.

Mr. Conner replied each individual item was within his purchasing power, and therefore had not advertised for a bid on this gear.

Mr. Airth replied it was not possible to purchase the items in this matter, as the total cost exceeds Mr. Conner’s purchasing authority.

Chairman Wainwright asked Mr. Conner if the money for these purchases had been budgeted.

Mr. Conner replied the funds were not in the budget as most of the money is committed to the construction of the Luraville Fire Station.

Mr. Cletus McCook, Volunteer Fire Governing Board, stated, if the Board could finance the purchase of the items, once the VFGB finishes paying the note for the purchased fire trucks money will be available to cover the purchase of this items.  He further added the gear will remain with the Fire Station and will be reissued once a volunteer leaves.

Commissioner Fowler moved to purchase the scot air packs as sole source items.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Fowler moved to advertise for bids for the 29 sets of bunker gear.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to finance the purchase of the bunker gear and scot air packs in the same manner as the financing was carried out for the construction of the Luraville Fire Station, and to be repaid in no longer than three years.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 14 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was for the Chairman to call for emergency items.  (Any items the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 28, Emergency Agenda Items.)  

There were two items to consider.
A) To consider approval of a 48-month rental agreement, in the monthly amount of $232.95, with McCrimon’s office Systems for rental of a Lanier Color Copier for Fire Rescue. (Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director)
B) To consider moving Board meetings held during election days to the day after elections. (Commissioner Udell)

Commissioner Udell moved to approve adding the two above mentioned items to the Emergency Agenda.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 15 was to approve the minutes of the regular Board meeting and County Coordinator Interviews held on April 6, 2010. 


Commissioner Fowler noted an error on page 20 as Mr. Joe Gerrity had served as City Council Member and not as a City Manager.


Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve, with corrections, the minutes the regular Board meeting and County Coordinator Interviews held on April 6, 2010.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


[Deputy Clerk Jhony Cuenca made the appropriated changes.]
Agenda Item No. 16 was for Public Concerns and Comments.  (Come forward to the podium – limit comments to five minutes.)
Mr. Shawn Crocker addressed agenda item no. 12 and stated Florida Statute 337.401 granted the Board authority to impose a utility company to clear the right-of-way in County property.

Agenda Item No. 17 was for Constitutional Officers Reports.
There were none.

Agenda Item No. 18 was for Staff Reports.
a) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, reported foreclosure action on the Nathan Oaks subdivision would begin on Monday 26, 2010, and any actions by the County would occur after the foreclosure is finalized.
b) Katherine Allen, Extension Office Director, reported the Suwannee County 4-H group will attend a national meat judging competition in Denver.  She further stated the extension office was working with watermelon growers to create a food safety manual; and on April 23, 2010 there will be a health fair at the Advent Christian Village.
Commissioner Maxwell congratulated Ms. Allen on the programs and the results by the extension office.

c) Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, had nothing to report.
Chairman Wainwright congratulated Mr. Conner on the job to enclose the McAlpin Fire Station.

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Conner to report of the plane crash.

Mr. Conner replied it had been a false alarm; a citizen had witnessed a crop-dusting airplane and mistook it for an airplane going down.

d) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, reported the youth services program had been asked to produce the summer library program.  He added the letter of support for the Dowling Park Library had been submitted to Representative Debbie Boyd, but the first choice for funding remained the USDA grant.
Mr. Hales stated State Aid to Libraries was being discussed and requested to contact house members to show support for further funding to libraries.

e) Greg Scott, Parks and Recreation Director, reported the response to SRWMD with regards to Lake Louise had been provided.  He added on May 22, 2010 a raft race will take place at Royal Springs; also a sign at the Sportsplex damaged during an accident had been replaced.
Mr. Scott stated there was interested on a campground along the greenway located at Branford, but he did not yet have all the information.

Chairman Wainwright directed Mr. Scott to speak with Mr. Ronal Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director.


Mr. Scott advised a request from students at the Boy’s Ranch for the Board to hold the Board meetings at the Boy’s Ranch.

f) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, had nothing to report.
Agenda Item No. 19 was to discuss with possible Board action, to determine the rates for Fire Protection and Solid Waste Assessments for Fiscal Year 2010-11.  

Chairman Wesley Wainwright stated the Board needed to address this issue as the State deadline to set special assessments was approaching.
Commissioner Fowler stated that general funds are currently supplementing the Fire budget, as the current fire assessment was not providing enough funding the cover the operations for Fire protection.

Mr. Jin Swanko, Advent Christian Village, stated further fire services will be required at the Village, and currently the fees are not enough to properly fund the required needs of the County. 

Commissioner Udell stated if the assessment is properly funding Fire services then the assessment must be recalculated to cover expenses.

Discussion ensued regarding funding sources for Fire Services.

Commissioner Udell stated the Board must work within its means and should try to find solutions before considering increasing assessment fees.

No action taken by the Board.

At 8:45 p.m. Chairman Wainwright recessed the meeting for a break.

