Emergency Meeting-57th Drive-Walking Trail

The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for an Emergency Meeting, and the following were present: Chairman Wesley Wainwright; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Ivie Fowler; Commissioner Douglas Udell; and Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present.  Commissioner Maxwell was not present.
Chairman Wainwright called the meeting to order at 11:00 a.m. and advised the purpose of the meeting was to approve through a letter to DOT from the Board signed by the Chairman some redesigns for the bike/walking trail from U.S.27 south along U.S. 129 to William Guy Lemmon Memorial Park at the Santa Fe River.  The redesign is to include reconstruction and widening of 57th Drive to 296th Street. To provide for trail access to the Park.  Mr. Greg Scott, Parks and Recreation Director provided more detail and stated the particulars of the issue were provided in his executive summary which was attached to the agenda for the Board’s consideration.
Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the redesign proposed by DOT, and authorize the Chairman to sign a letter on behalf of the Board endorsing the redesign approval. Commissioner Fowler seconded.

Commissioner Caruthers questioned the advertising of the Emergency Meeting. Ms. Kasey Stewart, Board Staff Assistant advised the media was notified 24 hours in advance, and signs noticing the meeting were posted yesterday around the County buildings and Courthouse.  Commissioner Caruthers questioned if Mr. Airth needed to be present and if he was asked to be present.  Ms. Stewart advised Mr. Airth was notified yesterday verbally of the meeting but his attendance was not required by law. Mr. Airth arrived during this discussion.   Mr. Airth advised the meeting was lawfully noticed to the public under the circumstances by the actions taken by Ms. Stewart.  Chairman Wainwright called for a vote and the motion carried unanimously. 

Commissioner Udell motioned to adjourn the Emergency Meeting.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. The Emergency Meeting adjourned at 11:05 a.m.
