Tentative Budget Hearing

The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a Tentative Budget Hearing for the 2010-2011 Fiscal Year, and the following were present: Chairman Wesley Wainwright; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers, Commissioner Ivie Fowler; Commissioner Billy Maxwell; Commissioner Douglas Udell; Clerk Barry A. Baker, Mike Tyson, and Betty Carver, Deputy Clerks.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present. 

Chairman Wainwright convened the budget hearing and called upon Clerk Barry Baker, Budget Officer. 
Clerk Baker announced the proposed millage rate of 8.8081 mils and Proposed Budget of $48,196,370.00.  Clerk Baker then announced the Rolled-back rate of 8.8081 mils, and stated there is no increase of the proposed millage rate over the rollback rate.

Clerk Baker then advised the Board that the Proposed Budget amount had been amended to $47,104,780 for this Tentative Budget on a basis of 8.000 mils as had been the direction of the Board from the prior budget workshops of August 10th and 11th 2010.

Chairman Wainwright opened the floor for comment beginning with 

Constitutional Officers. There were none present to comment and the floor was closed.

Chairman Wainwright next called for comments from any Outside Agencies.  There were none and the floor was closed.   He next called for any comments from any County Departments. There were none and the floor was closed. He next called for any comments from the Public.  There were none and the floor was closed.


Chairman Wainwright next asked if there were any changes the Board Members wished to offer regarding the Tentative Millage or the Tentative Budget.


Commissioner Udell asked if any personnel pay increases had been included in the Tentative Budget.  Clerk Baker replied that an across the board increase of twenty five cents per hour had been included as the Board had directed in the workshops and due to the payroll cycle those would be effective as of October 4th, 2010.  Commissioner Udell expressed his approval as the increase was needed.

Commissioner Fowler commented that the Board had made budget cuts and reduced the millage. He added that the Board has held down expenses through attrition of staff and the twenty five cents per hour pay increase for those staff picking up the slack was minimal and well deserved. 


Chairman Wainwright asked the Board’s pleasure on the Resolution for the new proposal of a Tentative Millage of 8.000 mills.   Commissioner Caruthers motioned to adopt a Tentative Millage Resolution setting the millage at 8.000 mils.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution No. 2010-40)


Chairman Wainwright asked the Board’s pleasure on the Resolution adopting the Tentative Budget.  Commissioner Udell motioned to adopt the Resolution setting the Tentative Budget for FY 2010-2011 at $47,104,780.  Commissioner fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution 2010-41)

Chairman Wainwright then recessed out of Board of County Commissioners Tentative Budget Hearing and opened the hearing for the Solid Waste Collection and Disposal Benefit Units Board. 


Joseph Gerrity, Jr., County Coordinator, announced the proposed Household Assessment Rate of $130.00, for Solid Waste Collection and Disposal which was no increase from the prior year. 


Chairman Wainwright opened the floor for any public comments on the Solid Waste Collection and Disposal Special Assessment Rates.  There were none and the floor was closed.


Chairman Wainwright asked the Board’s pleasure regarding the Resolution for the Solid Waste Collection and Disposal Special Assessment Rates.


Commissioner Maxwell motioned to adopt a Resolution setting the Solid Waste Collection and Disposal Special Assessment Rates at $130 per household.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution No. 2010-46)


Chairman Wainwright then closed the hearing on the Solid Waste Collection and Disposal Special Assessment Rates and opened the hearing for the Suwannee County Municipal Services Benefit Unit for Fire Protection Board. 

Joseph Gerrity, Jr., County Coordinator, announced the proposed Fire Protection Special Assessment Rates as follows: Residential Urban and Rural Rate (per dwelling unit) of $39.0203 and Non Residential (per square foot up to 40,000) $.0732.  Transient occupancy (per unit) $140.0988.  Land: less than 160 (per parcel) $12.4356. Land: greater than 160 (per acre) $.0953. He noted there is no increase from prior year rates.

Chairman Wainwright opened the floor for Public comment.  There was none and the floor was closed.  Chairman Wainwright asked the Board’s pleasure regarding the Resolution for the Suwannee County Municipal Services Benefit Unit for Fire Protection.
Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the Resolution setting the rates for the Suwannee County Municipal Services Benefit Unit for Fire Protection as detailed by Mr. Gerrity.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution No. 2010-47)

Chairman Wainwright then closed the hearing for Suwannee County Municipal Services Benefit Unit for Fire Protection Board and reconvened the Tentative Budget Hearing of the Board of County Commissioners.  

