Emergency Meeting-Amend Agmt 2009-43 –Catalyst Grant

The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for an Emergency Meeting, and the following were present: Chairman Wesley Wainwright; Commissioner Jesse Caruthers; Commissioner Ivie Fowler; Commissioner Billy Maxwell; Commissioner Douglas Udell; and Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, was also present.  
Chairman Wainwright called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and advised the purpose of the meeting was to consider approval of the first amendment to the Funding Program Grant between OTTED and the County which was originally adopted on April 15, 2009, Agreement No. 2009-43 providing an additional $165,000 for the Catalyst Site Project.  Mr. Dennis Cason explained he had just been furnished with the agreement amendment on Wednesday and there was an immediate deadline for returning the executed agreement.
Commissioner Caruthers motioned to approve the amendment to the agreement as requested.  Commissioner Fowler second.

Mr. Tom Burnett, citizen, questioned the whole idea of the Catalyst Site Project and the County’s involvement in economic development, and argued that if it is such a good idea why private investors were not developing property for economic development.
Several Commissioners offered the rational for the County creating opportunities for commercial and industrial businesses to locate in our County.  Mr. Burnett was not convinced.
Chairman Wainwright called for a vote and the motion to approve the amendment carried unanimously. (See Agreement 2009-43 Amendment No.1)
Commissioner Udell motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

With no further business to attend to, the meeting adjourned at 9:10 a.m.
