Agenda Item No. 11 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider adoption of a resolution proclaiming the month of November, 2009 as “National Hospice/Palliative Care Month” in Suwannee County.  
Larry Geiger, Public Relations Coordinator – Hospice of the Nature Coast, introduced Ms. Amanda Davis, Regional Manager.
Ms. Davis read the proclamation into the record.

Commissioner Fowler moved to approve adoption of a resolution proclaiming the month of November, 2009 as “National Hospice/Palliative Care Month” in Suwannee County.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Ronald Meeks, Planning and Zoning Director, stated the subdivision was located on 2-4S-14E and is a 20.4 acres subdivision, divided into four 5 acres parcels and added the subdivision has shared driveways, and those had been completed.   Mr. Meeks further stated the plat was in compliance with F.S. 177 and the County’s LDRs.
Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve the Final Plat of Windswept Place in District 5.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, stated the recommendation of the Bid Review Committee was to award the bid for the Luraville Volunteer Fire Department to GRG Building and Contracting from Jacksonville, Fl in the amount of $236,348.00.
Commissioner Udell moved to award the bid for the Luraville Volunteer Fire Department to GRG Building and Contracting from Jacksonville, Fl in the amount of $236,348.00.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Fowler advised Mr. Conner to meet with Clerk’s office to discuss financing and payments for the construction of the Fire Department.

Agenda Item No. 16 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval to purchase a 2008 Dodge Ram Chassis off State contract from Orange Park Dodge in the amount of $31,394.00.  
Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, stated he had previously discussed the purchase of the chassis with the Board, and the money for the purchase had been budgeted.  
Commissioner Fowler asked Mr. Conner why he was purchasing a 2008 chassis, and not a newer model.

Mr. Conner replied a newer chassis would cost approximately $10,000 to $12,000 more than the current price.  Mr. Conner further stated he considered the 2008 Dodge chassis far superior than the other choices available.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve the purchase of a 2008 Dodge Ram Chassis off State contract from Orange Park Dodge to not exceed the amount of $31,394.00.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 17 which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of agreement, on a time and materials basis, with First Communications for maintenance of communication towers in Suwannee County.  
Mr. Murphy McLean, County Coordinator, advised he contacted First Communications and received a quote to provide maintenance of the communication towers in the County.  Mr. McLean stated the rates provided by First Communication were $125 per hour, and $187.50 per hour for after hours, weekends and holidays.
Commissioner Wainwright asked who would be responsible for contacting this company if services are needed.

Mr. McLean replied Sheriff Cameron had agreed to be in charge of contacting First Communication when services are needed.

Chairman Caruthers asked Mr. Airth what action the Board could take on this issue.
Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, stated the Board did not need take any action of the issue, as long as; Mr. McLean did not exceed his purchasing limit.
No action taken by the Board.

At 9:35 a.m. Chairman Caruthers moved to Agenda Item No. 20 under GENERAL BUSINESS, which was for the Chairman calls for emergency items.  (Any items the Board agrees to consider will be heard under Agenda Item No. 32, Emergency Agenda Items.)

There were six items to consider.

A) Consider approval of a Certificate of Acceptance of Subgrant Award, in the amount of $331,854.00, for Security and Safety Enhancement for Suwannee County Sheriff’s Office.

B) Permission to advertise a vacant part-time Library Aide II position for the Madison Library.  (John D. hales, Jr., Director of Libraries)

C) Appointment of Steve Cooper to serve as alternate on the Volunteer Fire Governing Board, term shall begin immediately.  (Wesley Wainwright, Commissioner)

D) Appointment of Wendell Hill, as alternate, on the Code Enforcement Board, term shall begin immediately.  (Wesley Wainwright, Commissioner)

E) Discuss with possible Board action, a letter of support to keep Blue Lodge Railroad Crossing open. (Chairman Caruthers)

F) Donation of a surplus boom truck to the City of Branford for Waste Management services.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve adding the six above mentioned items to the Emergency Agenda.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 21 was to approve minutes of meeting held on October 20, 2009.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve, as written, the minutes of the meeting held on October 20, 2009.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 22 was for Public Concerns and Comments. 
There were none

Agenda Item No. 23 was for Constitutional Officers’ Reports.
There were none.