At 8:55 p.m. Chairman Wainwright reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 20 under GENEREAL BUSINESS which was to consider approval of an agreement with Sandy and Craig Sellers, in the amount of $162.00 per month, for lease of Hangar “A-6” located at Suwannee County Airport.  

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the agreement with Sandy and Craig Sellers, in the amount of $162.00 per month, for lease of Hangar “A-6” located at Suwannee County Airport.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 21 was to discuss with possible Board action, using Tourist Development Council funds for Coliseum project.

Chairman Wesley Wainwright asked the item to be withdrawn, due to the fact that the Tourist Development Council has no funds to spare.
Agenda Item No. 23 was to consider approval of Amendment No.1 to Agreement with the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission for the Florida Boating Improvement Program (FBIP) grant extending the completion date for the Lake Louise Boat Ramp to June 15, 2011.  

Greg Scott, Parks and Recreation Director, advised the agreement was for a one year extension to the completion date for the Lake Louise Project.
Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Scott if the extension also applied to the grant received for the project.

Mr. Scott replied that the extension protected the grant received for this project.

Commissioner Maxwell moved to approve the Amendment No.1 to Agreement with the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission for the Florida Boating Improvement Program (FBIP) grant extending the completion date for the Lake Louise Boat Ramp to June 15, 2011.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No 24 was to consider the recommendation of the Bid Review Committee in awarding the bid for the Suwannee County Airport Fuel Shelter to 3 Rivers Construction Services, LLC, in the amount of $36,168.10.  (Bid Solicitation No. 2010-02)  

Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk, advised the recommendation by the Bid Review Committee was to grant the bid for the Suwannee County Airport Fuel Shelter to 3 Rivers Construction Services, LLC, in the amount of $36,168.10.   
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve awarding the bid for the Suwannee County Airport Fuel Shelter to 3 Rivers Construction Services, LLC, in the amount of $36,168.10.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

Agenda Item No. 25 was to consider approval of the certified list supplied by Tax Collector of tax certificates owned by Suwannee County that are more than two (2) years old, and determination by Board as to which certificates applications for tax deeds shall be made.  

Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk, advised there were several tax certificates owned by the County; however, the County only had to make applications on 79 of these certificates.  These certificates had met all the requirements per Florida Statutes, and the Board must make application on these certificates for a total cost of $47,400.00; however, the Board may not need to pay all the money and further it will be able to recover some of this expense as the certificates are sold.
Mr. Tyson explained the process by which the Board makes applications on tax deed certificates, and the fees associated with this process.  Mr. Tyson stated previously the Boar has only applied for tax certification that met the qualifications as stated in Florida Statutes.
Mr. Jim Ward asked when a property entered into the LOLA list.
Mr. Tyson replied County held certificates that do not sell are placed on the LOLA list, and after three years those properties are deeded to the County.

Commissioner Fowler moved to apply for the 79 county held tax deed certificates, less homestead properties.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 26 was to consider approval of an annual Service Agreement for Technical Support with TriTech Emergency Medical Systems, in the amount of $4,040.99, for billing system (ORTIVUS).  

Ms. Tara Thompson, Suwannee County Fire Rescue, advised the cost had been reduced for the ORTIVUS system by removing two users from the system, as well as, reducing the number of modules used.  She stated the new amount due was $4,040.99.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve the annual Service Agreement for Technical Support with TriTech Emergency Medical Systems, in the amount of $4,040.99, for billing system (ORTIVUS).  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 27 was for approval to submit to FDOT an invoice in the amount of $5,728.50 for FY 09/10 for the period of 07/01/2009 to 06/30/2010.  

T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, advised the invoice was for the annual maintenance agreement with FDOT for the maintenance of traffic lights and signals in the County.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve submitting to FDOT the invoice in the amount of $5,728.50 for FY 09/10 for the period of 07/01/2009 to 06/30/2010.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

            Agenda Item No. 28 was for Emergency Agenda Items.

There were two items to discuss.

A) To consider approval of a 48-month rental agreement, in the monthly amount of $232.95, with McCrimon’s Office Systems for rental of a Lanier Color Copier for Fire Rescue. 

Ms. Tara Thompson, Suwannee County Fire Rescue, advised the agreement was for a Lanier copier that will replace the existing Xerox copier.  She stated the purchase price of the Lanier copier was $8,290.00, but a separate maintenance agreement in the amount of $70.00 will still be required; and added the maintenance agreement was included in the rental monthly fee.

Chairman Wainwright stated it would be price convenient for the Board to purchase the Lanier copier instead of renting it, since there was a $3,000.00 different between purchasing the machine and leasing it for two years.

Discussion ensued regarding the advantages of purchasing and leasing the copy machine.

Commissioner Maxwell asked to find out how much money was owed to Clerk Barry Baker to cover expenses in participating on the animal auction held at the County Fair.

Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously.a a
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 09:55 p.m.