Chairman Wainwright then addressed the recommendation of the Suwannee County Municipal Services Benefit Unit for Fire Protection Board.   Commissioner Caruthers motioned to include the recommendation into the Tentative Budget.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Wainwright then addressed the recommendation of the Solid Waste Collection and Disposal Special Assessment Board.  Commissioner Fowler motioned to include the recommendation into the Tentative Budget.
Chairman Wainwright then recessed the Tentative Budget Hearing and convened the Municipal Services Benefit Unit for Road Improvements Board to consider setting rates for the four road improvement districts and confirming the assessment roll for each.

The first was to consider adoption of a resolution establishing the rates for the assessment roll for the Municipal Services District known as the 147th Road Municipal Services Benefit Unit for the Year 2010. 

Joseph Gerrity, Jr., County Coordinator, advised the rate was the same as the prior year, and the property ownership roll was included as an exhibit in the proposed Resolution. 

Chairman Wainwright opened the floor for public comment.  There were none and the floor was closed.


Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the rate and attached roll as provided in the Resolution for 147th Road Municipal Services Benefit Unit for the Year 2010.   Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution No. 2010-51)

Chairman Wainwright addressed the second road district Resolution for 
establishing the rates for the assessment roll for the Municipal Services District known as the 113th Road / 122nd Terrace / 122nd Trail Municipal Services Benefit Unit for the Year 2010.  Joseph Gerrity, Jr., County Coordinator, advised the rate was the same as the prior year, and the property ownership roll was included as an exhibit in the proposed Resolution.

Chairman Wainwright opened the floor for public comment.  There were none and the floor was closed.

Commissioner Fowler motioned to approve the rate and attached roll as 
provided in the Resolution for the Municipal Services District known as the 113th Road / 122nd Terrace / 122nd Trail Municipal Services Benefit Unit for the Year 2010.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution No. 2010-50)

Chairman Wainwright addressed the third road district Resolution for establishing the rates for the assessment roll for the Municipal Services District known as the 133rd Lane Municipal Services Benefit Unit for the Year 2010.
Joseph Gerrity, Jr., County Coordinator, advised the rate was the same as the prior year, and the property ownership roll was included as an exhibit in the proposed Resolution.

Chairman Wainwright opened the floor for public comment.  There were none and the floor was closed.

Commissioner Caruthers motioned to approve the rate and attached roll as 

provided in the Resolution for the Municipal Services District known as the 133rd Lane Municipal Services Benefit Unit for the Year 2010.   Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution No. 2010-48)

Chairman Wainwright addressed the fourth road district Resolution for establishing the rates for the assessment roll for the Municipal Services District known as the 78th Street / 76th Terrace Municipal Services Benefit Unit for the Year 2010. Joseph Gerrity, Jr., County Coordinator, advised the rate was the same as the prior year, and the property ownership roll was included as an exhibit in the proposed Resolution.

Chairman Wainwright opened the floor for public comment.  There were none and the floor was closed.

Commissioner Fowler motioned to approve the rate and attached roll as 

provided in the Resolution for the Municipal Services District known as the 78th Street / 76th Terrace Municipal Services Benefit Unit for the Year 2010.   Commissioner Caruthers seconded and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution No. 2010-49)

Chairman Wainwright then closed the hearing for the Municipal Services Benefit Unit for Road Improvements Board and reconvened the Tentative Budget Hearing of the Board of County Commissioners.  He asked the pleasure of the Board regarding the recommendations of the Municipal Services Benefit Unit for Road Improvements Board regarding the four road improvement districts.
Commissioner Udell motioned to adopt the rates and rolls of all four itemized road improvement districts as recommended by the Municipal Services Benefit Unit for Road Improvements Board for the Tentative Budget.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Wainwright then adjourned the Tentative Budget Hearing to reconvene and resume the Regular Board Meeting that was in recess.

There being no further business to attend to, the Tentative Budget hearing adjourned at 5:45 p.m.