Agenda Item No 24 was for Staff Reports.

a) Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, advised mediation had been scheduled for 

the lawsuit by the Tap Room bar.  Mr. Airth added that Commissioner Maxwell would represent the County at the mediation.

Chairman Caruthers asked Mr. Airth for an update on the Nathan Oaks subdivision.


Mr. Airth replied he was still waiting to hear from the developer after their last meeting.

b) Katherine Allen, Extension Office Director, was not present and Mrs. 

Kathy Rogers presented the staff report.

Mrs. Rogers advised the repair of the Extension Office roof had been completed.  


Mrs. Rogers stated there will be a presentation regarding Suwannee County blueberries at the North Florida Fair.  Mrs. Rogers further stated the second phase of the Rural Lite project would begin soon, and currently the extension office was looking for participants.

c) Charlie Conner, Public Safety Director, stated he was considering 

applying for a SAFER grant, a four year staffing grant.  Mr. Conner added the grant covers 90% of the salary the first year, 80% the second year, 50% the third year, and 30% on the fourth year, afterwards the County would cover the full cost of the salaries. 

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Conner if he could anticipate the number of staff he would need in the future.

Mr. Conner stated currently the County needs at least two more units to provide adequate cover for Dowling Park and Wellborn; he added he would need six persons a shift, and a total of three shifts.

Chairman Caruthers expressed his concern that after four years the County would have to cover the expenses for new staff and the equipment staff will need to carry out their duties.

Commissioner Fowler stated currently there were problems with fire protection for Dowling Park, and stated hiring more staff may be necessary to provide adequate services.


Commissioner Maxwell stated he saw a future need for the SAFER grant and the added personnel.


At 10:00 a.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed the meeting for a break.

At 10:17 a.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting and returned to Agenda Item No. 18 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss with possible Board action, use of room at Douglass Center Complex for American Cancer Society.  

Margaret Shaw, Area Patient Services Representative, stated the American Cancer Society provided patient services to cancer patients within the County, and currently the American Cancer Society was only reaching 40% of patients in the area.  

Ms. Shaw requested the Board to donate office space located at the Douglass Center to be used by the American Cancer Society.  Ms. Shaw added the office space would be used 18 hours per week.

Commissioner Udell asked Ms. Shaw if the costs of utilities will be covered by the American Cancer Society.
Ms. Shaw replied the Society was also requesting for the County to waive all fees for utilities associated with the use of the office space.

Chairman Caruthers asked Ms. Shaw who would handle the maintenance and repair of the office space.

Ms. Shaw replied the American Cancer Society would take the room as is, and handle the maintenance and repair.
Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, stated the Board did not have to take action on this issue at this time.  He added Mr. Murphy McLean, County Coordinator, can work out the details with Ms. Shaw, and present the action to the Board for approval at a future date.

No Action taken by the Board.

Agenda Item No. 19 which was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to discuss with possible Board action, purchasing the Harrell property located on US Hwy 90 West.  

Chairman Jesse Caruthers advised the State selected the Harrell property as the choice location for the Catalyst Project, and the Economic Alliance supported this choice and requested financial help from the County to move forward with the project.  Chairman Caruthers further advised he attended a meeting in Tallahassee regarding the Catalyst Project and after he left this meeting the site was changed from the US 90/I 10 location on the West side of the County, to the US 129/I 10 intersection on the North side of the County.  Chairman Caruthers stated the Board must make a decision on a location.
Commissioner Maxwell stated he was hard pressed to make a decision on the issue today.  He further stated more time was needed to look into the issue.

Commissioner Udell stated if the alternate location was a more feasible location for the project, then purchase of the Harell property may restrain the Board’s choices.  He added further information on the alternate location was needed before any decision was made.
Mr. Murphy McLean, County Coordinator, advised the Harell property would incur further costs than originally estimated, and added the selection of the Harell property had been done without the information of future growth for the area.
Mr. Dennis Cason, Economic Alliance, and Mr. Bob Farley, City of Live Oak City Administrator, provided a presentation to the Board comparing the estimated costs to develop the two locations considered for the Catalyst project. 

Commissioner Maxwell asked if there would be any grant money available to the County as the project moves forward.
Mr. Cason introduced Mrs. Diana Schultz, Tallahassee - ODT, to answer the question.

Mrs. Schultz replied ODT had awarded the original $300,000.00 grant for the feasibility study of the Harell property.  She stated further funding would depend on a commitment for future use to the site from the private sector. 

Commissioner Fowler stated a commitment from the State to provide funds for the new location is needed before the County commits to the new site.  He added commitment on funding was also needed from the counties who are taking part on the Catalyst project, though many have indicated they will not provide funding.

 Chairman Caruthers stated the item needed to be further discussed and asked if the Board would hear the agenda item at a future meeting.
It was the consensus of the Board to hear the issue on December 1, 2009.

At 12:20 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed the meeting for a lunch break.

At 1: 35 p.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting and revisited Agenda Item No. 12 under TIME SPECIFIC ITEMS which was at 9:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to consider approval of Annual Plan of Operation for Suwannee River Regional Library.  

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve the Annual Plan of Operation for Suwannee River Regional Library.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 1: 37 p.m. Chairman Caruthers continued with Agenda Item No 24 which was for Staff Reports.
d) John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, was not present.
e) Murphy McLean, County Coordinator, stated work had been completed on 

the Mizell’s building, and it was ready to be returned to the owner at the end of November.  

Mr. McLean further stated work on the Extension Office roof was completed, and work at the Douglass Center Cafeteria had begun.  Mr. McLean added he was working on an FAA mandate that prohibits through-gates into airports.

Mr. McLean advised he was working with Nabors and Giblin on the Fire/Rescue Assessment split, and he would have more information available at the next meeting.


Mr. McLean advised of current growth management legislation that will produce changes to the LDRs, and stated further research on the issue will be needed.

f) Greg Scott, Parks &Recreation Director, advised there were some 

insurance and liabilities issues for the Skate Parks; however, legislation holds the County free of liability when dealing with Skate Parks.

Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, stated the County was not liable per Florida Statutes.


Mr. Scott advised repairs had begun at Charles Springs, Little River Springs will also need some repairs, and all repairs will be done in-house.  

g) T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, had nothing to report.
Chairman Caruthers asked Mr. Sikes for an update on the centerline survey for the

East Perimeter Road project.


Mr. Sikes replied he had not yet received any information on the survey from Mr. Alcorn.

Agenda Item No. 25 was to discuss, with possible Board action, past due solid waste accounts.  
Mr. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, stated the issue had been previously discussed and he was presenting to the Board all accounts over five years old for closed businesses, and those for which businesses are under new ownership.
Commissioner Wainwright asked how this issue can be avoided in the future.

Mr. Sikes replied once accounts are overdue or the deposit is spent, service will be cut off until the balance is cleared.

Commissioner Udell moved to write off past due Solid Waste accounts over five years old for closed businesses, and those under new ownership.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Item No. 26 was to consider approval of Supplemental Agreement #1, for additional construction funds in the amount of $333,721.00, with Florida Department of Transportation (DOT) for the widening and resurfacing of CR 417 from US 90 to CR 136 East, and adoption of enabling resolution.  
Commissioner Udell moved to approve Supplemental Agreement #1, for additional construction funds in the amount of $333,721.00, with Florida Department of Transportation (DOT) for the widening and resurfacing of CR 417 from US 90 to CR 136 East, adoption of enabling resolution, and to grant the Chairman permission to sign the agreement.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Agenda Item No. 27 was to discuss, with possible Board action, the “Red Flag” Rule.  
Mr. Murphy McLean, County Coordinator, stated a new law by the Federal Trade Commission applies to any business or government and employees that deal with financial information.  Mr. McLean added he had received an offer from Allen, Norton, and Blue to provide the services required to comply with the law.
Commissioner Fowler sated the County finances were handled by the Clerk’s Office.

Clerk Barry Baker stated he was unaware of this new law, and stated he would review the issue.

Mr. Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk, stated the “Red Flag” rule also included the handling of credit and personal identity information.

It was the consensus of the Board to present the issue at the next Board meeting.

Agenda Item No. 28 was for permission to advertise for Request for Proposals for design and construction for loop system for Suwannee County Jail.  
Murphy McLean, County Coordinator, stated the loop system would be for heating and AC and a design was necessary before going forward with the project.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve advertising for Request for Proposals for design and construction for loop system for Suwannee County Jail.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Agenda Item No. 29 was for permission to advertise for the lease of the Large Office and Hangar located at Suwannee County Airport.  
Murphy McLean, County Coordinator, stated the advertising will be placed on various printed media beyond regular newspaper advertising.
Commissioner Udell moved to approve advertising for the lease of the Large Office and Hangar located at Suwannee County Airport.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

At 2:40 p.m. Chairman Caruthers recessed for a meeting.

At 2:50 p.m. Chairman Caruthers reconvened the meeting and continued with Agenda Item No. 30 under GENERAL BUSINESS which was to discuss, with possible Board action, approval of agreement with Mark Fessler, in the amount of $100.00 per month, for lease of small office located at Suwannee County Airport.  

Chairman Caruthers announced Item No. 30 had been withdrawn.

Agenda Item No. 31 was to discuss with possible Board action, setting procedure for the evaluation and ranking for Request for Qualifications (RFQ).  
Murphy McLean, County Coordinator, stated RFQs had been received for Grant Writing Services, he was requesting the Board’s direction on the procedure to evaluate and rank the RFQs, as well as, any future RFQs the County should receive.
Commissioner Wainwright asked if there was in existence a review committee for RFQs.

Mr. McLean replied currently the committee was composed of himself, Mrs. Kristie Harrison, and Mr. Mike Tyson, representing the Clerk’s Office.

Commissioner Fowler stated evaluation and ranking should be performed by the Board.

Commissioner Udell stated that Department Heads using the services should be involved in the evaluation of the RFQs.

It was the consensus of the Board that the review committee present two recommendations to the Board from the RFQs received for Grant Writing Services.

Agenda Item No. 32 was for Emergency Agenda Items.

There were six items to discuss.

Chairman Caruthers requested that Emergency Agenda Item E be heard first.

It was the consensus of the Board to heard Emergency Agenda Item E first.

Railroad Crossing open. 
Chairman Caruthers advised this was a historical RR crossing with a 1925 resolution that recognizes the location, and CSX was planning to close the RR crossing.
The current owners, Mr. Al Dalton and Ms. Sadie Dalton, requested the Board’s support.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to draft a letter in support of the property owner, to not remove the structures located on the right of way, and for CSX not to close the crossing.  Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

A) Consider approval of a Certificate of Acceptance of Subgrant Award, in the

 amount of $331,854.00, for Security and Safety Enhancement for the Suwannee County Sheriff’s Office.

Commissioner Udell moved to approve the Certificate of Acceptance of the FDLE Subgrant Award, in the amount of $331,854.00, for Security and Safety Enhancement for the Suwannee County Sheriff’s Office.  Commissioner Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B) Permission to advertise a vacant part-time Library Aide II position for the 
Madison Library.  
Mr. John D. hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, stated the position was an entry level position with a working schedule of 21 hours a week and needed to be filled.
Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve advertising a vacant part-time Library Aide II position for the Madison Library.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

C) Appointment of Steve Cooper to serve as alternate on the Volunteer Fire 
Governing Board, term shall begin immediately.  
Commissioner Wainwright stated Mr. Steve Cooper would fill the alternate vacancy of Mr. Ronnie Cook who had been appointed as a regular member, on the Volunteer Fire Governing Board.
Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the appointment of Steve Cooper to serve as alternate on the Volunteer Fire Governing Board.  Commissioner Wainwright seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

D) Appointment of Wendell Hill, as an alternate, to the Code Enforcement Board, 
term shall begin immediately. 
Commissioner Udell questioned the appointment due to prior statements by Mr. Hill suggesting the Code Enforcement Board should be abolished.

Commissioner Wainwright moved to approve the appointment of Wendell Hill, as an alternate, to the Code Enforcement Board.  Commissioner Fowler seconded and the motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Udell opposed.
E) Donation of a surplus boom truck to the City of Branford for Waste
Management services.


Mr. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, recommended the Board donate a surplus boom truck to the City of Branford to be used for Waste Management services.  Mr. Sikes stated the boom truck was a19993 F-800, VIN # 1FDYK8E8PVA14481.
